A Campaign Againta the Indian.
Spseiet Dispatch ta the Philadelphia Inqoirer.

WASlllSSCOK, August 1ZI The attention ol
the enmmander-in-caie- f of tbe army has been
occupied, for a few days put, in organizing a
campaign against the western Indians. There
is no longer any doubt that we are on the eve oi
a terrible Indian war which will throw the
Florida war in the shade. Intelligence has. been
received here from our Indian agents in tbe
West which confirms this fact. Ail the Indian
tribes have formed a league for the purpose of
waging war oa the frontier settlements of the
win tee. The Indian leaders are cunning and
crafty. They know that the regular United
States troops, which used to be stationed in the
forte along the border, have all been called away;
aud they have got the impression that most of
the men in the white settiemsntB have also gone
to tbo Southern war.

I em now endeavoring to ascertain what nura
ber of warriors they can put in the field. The
number is considerable. The warriors are all
armed with rifles, and every man is a dead shot.
Tbe recent Indian atrocities in Minnesota are
but tbe beginning of this Indian war. It will
require a large . milits r force to repress it.
Justice to the families hose natural protectors
are here, battling for the Union, and it may be

The Adventures ol a Rebel EmUsary
TrueHtory of 9kelntIdteManiIera.

Correspondence of tbe Evening Post J

Niagara Falls, August 29 There have
been several brief accounts of the successful
passes across tho Canada frontior of George
N Senders, rebel emissary to Eurcpo, but the fol
lowing statement, eathered from tnose wno per
sonally witnessed the adventuro in its various
stages, gives the fullest details.

SANDERS AT TIIE BRIDGE.

A few daVs ago a man dressed in wall-wor- n

working clothes, presented himself to tho United
Slate provost marshal on the United States
side of the suspension bridge, lie wore a pair
of verv short trousers of striped Kentucky jeans
and a seed v coat of the same material. A coarse,
not over clean shirt and a jagged stiaw hat com
Dieted t'.e votume. Tho man had no collar or
cravat, and his face was apparently greatly tan
ked by exposure to tuo weather.

Wo wanted to go over tbo nver, no saia, nut
had. no pass, aud did not Know tnat any would
he needed. Ho stated tbat he was an English
man from Cornwall, and a miner by trade. He
had been WorkiDg for some timo in Pennsyl
vania, but had lately received a letter iroin his
brother, a farmer near London, Canada West,
statingT&at Lo was short of help and requesting
his miner relative to come on to his assistance,
at least till the harvest time was over.

The miner held .his took in ono hand, and in
the other carried an old carpet bag of the black
glased style in common use. The glazing in
many place was come off, and the outside was
moreover spotted nud soiled with dirt.

This carpet bag was more valuable than the
famous one of John I3rown: Tor it contained the
papers, dispatches and money of the rebel emis
Bury oanoers.

THE PASSAGE ACROSS.
The marshal pondered a while, but the poor

miner gave such a consistent storv. and seemed
so disappointed at bis unexpected-troubl- in
croaaing, that the official's heart was melted and
he gave him the required pass. '

Uhe toll-me- n ot tbe suspension bridge then do
Branded a quarter (fa dollar telt.

"lwo shillings," said tho miner, "why, I can t
give iL lv e only got ono shilling."

Tho plea of poverty completely disarmed
whatever shadow of suspicion nisy have existed
in regard to the poor workman ; after the proper
degree ot hesitation, the "ieliow was allowed
to pass ever at half price.

I hanking the toll-keep- tor his liberality, tho
miner walked on wearily across tho bridge. As
be neared the Canada side his step became
lighter just as Christian (pardon tho compar-
ison) felt when the burden dropped off his back.
A decided burden had dropped off of Georgo

mind he was safo in Canada.
AT TIIE HOTEL IS CANADA.

Arriving at tbe Canada side of the bridge, the
miner with bis tools aud carpet-ba- g jumped into
the Clifton House omnibus and was quickly
driven to that hotel. He went to the desk aud
registered on the book the initials S. K. G. his
own initials reversed.

The c!erk looked at tho shabby working-ma-n

a moment, and then coldly said :
" Wo can t give you a room here, sir."
"But I must have a room," said Sanders.
"None ta spare replied the clerk.
The miner thrust his hands in his pocket and

drew forth a great, roll of "groen-backs.- "

"Here," said ha to the clerk, "take these as
security. . Put them in your safe, but give ine a
room at oncaj'

A few minutes afterwards a guest strolled out

on the piazzt, whore Morehead of
Kentucky was sitting. " By tho wav governor."
said he, " what a singular old fellow that was in
tbe office. He registered his namo on the book
only in initials."

Good God! in initials!" cried Morehead,;
starting up, ' he's come then;" and rushinf- - past
the astonished guest he demanded to be shown
to the room of the mysterious S. N. G.

Sanders-wa- s provided with a suit of elothes at
once, the clerks and servants altered their de
portment te m miner, and the guests
had a rare piece of gossip to talk about. San-
ders is by this time half way across the ocean,
and whatever is thought of him or his cause, it
is generally acknowledged that his journey from
Richmond to Canada is ono of tho "cutest"
specimens of rebel "strategy" tho war has pro-
duced. It shows thai our blockade is so strin-
gent that a rebel emissary prefers a long land
journey in disguise to attempting to break it.

Of course the adventure has been the chief
topic, of-- gossip in tho Xiagara hotels: and
miners will henceforth be viewed with a verv
profound suspicion in tho neighborhood ot the
suspension bridge.

TUB CANADIAN ACCOUNT OF 8ANDRRS' DEPAR-

TURE. .

The Montreal Herald, announcing tho depar-
ture of Sanders, says:

A somewhat notorious gentleman left Canada
for England by the last Quebec steamer. This
was Mr. George N. Sanders, who, according to
his .own representations, is the bearer, of n prof-
fer lo England of a very favorable commercial
treaty with the Southern States. If that be tho
case, however, Jeff. Davis is not so happy in
tbe choiceof his diplomats as in his generals, for
the latter usually exhibit a great deal of reti-
cence as to the business they aro engaged,
whereas this ambassador if ambassador he
was manifested a disposition rather blatant
than discreet, a to the alleged propositions
which ho was to submit to the British government

Mr. Sanders reported himself as having
traveled from Richmond through the Unilod
States in the gsrb and character of a Cornish
miser, seeking work in Canada a character he
waa fitted to fill from .having been a good deal
mixed up with the Canadian mining movements
on Lakes nuron and Superior, when those en- -'

derprises first began to attract attention. If wo
recollect rightly, he had a share in the sale, or
perhaps we might better spell the word "sell," of
the Bruce mine to the Montreal company an
arrangement which was a great deal more- ad-
vantageous to tbo sellers thaa tho buyers. Soma
of his transactions .of that date, at any rate,
have left memories behind them which would
have caused one or two of our fellow-crtizau- s to
welcome Mr. Sanders very neartily. Unfortu-
nately, however, they wore not aware of his pres-onc- e

till it was too late to pay their respects to
bim a circumstance which perhaps is not to
be lamented in the interests oi diplomacy and
tbe commercial treaty, as it is certain th&t the
compliments which they would have thought fit
to offer him, would at least have embarrassed, if
they had not prevented his intended voyage.

Counterfeit money.
The departure of the Yankees from the Penin-

sula has left the inhabitants of all tho .counties
Jkey overran,incnmbered with moro or less of
the useless trash imitations of Confederate
money put forth by them. Thousands upon
thousands of dollars, (or at least dedicating on
so mnch paper,) are scattered all over tho land.
Most of the inhabitants not being adepts in tho
art of detecting the bogus from the genuine
notes, have traded with both, and the currency
seems irredeemably mingled. Tho hands of tho
poor are full of it, and many aro ruined entirely
by it For horses, forage, vegetables, etc , when
tlteee things wens' not taken by force, those notes
were riven. A gentleman, in the goodness of
big heartperhaps to save his boose from bsiug
burned over bis head, loaned ono of tbe Yankee
officers at Williamsburg, one hundred dollars,
and some time after hadtli-- j money refunded him
in the notes of Northern manufacture.

Washington, September 3. Yesterday after
noon at 4 o'clock, there was considerable fight
ing between Fairfax Court House and the inter
mediate space toward Washington.

The reports ol rebels having oroseed into
Maryland find believers, but nothing y

was reliably known of it It does not seem
probable, as the troops lining tbe Upper Potomac
shores are sufficient to check the progress of
any forces making such an attempt. Tho weak
pointy of defense aro being considerably
strengthened.

It is reported y that firing has been heard
in tlie vicinity ofLeesburg, but there is no
means of ascertaining the truth of the rumor.

Secretary Stanton was at tbo department to-

day, attending to business. The fact is men-
tioned as a refutation of the report that he yes-
terday retired from tho conduct of tho War De-
partment.

Later. Information has reached here tbat
the rebels are making demonstrations on the riv-
er, and have already reached Leeeburg, spread-
ing between thore and the chain bridge, as if de-

signing to cro33 in the neighborhood of Pools-Yiil- e.

Cavalry and artillery have left for there
to assist in guarding the fords.

It is reported that Winchester has heen evacu-
ated, and that tho rebels have appeared in force
in tho valley.

The Herald's Washington correspondent says:
" Immediately after accepting the chief com-
mand of all the Union forces of Virginia and in
the neighboihood of Washington, General
McClollau proceeded to inspect tho troops and
fortifications on the other side of tho river. This
duty occupied him uutil after midnight la3t
night His reception by tha officers and soldiers
was marked by the most unbouuded enthusiasm.

The rebel forces are under five generals
Jackson, Longstreet, Ewell, Hill and Smith
who havo not less than 215,000 men at tho pres-
ent time.

A gentleman just from the rebel camp slates
tbat Jackson, .Longstreet, Ewoll and Hill are
now' consolidated at Manassas, while Smith is
marching with a column thirty thousand strong
on Fredericksburg. -

regiments engaged fought gallantly. Tho loss
is said to reach forty per cent, of those engaged.
Captain Ryder, of Gsneral Butterfisld's staff,
was shot in the bead, and Captain Spear, of
General Mirtindale's staff, in tho right hand.

Mr. Dennis, military agent here for tho Stala
of Indiana, has received a lotter from Colonel
Meredith, of tho 10th Indiana, whicbtwitk the
2d, O h and 9th Witconsin regiments, forms
Goneral Gibbins' brigade. On Thursday even-
ing they encountered Hill's rebel division, from

der him- - Our entire loss in this brigade, killed,
wounded and missing, was seven hundred and
seventy eight. Tho Indiana lU.h lost two hun-
dred and twenty-soven- . The brigade was not
Jn ibe fight on Friday, but was in on Saturday,
and held out to tho close of tho day.

known.

Cowardly Surrenders.
From the New York Wor.d.J

The most disheartening ot all the bad news
wo have recently received is not the capture of
our Stores, the loss of important positions, or
cvon defeats upon the field, but the evidence of
demoralization and want of pluck or discipline
on the part of some of our troops, shown by. tbo
repeated surrenders- - of whole battalions and
regiments to the cnomy. wi.h but little if any
fighting. Napoleon, in his sixty-nint- h maxim
ot war, laid down this rule:

" There 'is but one honorable mode of becom
ing prisoners of war. That is by being taken
separately ; by which is meant by being cat off
entirely, and when we can no longer make use
of our arms. In this case there can be no ear-dition- s,

for honor can impose none. Wo yield'
to an irresistible necassity."

Judged by this rule, how unmilitary awl- -

shameful are tho surrenders of Murfreesboro',
Clarksville, and some twenty, other places in
Tennessee and Kentucky during the hast two
months. Nor is tbe Western army alone to
blama. The surrender on the of
half a New Jersey regiment to tho enemy shows
that demoralization and want of discipline are
working their way at the East as well as tho
West. Now this thing must stop, Oar national
life depends upon it Hereafter, let tbat com-
pany or regimont that surrenders without a
deadly fight tako its place upon the roll of
infamy in the State whence it c jmes. Let press,
pulpit and platform flame out the hot indigna
tion of the country at the dastardly commands
that throw down their arnu in-t-he presence of
any enemy, no matter how superior in numbers.

Believing that this rebel army in front of Gen
eral Pope is not provided tt ith provisions suffi
cient tor more than a lew days, we may expect
that it will very soon attempt again to flank him
or fall back. We belkve, too, that General Pope
is now strong enough to act upon either niten-tiv- e

to repel an attack or to follow up the ene-
my should tbey attempt to steal away. But in
the extremity cf their desperation we know not
what desperate expedients they may adopt. We
should be piepared for them, and against amy
possible sarprise, st every point essential to the
protection of Washington and the neacs of Ma-
ryland. Within the last two dys Ganeral Pope
has been reinforced to tho extent of sixty thous-
and men, nearly all veteran troops, and oar new
volunteers are pouring every day into Washing-
ton by thousands. But still, the faster we. send
them forward the better will be our prospect of
cutting off this rebel army from Richmond,
while it is m the most convenient position for
our purposes.

Ail our late disasters and reverse, from Rica--.
mood to Bull Run, are simply chargeable to a
deficiency in tbe numbers ot our troops as com-
pared with those of the rebels engaged. Our
men are as brave as theirs, and more enduring.
Tney are better armad, equipped, fed. clothed and
ductored, and better prepared for tbe fatigues of
an active or inactive campaign in every way.
Our officers, in skill and resources, are fully
eqnal to those of the rebels. But while we have
tbe population equal to five times that of tbe re-

bellious States front which to draw our soldiers,
they nave in every important battle since Cor-
inth outnumbered us. The responsibility is with
the government, and our reverses began with the
suspension of enlistments, under the dictation of
the abolition 'faction ot Congress, at the very
time when reinforcements were most needed to
fill up tlie wasted ranks of our army, east and
west.

It requ'red the seven days bloody battles in
front of Richmond to correct this disastrous mis- -'

take. The subsequent activity of tbe govern-
ment and our loyal States has barely enabled us
to bold onr captiai ttgaiust the results of tbe
sweeping conscription of Jeff.
