Q Yes ; I could see tbe iines of the enemy,
aim his great masses of reserves a the hills iu
tile rear of his field. As far as I could iudca.
and, in the opinion of military men around nr?,
his lorco was larger than oars. The estimate
they made of the rebel army was one hundred
and tweuty-fiv- thousand men.

ij. W3 the enemy m good position
A. Yes ; the position wa3 one tfi-p- had them

selves chosen at the commencement of the day,
their lines extending ovw an area of at least five
miles, every paint of which was distinctly visi-
ble ftom the point which I occupied.

i Jjid they hold ineir coosea position i
A- - No ; nt tho close of the day their whole

lino appeared to mo to have been drlvan back
about a mile and a quarter, and Ibe f ederal
army occupied tho position throughout tho whole
line occupied by the enemy when I reached the
field.

Q Did you converse with any of the officers
as to the result of tho day's fighting ?

A. leg-- ; their opinion was that our arms had
bee a successful throujrhout the day; thtt we
had gained every posi-.io- a occupied by the en-
emy ; and that his loss was fully equal to oars,
though we - had been the attacEing party on a
strong position. During the day the ground
wa3 tougot over several times, luey drove our
army back several timei but at the close of tho
day we occupied all the advanced positions.

O Did General jucuieiian appear sausasa
with the result of the dy 7

A. Yes ; he wan calm and confident, and ap
peared thorougldy confident that the advantages
are all on our side. .

O Do your think tho enemy suffered as much
as we did I .

A. Yes; I should think fully equal, and some
of the wounded brought in from the field ex-

pressed the opinion that they suffered heavier
than we did.

Q Did our soldiers behave well I
A.-- The position I occupied laid the whole

field before me lika a panorama, and the bravery
of the troops on both sides appeared to me to
bo well matched.

Q. Weto tha troops in good spirits, t
A. They were most enthusiastic; even the

wounded brought from tha field had their
thoughts concentrated rather on the progress of
the battle than on their own sufferings.

Q Did you hear anything of irongstrcet being'
a prisoner and Hill killed 1

A. No ; nothing of the kind was heard of on
the field. When I got .back to Frederick I found
these rumors afloat, together with another that
Jackson is killed ; but there is no truth in them.
If such important results had been, obtained I
would surely have heard them before they were
known in Frederick.

O. You think the battlu was a Federal victory,
but not a decisive battle ?

A- - Yes ; and' I may add that this' was the
opinion of those who are better able to judge
than my30lt lhey thought that the tinai results
would depend in a measure ujon who first got
reinforcements in the field.

adding very largely to the cost of all the supplies
brought from tho seaboard,' aud lowering the
price of tho products of the soil, in consequence
of the largely incroascd cost of transportation
by railroads and canals to and from tire Atlantic
cities 1 and whereas, the loyal States of the Mis
sissippi valley have freely given of their sons, of
their means, for the restoring of tho Union,
ch'erfully bearing tho burden of the lessening
value of their products, the increased cost of all

Rcsilvtd, That we oarnfstly recommend that
