Oa the13th August a corps of cavalry passed

up to a point about sixty miles above New Or

leans, in the Parish of St. Johns, ana returned
wWieut doing much injury to any cne, further

than that it was followed by a stampede of many

negroes from --aareral plantations. Oa the 29th

ultimo a similar raid was mads on the opposite

or western bank ofthe river, to a point in this

parish about forty mil03 from the city, but more

serious ia its results. Saveral plantations were

ilies wer obliged to flee from their dwellings,
leavtBff their contents a prey to tna soldiery.

LuXiis-portie- nf the coutf Ak some thiriy nU,
was IUU8 piuntiereu ui uveryuiiu. a. eusauiur,
the Iberville, accompanied them, to receive ou
board the negroes and household euects. litis
was followed by another expedition on a larger

on rhuradar last, the Itb instant. Two
steamer?, with infantry and cavalry, passed up,
landing their cavalry ou this bank of the river,
at a point about fifty-tw- o miles from New Or-

leans. Landing at Mr, Shepherd's plantation,
tbe cavalry came on down by laud, the trans-
port following slowly ou the river. Their ob
ject being plunder, tbey took all that they could
lay tueir tiands upou. At .Mr. Joseph JUebour-geois- ',

a wealthy proprietor, they ransacked his
residence, taking many valuables, several car
riages, horses aud stock, aud all the negroes that
did not tlee to the fields or woods. Ou being
requested to leave thorn two cows, they assent
ed, and then deliberately urcd at the two cows
lei t them. At Mr. tiodberry and at Mr.JJes- -

londcs' the same spirit governed them. At Mr.
Labranehe'd they seized and made a prisoner of
his eldest son, Mr. Similean Labrancbe. At
Ficon's they took nearly the whole negro force.
At Madame Trepagiiicr'tc, an old widow lady,
they took all the negroes, stock, etc , leaving
but one mule on the plantation. At Mrs. liost s
all the negroes, some eighty-fou- r iu number,
mules, stock, etc.. were taken. As they passed
my residence there was a scene I never hope to
witness again. Large droves of mules and cat-
tle, and negroes without number, impudent and
dtfiant, escorted by Federal cavalry, with insult-
ing epithets of every kind. It was a disgrace to
any age or any nation, barbarian or savage.

1 forbear lurther comment, trusting t io few
details I have given, which ate but few of the
great whole, may be deemed sufficient to make
known our defenceless state.

Oa the western bank of the river, I am glad
to say, General Taylor has convened a sufficient
force, the number I deem it but prudent not to
state. They havo already captured quite a large
encampment of Federals, taken at or near ,the
lioutte station of the Opelonsas railroad. There
were one hundred and seventy-thre- e prisoners
taken, and some seventy killed and wounded on
a train of cars that effected its escape.

Cotton and Sugar. The New Orleans
ShiypiHg List ias been resumed. The cotton
statement shows a beggarly account. The stock
on the 20th August was 352 bales. Thereceipts
during the year, ending September 1st, wero
S9.730 bales. Exported for the year, 27.20G
bales. The statistics of the sugar crop cf Lou-

isiana arc as follows :

The actual yield is estimated to have com-
prised 459,410 bogi heads, averaging 1,150 lbs,
and making an aggregate freight ot 523,231,500
pounds. This mhraced 339,204 hogsheads of
brown sugar, made by the old process, and
70.14G refioed, clarified, etc, including cistern
bottom?, the whole being the product of 1,291
sugar bouses, of which 1 ,027 were worked by
steam aud 26-- by horse power. The crop of the
preceding year amounted to 223.753 hogsheads,
weighing 2C3 005,000 lbs., showing an increase
for the last year of 230,057 hogsheads, or 205,-260,5-

pounds.
According to our calculations the price of the

entire crop has averaged 4a. against 5$c last
year. At this average, and taking the estimate
of 1,150 pounds to the hogshead, tbe aggregrate
value of the crop of 459,410 hogsheads is 25,-09- 5

291, against $14,403,027, the product of
22S.753 hogsheads last year; or, an, increase of
$10 020,044. The receipts on the let o J since the
lstof Suptembor have. been 225,350 hogsLeids,
and 7,907 tierces and barrels, against 174,037
hogsheads and 5,97t5 tierces and barrels last
year.

The stock now on hand in tho State is esti-
mated at 170,000 hogsheads.

The yield of molasses from tho last year's
cane crop is estimated at 70 gallons for each
1,000 pounds' of iugar, against the same for tho
previous year, or an nggregato Ot 30,962,505
gallons against 18,414,550 the year previous,
showing au increase of 18,507,955 gallons, or
more than as much again. Tbe arrivals at the
lavee during the seaionhave beeu 401,10-- barrels
against 313,200 last year, showing an iucreaso
of 86,944 barrels.

The total value of tho product, estimated at
an average of 18$ cents per gallon, sums up

0,703.079 agaiutt $4,235,4401ast year, show-iu- g

an increase of .2,407,733.

Heroic Incident.
Tho army correspondent of the Charleston

Courier relates the following heroic incident of
the lato battlo in Virginia : 1

While tho lines were moving forward, tbe 1st
Virginia regiment a mere handful of veterans,
who have been in every light since the war com-
menced, and most of them tho best young men
of Richmond camo directly upon a battery of
four pieces, which was obstinately holding its
ground and pouring its deadly vollies into our
ranks. Shot and shell hailed furiously into tho
little band, but it was no time to stop then, and
dashing on with a wild cheer, reached the sum
mit of the hill where the pieces were planted.
Their commander, Col. F. G. Skinner, a brave,
impetuous old gentleman, was some twenty paces
in advance, and seeing the Federals standing
boldly to their guns, rose in his stirrups, turned
to his regiment, and shouting " Forward, tho
old r irst follow me," spurred his horse up to
the very muzzles of the .battery. One of the
caunonierM wan tn thn actor pulling; tna lanyard
of & gun. Him, he cut down with his sabro.
Another, attempting to take the place of his com-
rade, was likewise dispatched, by the now bloody
steel ot the colonel, and the rest turned to tly.
At this instant one of the retreating Federals
halted, took deliberate aim, and shot away a
portion of the Virginian's ear; while a second
sent a bullet through his body. Hardly had tho
Hash of the two muskets disappeared, however,
before the Yankees paid the forfeit of their teme
rity with their lives, one of them being killed by
sergeant-Majo- r Jones, ot tbeJbirst. "forward,
boys, always forward, don't mind me," cried the,
colonel, and tbere he tell among tho trophies ot
his prowess. I am glad to say that, though se-

riously, and at ono time thought to be mortally
hurt, the gallant soldier is now believed to be
out of danger.

Mineral Wealth of the States and Terri-
tories.

Washington, September 25. Some months
ago the commissioner of the general land office
addressed a circular to various land officers,
making inquiries as to the mineral wealth of
their several sections nf country, and request-
ing thtm to forward specimens. .Responses show
a greater extent and richness of gold, aud silver
than has heretofore been ever imagined, includ-
ing Washington and Nevada Territories, and
the Southern or Colorado region of California;
the . last named embracing between six and

i seven millions acres of land. In speaking of
tbe mines of Gold Hill and Virginia City, six-
teen or eighteen miles from Carson City, the
secretary of the Territory of Nevada says the
quartz there found contains both gold and silver
in largo quantities, the two metals being rarely
found elsewhere in Buch abundance.

Victory. '

We have received authoutic particulars df tho

.sanguinary battle at Sharpsburg, alluded to
elsewhere, and cjneorning which pain-

ful rumors were afl jat on yesterday. We-hav- o

the gratification of being able to aunounco that
the battle resulted in one of the most complete
victories that has yet immortalized the Confed
erato arms Tho ball wa opened on Tuesday
evening about six o'clock, all of our ayailble
force, abunt sixty thousand strong, commanded
by General Robert E. Lee in person, and the
ciemy about ono hundred and fifty thousand
strong, commanded by General McClellau in
person, being engaged. The position of our
army was upon a range of hills', forming a semi-
circle, with the concave toward tho enemy ; the
latter occupying a less commanding position
opposite, tbeir extreme right resting upon si

h'ght commanding our extreme left. The ar-

rangement of our lino was a follows1; General
Jackson on the extreme left, General Longstreet
in the center, and General A. P- - Hill on thoex-trem- fl

right
The fight on Tuesday evening wag keptj up

until 9 o'clock at night, when it subsided into
spasmodic skirmishes along the line. Wednes-
day morhiug it was renewed by General Ji-S0-

aud graduaUjLaaenao- - general. Both"

armies maintained their respective positions, aud
fought desperately throughout the entire day.
Daring this battle Sharpsburg was fired by the
enemy's shell, aud at one time, the enemy ob-

tained & position which enabled them to pour a
thnking fire upon a portion of our left wing,
causing it to waver. At this moment General
Starke, of Mississippi, who had command of
Jackson's division, galloped to the front of his
brigade, and seizing the standard, rallied them
forward. No nooner did the gallant general
thus threw himself iu tho van, than four bullets
pierced his body, antl he fell dead amidst his
men. Xhe elicct, instead ot discouraging, tired
them with determination and revenge, and they
dashed forward, drove the enemy back, aud
kept them from the position during the rest of
the day.

It being evident tbat tho " lonDg .Napoleon,
finding he could not force his way through the
invincible ranks of our army in that direction,
had determined upon a flank movement toward
Harper's Ferry, aud tlms obtain a position iu
our rear. General Lee, with ready foresight, an
ticipated the movement by druwing the main
body t f his army back on the south side of the
Potomac, at bhepardstown, Virginia, whence he
will, of course, project the necessary 'combina
tions for again defeating his adversary.

Iho enemy s artillery was served with disas
trous effect upon our gullantTfroops ; but they re-

plied from muskut, howifzer and caunoti with a
rapidity aud will that carried havoc amid the
opposing rauks. TheYmttlo was one of the
most severe that has been loajjht since the open-
ing of the) war. Many of our bravo men fell At
dark the firing ceased, and in tho morning
(Thursday) our army were ready to reconf-nienc- e

the engagemont, the onemy having been
foroed back the evening before, and tho advan
tage ot the battle being still on our side.

firing wa consrqueutly opened upou tbe
new position supposed to be hold by the enemy,
but no reply was obtained, and it was then dis-

covered that ho had disappeared entiroly from
tho field, leaving many of his dead and wouud- -
ed iu our bands, and about throe hundred pris-
oners. The report current on yesterday that n
truee occurred on Thursday for the burial of the
dead, was unfounded The prisoners stated
that their foree wa3 more than a hundred thou-
sand strong, and that McCiulbn commanded
tho army in person.

(Jur loss is obtitnated at hve thousand in
killed, wounded and missing. The prisoners
state that their ranks were greatly decimated,
and that the slaughter was terrible, from which
we may infer that the enemy's loss was fully as
great, if not greater than our own.

We have succeeded in obtaiunig, from the
most reliable sources, the following details of the
great battle of Wednesday :

On the afternoon of Tuesday, the 10th, the
enemy opened a light artillery fire ouour line.
Early tho next morning it was renewed more
vigorously, aud large masses ot the i oderals
who had crossed the Antietam above our posi-
tion, assembled on our left. They advanced in
three compact lines. Tbe divisions of Generals
McLaws, R. II. Anderson, A. P. Hill aud
Walker, who were, expected to havo joined Gen-
eral Lee on the previous night, had not como up.
Generals Jackson's and Ewelj's divisions were
thrown to the left of Generals Hill and Long--
btreet. The enemy advanced between Antietam
aud the Sharpsburg and Hagerstown turnpike,
and was met by General D. II. Hill's and the
left of General Longstreet's divisions, where the
conflict raged, extending to our eulire left. The
enemy was repulsed and held iu check ; but
nrior to the arrival of tho divisions of McL3WS,
Anderson and Walkor, who had been advanced
to support the left wing and center, as soon as
they had crossed the Potomac on the morning of
the 17th, that portion of our Hue was forced
back by superior numbers. As soon, however,
as those forces could be brought into action a
severe conflict ensued. Tbe enemy was driveu
back, our lino was restored, and our position
maintained during tho rest of the day.

In tbe afternoon the oaemy advanced on our
right, where General Jones' division was posted,
and ho handsomely maintained his position
Tho bridgo over the Antietam creek was guarded
by General Toombs' brigade, which gallautly
resisted tho approach of tho enemy ; but their
superior numbers enabling them to extend their
left, they crossed below the biidge aud forced
our line back in some confusion. Just at this
time, between 3 and 4 P. M , General A. P. Hill,
with five of his brigades, having reached the
scene of action, drove the enemy immediately
back from the position they had taken, and. con-
tinued the contest until dark, rostoricg our right
and maintaining our ground.

When the battle closed, alter having raged
furiously during the entire day, wo retained pos-

session of the field and the enemy retired to his
former position. The conduct of many of our
officers is reported by General Lee to have ex-

hibited the most conspicuous and Brilliant cour-

age. Our loss was considerable, and we havo to
deplore the fall ...of Generals Starke and

Generals It H. Anderson, Lawton, Ripley,
Armistead, Gregg and Wright, are reported to
have been wounded none of them, however,
dangerously. Iu addition to the above, we learn
from persons who havo arrivea irom me neiu.
that on the following day Lee, who remained in
possession of the field, took measures to renew
the engagement ; but the enemy had disappeared
from his front ; and it is further reported that
after the removal of his wounded and the burial
of the dead, General Lee determined to cross the
Potomac, and had established his headquarters
at or near Shepardstown.

So La France fairly
started has jumped at once into an enormous
circulation, and is as impertinent and assuming
as it unquestionably has a right to be. It takes
different ground from the old Moniteur on
every political topic. It discusses the Ro-

man question with a vigor characteristic of
tho Church. It has been appointed an ambas-
sador to Rome, and is the most thoroughly up-

pish and dogmatic print in all France. It takes
a high tone on art questions also. In science it
assumes to lead, and gives the Academy raps
over the knuckles which that respectable antique
can hardly relish. Diplomats, politicians, litera-teurs- ,

savans, begin to tremble lest they incur its
malice, aud of course the gay world of Paris is
amused. La France forms i's sonsatiou. Tho
cafes ring with the scandal about it, and joke at
its immunity from " warnings " and suspension

It is very funny; but some bright morning
La France will go too far, and the Sphinx, who
likes being hen-peck- a little, will become des-

perately savage. His, morally, huge paw will
be stretched forth, and La France scooped up
like au egg shell, will crackle aud disappear.
It's a quiet and efficient way they have of doing
things in Paris, and quite peculiar to that city
alono.

young and noble general, we think a victory
may open the way for a glorious peace, a glori-
ous restoration of the power of the government,
a glorious day for America. But wa are bowed
dowu with shame and confu-.io- n of face as
Americans when we reflect that there are such
men among us, sharing our counsels, claiming
to conduct our politics, claiming to possess onr
army and desiring to use it for their own wicked
ends, who can iu an hour like this while the
people wait with bowed heads and throbbing
hearts for tbe new's of the battle field coldly
calculate that a victory will " probably set them
back six mouths !" Are these men of the same
blood with patriotic Americans. N. Y. Journal
of Commerce.

From Western Virginia.
The following address to the people of Western

Virginia has been issued by General Loring :

TO THE l'EOI'LE OF WESTERN VIRGINIA.

Giles Court House, September 20, Via, 1

Dublin. September SI, 186 J

The army of the Confederate States has come
among you to exp?l thai enemy, to reseue the
people from despotism of the counterfeit State
government imposed on you by Northern bayo-
nets, and to restore the country once more to its
natural allegiance to tbe State. Wa fight for
peace aud the possession of our own territory.
We do not intend to punish thoso who remain
at home as quiet citizens, in obedience to the
laws of the land, and to all such clemency and
amnesty are declared ; but those who persist in
adhering to tho cause of the public enemy and
tho pretended State government he has erected
at Wheeling, will bn dealt with as their obsti-
nate treachery deserves.

When tha liberal policy of the Confederate
government shall be introduced and mode known
to the peoplo who have so long experienced the
wanton misrnle of the invaders, the command-
ing general expects the people heartily to sus-
tain it not only as a duty, but as a deliverance
from their. taskmasters and usurpers; and, in-

deed, he already recognizes in the cordial wel-
come which tha people everywhere give to the
army a happy indication of their attachment to
their true and lawfal government. Until the
proper authorities shall order otherwise in the
presence of municipal law and its customary
ministers, martial law will ba administered by
tbe Army and tbe provost marshal.

Private rights and property will bo respected,
violence will be repressed, and order promoted,
aud all the private property used by tha army
will be paid for.

The commanding general appeals to all good
citizens to aid him in these objects ; and to all
able bodied men to join his army to defend the
sanctuary of religion and virtue home, terri-
tory, honor and law which are invaded and
violated by an unscrupulous enemy, whom an
indignant and irritated people are now about to
chastise on his own sil.

Tbe government expects au immediate and
enthusiastic response to that call. The country
has been reclaimed for you from the enemy, by
soldiers, many of whom are from distant parts
of the Stato and Confederacy ; and you will
prove unworthy to possess so beautiful and fruit-
ful a land if yon do not now rise to retain and
defend it.

The oaths which tha invader has imposed upon
you are void. They are immoral attempts to
restrain you from your duty to your State and
government. They do not exempt you from tho
obligation to support your government and to
servo in tha army; and ifsuch persons are
Jakeu as prisoners of war the Confederate
government guarantees to them the humano
treatment of the usages of war.

A Conflict of Authority.

The Constitution of tlta State of IalinaSi pre
vide that the Legislature shall enact laws; to
prevent negroes from comiDg into the State.
The Legislature, acting en that authority, hae
mooted strong prohibitory laws, astl prcviW
severe penalties ogainet I hair violation. Tk
people qf this State, at the' election in Jane
last, by more than a two third rote adopted a
provision of tae OerMttallMi decfortef that ne
groes should net be allowed to coma te tne
State.

At this time there are some six hundred negro
women aud children at Oairo, and it is said tftat
there are fifteen hundred snore to arrive there1
within a day. Secretary Stanton has ordered
that the provost marshal at Cairo shall hand
these negroes over to soeh persons who will take
them aal provide for them. That is, whoever
will take a negro woman and provide for tier--

wants, ciotne her, teed her, etc, shall bave
use of her labor. The qaestion of authority
at onee artes. (Jan Secretary Stanton over-
ride tha CenetHHtion and laws of Illinois
These negroes are not prisoners ef war, Uaey are
sol engaged in the service of the government.
They are unfortunate creatures who, in addition
to their other vieissiHidrft. are now ia a state of
destitatioa. Tfeeir destitatioH appeals to ft
sMfawaity ot' every one, and we rratt that the
kind and eitantable will, without delay, send
them clothing and an abundance of the neces
saries of life '

Wbo are they? They are styled ia tke dis
patch "contrabands," a general term applied to
air slaves escaping from slavery. These negroes
are women aad ehiMrea, where are tbsjir bu-ban-

and brothers? Are they in tke servkv of
tbo government, or are they serving their mas-
ters in the rebel service? Have these negroes
ever been slaves, aad if so where have they toon
eaptared, confiscated or etaaueipated? These
quesueas may not seem inappropriate whea a
tew facts are considered.

There are a little over half a million of ftee
negroes ia the United States, cf wkieh more
than halt reside in the siaveholding States.
These free negroes are to tbe people of tha Soatk
the most objectionable popaiation, and we be-

hove tbat the laws of several ot those State
prohibit their earning into them. Tbey would
gladly drive these negroes away, bat there is ne
place to send, them to. These negroes, pariicu- -

arly at tins ianetire. are viewed with extrena
suspicion, aud are looked upon as ten fold more
dangerous than the slaves. We have no doubt
but tbat all the free negro men at the South
have been impressed into the, rebel service ia
some capacity. Ists course aeaotMpheaes two
purposes. It preveats iutesreosKse between
slaves and free negroes during the akeesoe of
the vkite amies, aad it alao gives to the service
so much actual labor. Every free negro em-

ployed, loaves a slave at home to work. Lk his
owner.

Provisions and clothing are very high at the
South. Money is scarce ; the cattse ia which
those States are engaged swallows up the wkole
earnings aad oapUdl of the people. The sap-po- rt

of two' hundred thousand kelpiees wotnea
and children all of the hated aad despised free
negro class, is a heavy baidea upon a people
already impoverished by a long and disastrous
war. Taey will gladly give them, to any te

that wants th.m. They will gladly send them
to any point in the Northern States, where tbey
will be permitted to land. Ia time of peace tbey
woullchuarfulty let all their free negroes come
to Illinois if Illinois would taka them, and now,
while they are at war, and when they have not
tbe means to support them, thejgwill most read-
ily famish this State with anjanmber of that
population.

To the rebel States thse two or three handled
thousand free negro wemau. aad ettklrea ara so
many paupers, and eactjjfme they ean indeed to

The queetfiK wkethsr these negroes at Cairo
have been frftrtigioes. If they bave, thn
tbeir shipiaecrtb this State is au outrage Ii
they bave been slaves, and are fugitives, it
behooves the people of the North to take imme-

diate steps respecting the mode in which, if they
are to be allowed to remain in this State, tbey
are to support themselves. Where are the males?
Where are their natural protectors and support?
If they are in the employment of the Federal
government they are receiving wages, aad that
wages should be devoted to the support of these
women and children.

Tha Un'fel Stales nor the local authorities are
able to support the wives and children of the
white men who are serving iu the army and
engaged in putting down tne rebellion. Are
they willing to support these free negro women
and children wives aad ehtldm of men en-

gaged in the rebel service T xkese are ques-

tions which must soon be answered practically
if these negroes are to be brought to tbe North.
They cannot be allowed to starve, and yet who
is to support them ? It is all very well to invite
the negro to freedom, but it is cruel to do so

unless it is thejatentioa to feed and clothe, and
otherwise provide for him.

The question of conflict between the laws of
Illinois and the order of Secretary Stanton is
one out ef which there may be some trouble It
is a question upon which the people of this State
have a deep feeling.

We do njt wish to he understood as objecting
in the slightest nwaBer to any measures to afford
immediate and generous relief to these unfortu-
nate people. Anything- - that eaa be done to

relieve their suffering and destitution should be

done promptly and libralry. HauMnity de-

mands it. Bat we think before this thing goe

much further, there should be seme steps taken
to prevent the South relieving itoelf by throw-

ing its paupar population on the North to sup-

port.
