Our community was startled yesterday, even
ing and last night by reports, seemingly well
founded, that our armv had been routed and
pretty badly out to pieces at Corinth. The dif-

ficulty of obtaining any authentic information,
but added to tbe unwelcome conviction of the

fact Even yet we are in possession of very
few facts upon which to hue correct conclu
sions. Enough is known, however, to convince
us that our army has been very seriously
damaged.

We this morning received the following note
from our Colonel Dill, who is at Holly Springs,
which will serve to throw some light upon the
painful subject :

Holly Springs, October 6, 1682. General
Pillow's orderly arrived here at half past 12
o'clock, having left Corinth last Saturday
morning at 8 o'clock. He says we had taken
the enemy's entire works, and were within one-fourt- h

of a milo of Corinth on Friday night
The enemy attacked us at 4 o'clock Saturday
morning. Before he left. Price sent a courier
toYANDoitX, stating that the enemy was
evacuating Corinth, when Piuce was ordered
to cat off the retreat of the enemy toward Pitta-bur- g

landing.
Lovell commanded on the right, Price on

the left, and Van Dorn in the center. He
states that on Sunday morning, four thousand
of the enemy's reinforcements were at abridge
across the H&tchie, twenty miles this side of
Corinth, and that two regiments of our cavalry
and one battery were disputing their passage
When he left the bridge the enemy was retreat
ing in this direction.

We took about five hundred prisoners and
eight pieces of artillery in Friday's fight. Our
loss estimated at three thousand. It is believed
that we have successfully resisted the attempt
of tbe eaemy to reinforce their Corinth army
approaching from Bolivar through Bethel.

D
Late last night we received, the following dis

patch by telegraph:
" Holly Springs, October 6. The accounts

of the battle at Corinth on Saturday last, aft
conflicting and confused. After taking the
works by assault, our armv had to abandon
them, for the present at least, and has fallen
back. We intend to try it again soon. No ac
count of tbe loss on either side nas been re
ceived."

In addition to this, the news, seemingly well
authenticated, was on the streets late last night,
that Price had been very badly cut to pieces,
losing an entire brigade as prisoners.

Putting all the facts together, then, and placing
the worst feature upon the news, our own con--

clusion is that while Price was carrying out the
order of Van Dorn, in an endeavor to cut off

the retreat of the enemy to Pittsburg, their rein-

forcemeats have fallen upon and overpowed him,
making it necessary for him to retreat

Being on the left of our line, he would natu
raHy fall, in his effort to cut off the retreat of
the enemy, between them and their reinforce
ments at Bethel. These are merely our own
opinion, but tbe facts are too meager to
justify the formation of any very intelligent
conclusion, and we are compelled to wait in
painful suspense, the reception of further news,
which we may probably receive before going to

press.
Since writing the above, we have been put in

possession of information which justifies tbe
atoet gloomy conclusions. There is no doubt
but that we have been badly whipped, though
by greatly superior numbers. Wo are fearful
that we have not heard the worst.

AFFAIRS AT NEW ORLEANS.
We are in receipt of the National Advocate

of tbe 3d inst. Another extension of the time in

allegiance to the Federal government had takea
place, aad Saturday list was to end the reprieve.

The
police authorities refused to deliver him up, ex
cept on an order from somo one having power
in the premises. Toe soldiers said they had been
sent for him by their colonel, but the police re
fused to recognize a mere verbal demand.
Thereupon tha military went away, promising to
retura with written authority to take the negro
away. Meanwhile the owner of the slave pro-
ceeded to lay the case bofore the powers having
jurisdiction.

The only arrests for offenses against the edicts
of Butler mentioned are for selling liquor to
soldiers and attempting to pass the Federal
lines.

The commercial column of the Adeotate gives
a gloomy picture of the business of the city.

In the meantimo,
dealers, traders and speculators in sugar, are
anticipating the sad prospects and results, and

Heads Off. We take the following para-
graph from the Washington correspondence of
the Cincinnati Gazette :

Major John J. Key, aid on Halleck's staff, just
dismissed by the President for expressing dis-

First class talent for the field is very rare. It
is only in the wars of French Bepublic that
we find the determined pursuit of it reduced to
a system. When the French, after long contin-
ued and wearisome defeats, at grew des-

perate, they resorted to expedients which
outrageous, but which in the end proved,
cessful. They were all invented by civilians in
the government at Paris, and we mention them
now only as curiosities. First, although
icnorant of the of war, saw tbat their nu
merous armies were beaten in detail through the
superior strategy of enemy, and hence they
ordered that the of the Republic should
move only in great bodies and attack en masse
Tho effect of this rude but wonderful decree was
an immediate change for the hotter, as no op-

posing force could resist a furious onset made en
masse by a great army. Second, they took to
trying and punishing tbeir generals for ill suc-
cess. Some were some imprisoned
and some executed. This fearful pressure in-

duced every general to fight for his life, and
quickened his wits in the most remarkable style.
Savage as was the devic, it succeeded. Third,
they ordered their to achieve fixed re-

sults by given times, and tried them for their
lives if they failed. this, too, they met with
much success. It the proverbial tardi-

ness of generals. Fourth, they sent civil agents
to accompany each army in the field, and see
that orders from Paris were promptly

These agents were of the gov
ernment, mostly; and they did much
damage by thoir intermeddling, in cases where
bad agents were yet in others they ac-

celerated good results, and on whole, kept
such a watch on the generals as to compel them
to be on the alert in all their movements.
