The first section

provides that all treasury notes issued aftor tbe

that tbe Secretary ot tha Treasury shall have

authority, by public notice, to require holders

of treasury notes to fund the same in eight per

cent, bonds', within four months from the date of

such notice, and alL notes which shall not bo

presented for bonding, shaH thereafter bo entitled

to be fundable only in six per cent, bunds.

ergy and indastry. At Fayette court house we
an countered the enemy, well fortified, and
fought him sewn hours, with heavy loss on
h apart. He stole away during the night. At
dav break we commenend tho pursuit and over-tio- k

his rear at Cotton Hill. From this point to
tbe falls of Kmawha tbe chase was splendid,
tho enemy falling back, fighting and fcurinjr
bis retreat in a most masterly manner ; and
we fighting, removing obstructions and push-
ing him by every moans in our power in
order to give time to Wharton's brigade which
'ad gone round by another road to cut them off.
We could not accomplish it. Wharton could
not get up in time.

EsTIn another part of this week's Record
whi bo fmnd what we think onr readers will
regard as a startling and extraordinary
ciameiito from the President of the United States.
We say thnt it is both startling and extraordi-
nary; and a perusal of the document itself --will
afford sufficient proof of the correctness of our
opinion in regard to its character.

This production commences with the state-
ment that " the war is to be prosecuted hereafter,
as heretofore, for the object of practically restor-
ing the constitutional relations between the
Unhed States and tha people thereof in which
Stages that relation may be, or U, suspended or
disturbed." This is a sound principle, and no
patriot can take fxcepuon-t- e its enforcement
within the limits of tho Constitution. Bat it
should not be forgotton that the South is not tho
only portion of the country by which that Con-
stitution has been vii'lated aod set at defiance,
for its most' cherished gna-ante-

es hava boon
regarded as. so much wssie paper in many of
tba loyal States, whoso fidelity to tba TJion
could not be ciHed in question We do not
care for pursuing this painful feature in our civil
war any further. We only call attention to it
for the simple reason that it was saggestod by
the opening sentence of this remarkable produc-
tion of the Presidential pen. Tho para-
graph of the proclamation states " that on tbe
first day of January', in the year of our Lord
one thousand eight hundred and sixty-three- , all
persons held as slaves within any State, or any
designated part of a State, the people whereof
shall then be in raoeiiton against tne united
States. hal! be thenceforward and forever free,
As we publish tbe document in full, it is unne-
cessary to make any farther quotations there-
from, pwieularly n the extract we hive made
may be said t contain the pith and substance
of the warle aiiiir.

N.ver, since tha nation started into existence,
has it been called npon to give its attention to
matter of scch great moment and importance s
that presented in President Lincoln's last State
piper It is no wonder,, therefore, that its pub-
lication should have produced such a profound
sentation all over tba country, and that its
probable effrcts npon the fntnro of the republic
should be canvas i (Ml and discussed with soch
intense aaxiety I', it to strangely at variance
wiib the cou'erva-iv- views hitherto expressed
by the Chief that it has fallen upon
the public ear with stunning eff ct While it
has delighted the radical portion ef the North, it
has produced a feeling of dismay and bewilder
meat among tbe conservative and patriotic
masses.

Should ths policy foreshadowed in this docu
ment be carried out, at the d there
in, we may reasonably expect tha enactment of
a tragedy on American sou, compared wiih
which the bloody honors of tho St. D imingO
massacres were mere chil .'splay. The slave
population of all ibe Smthrn States is, we be
lieve, according to tba last census, about four
millions, while of the States iu rebellion, the
slave popu'atioa is about four filths of tbe whole.
Now, in the event alluded to that is, ths

of the Southern Confederacy in its
present attitude, and its surjugation by the
Union army, all those will be emancipated. We
will suppose such a condition to be realized
what is to become of the millions thus snddeuly
manumitted? Where are tbey to got Are they
to be placod in possession ot tne tortait"d estate
or tneir iormer owners, ana it so, now is tae
process- - of the divisionNif property to be carried
outl

Let us again ask, what are we to do with the
milli ins of whites wbo either owned or wera de
pendent upon alive property for tho means of
subsistence! These are problems which we
think will be tumid rather difficult of solution
by ear greatest statesmen that is, if the race
nf American statesmen is not already run out.
If we pursue this matter still further, wa will
find ourxelres involved in greater and more se-

rious d fficulties at every step Lot us give it
the fierius consideration to which it is entitled
by its on the fu'ure condition of the
republic by its terrible importance.

The proclamation is only to be carried into
effect in the event of the disloyal States persist-
ing in their present attitude of hostility toward
the government afier the first of January next.
It will hardly be supposed by any saue miud
that a bl!igerit and determined enemy will
not be rend red still more fiercely ia earnest by
the inaguration of a war policy that threatens
the destnwtioit of everything that is of vala-- to
them on this earth for, if carried into saccessfal
operation, such a policy can only result in the
disruption wf the whole sucial system of the
South involving its inhabitants, both white and
black, both bond and free, in general anarchy
and rnin. Are we proparsd for such a fcarfal
calamity?

Do we understand what s servile war means?
Can we picture to ourselves without sfcuddorit'g
a; the d;ed spes'aele, tbe scenes of savage riot
aod debauchery, of carnxgs and rapina scenes
of which the horrors of tho battle field can fur--
ninh no ad quate conception. Tha coi.fl ct of
man with man is a struggle, between equals,
but a war in which women, and cbLdrsn, and
old age become tbe victims, is savage and bar-
barous to tha last degree. Surely, the Presi-
dent of tne' United States dees not desire to pre-
cipitate such a fearful calamity npon tho coun-
try ; surely he does not mem to revive within
tha limits of the United 8satea all the hoirors of
a negro insurrection.

a European Coagress is likely to be
calle-d- , wboie daty it would be, under the
guidance of France, to block oat tbe following
programme :

1- A division of Italy into three state ashed
by a federate lien.

2 A guarantee by Europe of tbe pea Itgoal
territory formed hy tha city of Rome aad the
patrimony of St Pater.

3. A reservation of ths Pope's sovereignty ia
tbe marches and Umbria, and a tribute payable
to bim from tbe ravenisw of tbes two pnevtueea,
tha administration c f which will ba cotifded to
one ot tho two sovereigns of Italy.

4. A military, diplomatic, fascial, eoaner-ci- l
and financial union betwsee aft the states of

Italy.
This is a startling series of proposhioos, the

Mr. t (ejBCb, chaplain United states army,
or other minister, who witl keep a register of
marriages and furnish tbe parties wkh a mar-
riage certificate duly authenticated.

Alt negroes, male or female, aereafter
living in a state of eoacabinage, er foaad ul

to their marriage vows, will ba liable to
arrest and imprisonment.
