THE BATTLE Oi' CORINTH.

.ttiolhcr Federal tccount.

From tbe Cincinnati Commercial. Oetobar 9.

From Captain Sands, of the 11th Ohio battery
who was present during the bloody engagement
at Corinth, we learn sosno particulars of the
fisht which have not yot been made public
The rebel force engaged is estimated at from
40,000 to 65,000, under command of General
Earl Van Dora. The corps of Generals Van
Dorn and Loveli advanced from the direction cf
Jackson, and the corps under General Price
from Jonesboro. A Junction was effected
early as Wednesday, it k believed. Thoro was
considerable skirmishing between their advance
guard and tbe division under General Davies up
to Friday morning, when a general engagement
ensued. Ueneral LUvies division was some six
or eight mites from Corinth, but was gradual!
pressed back during the day, till night found
them inside the fortifications. The fighting was
very severe during tbat day, and Generals Hack
iemsn and Oglesby, commanding bngades
Davies' division, tell wnile directing their re
spec'ive commands. Toe loss was very severe
on both sides, hut of tho extent of it Captain
Sends was unable to torm au estimate.

There are two fortifications, mounted with
heavy siege guns, commanding the approach tc
tbe town Jroin tto nortn. mere is o
level land between thorn, through which the rail
road from Columbus enters the viilaee. Tho
upper of these forts, on the left hand, was at
tecke'd by a rebel brigade Hnder General Moore
early on Saturday morniDg. The brigade
emerged from tbe woods about three hundred
yards in front, crossed tbe intervening ground
which is filled and obstruoted by falien timber,
under a tremendous fire from the siege (runs
and succeeded in approaching within a hundred
feet ot the fort, wnen they were repulsed by
our infantry and turned oactc witn tearful
Blaurhter.

Previous to mim, however, tbe rebels had
planted two guns in position to shell the town
which they did eariv in tue morning, une solid
shot prfwed through the Tishomingo House, and
others fell far in the rear, in the wagon corral
The . damage do Jjy this battery was slight,
h wovtr, ht-- hd a ff.--e upon the gericrat ro--

suK of the ceuntct that ensued.
Simultaneous with toe assault on the tort en

tbe left, a relief brigade, under command of
OoleBei Jbason, it is believed, made a demon
stration on the fort on the right, or rather on two
batteries Wisconsin and 3i:ssoun, which were
in ponnon near the fort on the right, aud be
tween it aad the railroad track. The attack
was Impetuous, nnd almost irresistible. The
infantry suonorts fell back into the village, ac
celerated by cachter from a fort in the rear of
Corinth, which opened on tbe enemy, some of
the shots, however, tusing enect in our own
ranks. The battery poured five rounds into the
enemy after the infantry had retreated, nsd then
withdrew, leaving two guns, the horses of
which had been shot

The enemy having thus broken our center,
unshed forward heavy masses of infantry toward
tho town, where they wore held in check by our
infantry, which hod reformed, while the guns
en the fortifications plowed gTeat gaps in their
ranks, and swept them down by hundreds. In
fact the rebels had rahly placed themselves
under a cross fire of artillery of the most terrific
kind. The carnage is described as awful.
Tbey were piled up in heaps, and the ground
was literally covered with their dead snd
wounded. It was not in human nature to stand
such a shock. Finding his further advance im
possible, the enemy, standing irresolutely for a
few moments, finally broke in a panic, the men
running in every direction, and throwing away
their guns and knapsacks in their haste to get
beyond tbe scorching fire of the heavy guns of
tbe fortifications

This ended the eagsgement for the day. The
rebels again rallied in the woods, and the brig-
ade which had attempted to take the fort on our
left, actually rallied for another effort. As they
approached, the thirty-nint- h Ohio greeted them
with cheers, which Eenmed to be effective, so
they "'bout faced," and disappeared In the woods
beyond.

Both General Mooro and Colonel Johnson
were killed in tho attack on tho fortifications in
the morning. Tbe color-bear- in Moore's brig-
ade having been shot, the general himself seized
the colors aud advanced, when ho fell, piercod
by many balls. The rebels fonglri desperately,
determinedly ..They evidently Knew the despe-

rate nature of their undertaking It is Captain
Sands' opinion that it was their intention to
storm the fortifications in the outset, and turn
the guns on our own forces. Failing iu this,
tbey breke the center, and pushed desperately
forward on the town, hoping, probably, to ut-
terly rout the Federal infantry, -- capture the vil-

lage, aud compel a surrender of the fortificatioBg
was a hazardous business, and, being met and

checked by our infantry, they remained ex-

posed to the fire of tbe thirty-tw- o pounders on
the forts, which would soon have annihilated
them. To retreat in good order under such &

withering fke was impossible, and tnoy broko in
tho utmost confusion.

Tbe pursuit was not commenced until the fol-

lowing morning. They were overtaken about
six miles out, and another sharp engagement
followed, in which they were again defeated.
Captain Sands says tho rebels used no artillery

the attack except the two pieces with which
they shelled Corinth on Saturday morning.
The o were captured from them. They did not
undertake to remove the piecos which tell into
their hands on Saturday, nor did tbey carry ff
any of their wounded. It k his impression that
the Federal forces, under Ord and Uurlbut,
came in upon the rebel right instead of their
front, and that retreat is not entirely impossible,
though tbey will doubtless lose evflythiug hs
the shepe of material aud throw W?ay their
aims if ' hetly pursued," and such a pursuit.
General. Soseeratts' dkpatches indicate as
having been mads. He considers the victory a
substantial one, and won against considerable
odds.

Colonel Gilbert was injufed on Saturday
morning, being thrown Frfon bis horse and his
kull fractured. Tbe colonel was delirious after

the acrident. but the surgeon did not consider
the injuries mortal.

Geaetak Iiackieman and Olosby wore the
only brigade eemmanders who were hurt during
the engagement.

Captain Sands thinks there is some mistake
about the reported death of General Oglesby.

the time he left Corinth (Monday morning)
was the opinion of the surgeon tbat the gen-

eral would survive hk wound."

Paroled Prisoners. Somo eight or ten
hundred paroled Confederates arrived ou yester
day from the North by way of Variua. Poor
fellows, they no sooner appeared, foot-sor- o, tired,
ragged, dirty and hungry iu tbe streets, than
they were fished up by the military guard and
carried off to camp. Many of them lived within

few hours' ride of tho city, and expected to go
home and see the folks i but it was "no go."
The orders of the guard were aa inoxorablo as
they wero unjust.

TUB BATTLE OP COBINTBI,
Gamp Cold Watmi, October 15, 1862,

Editor's Appeal: The great battle of Corinth

has been fought, and lost. The 3d, 4th and 5th

of October, 1862, are memorable days, tho events
of which form a part of our hktory yet to be

recorded and read by future generations. But,

thank God, our failure to take Corinth has not

been so disastrous to our army as the impression

upon the public mind firet indicated.

On the 3d aad 4th, wo beat mo onomy bactr

from all Of hk strong holds outside of his main
fortifications, and drove him in, with great

slaughter, to shelter behind his siege guns. He

found shelter there, but not security. Our brave

troops, led by the invincible Price, charged the

enemy in hk strongest position,, and in the

face of a terrific fito of grape, canister, ball and

shell, hurled him backward, confused and con-

founded. His batteries were ours. Eoseerans

center faltered and broke, and now, for a mo-

ment, the Confederate flsjr proudly kissed the

breeze, and victory seemed to perch upon the

glorious banner of tbe Southorn Confederacy.

But, alas! the support, the support did not

come. These victorious troops were too much

shattered to hold their position, and, as the

enemy were speedily reinforced and rallied, they

were compelled to retreat. Thk they did, and

carried off from the Tkhomingo and Corinth

houses a number of prisoners and horses.

A retreat was now ordered, and we fell back

in good order aad bivouacked all night at Che-wall- a,

six miles from the battle field. The next

day we continued our march. The enemy now

pursued, and overtook us at the Tuscumbia.

Hero General Bowen, repulsed him, losing but
.a 1

one man, and Killing ana wounumg a giii
many of the enemy.

Previous to thk repulse of the enemy, how

ever, General Price's division was met by the
Federal Hnrlbut's division, from Bolivar, at
Hatchie bridge, four miles from ths Tuscumbia
where they had masked batteries and ambushed

troops in waiting for us. General Price ordered

Moore's brigado, (the same that had two days

before so gloriously carried the Confederate flag

into the verv center of Corinth.) to drive the

piiflmv And tako Dossossion of the bridge. In
this attempt General Mooro was drawn into th

enemy's ambush, and received from him a most
deadly cross fire, which routed him and forced

him to a precipitate retreat.
With the enemy hanging on our rear, and

elated with their victory over our front, and our

troops greatly exhausted by excessive fatigue
and fasting, together with the fact that wo were

hemmed in b tbe two rivers, one behind and
the other before us, and no crossing, at least
none in our direct path, our situation was truly
embarrassing.

in ambush ten miles below us. General Villi

come up.

The casualties of thk battle will be sent you
officially; it was --not my purpose to speak of
them at all, I cannot refrain, however, from
giving you one interesting incident.

Captain Standifer's coap&By, of the 12th
Louisiana regiment, formed one of tho skirmish
ing patties (brown out in front of our column.
These parties all had heavy skirmishing, and
frequently got up to within fifty to seventy
yards of the enemy! Thos. n. B. Petty, of thi3

company, had exchanged several shots with a
Federal, both being protected by a tree. "Come
out," says Petty at last to tho Federal, "como
out and don't act so cowardly. I will meet you
on open ground." "No," replied tho Federal,
I will not make myself a target." Just at thk

timehe Federal skirmishers had muds a flank
movement, and Petty received a mortal wound
through the bowels. I saw him soon afterward.
Tell my family' said- - ho, "I died bravely

fighting for my country." John G. Minton, a
comrade of Potty's, seeing tho fellow who had
refused bis banter skulking out from behind hk
tree,, raked hk rifle to avenge Petty's death, and
had the pleasure of seeing him measure hk full
length upon the ground.

What can strengthen the people
more than to hear of the undaunted bravery of
their leaders f After wo had driven tho enemy

frsm all of his outworks, we slept on our
arms at night within four hundred yards of tho

main fortifications.' Thk position was chosen
beeause General Villcpigue, at a certain signal,
was to charge the enemy at this point. In the
morning (Sanday, at daylight,) the enemy
opened upon our brigade a terrific storm of
leaden hail. General Villepigue sat calmly upon
his horso and gently stroked his beard. Colonel
Thomas 31.

and thus through tho whole line, from Colonel
Forney, on the extreme left, to Colonel Sholby,
on the right, tho same undaunted and fearfully
fearless coolness was manifest. Shells burst
above our heads, balk ploughed the earth bofore

us, grape and cankter flew thick everywhere,

Minnie balk whistled through the air, but our
officers wore as calm as when they rido across
the parade grounds of the muster-fiel- d ; and tho
men, as fearless as ' their gallant loaders,
anxiously waited, and would gladly havo heard

the order: Forward! charge! But the order to

charge the fortifications did not come. This
brigade afterward charged a division of the ono-
