The captain, whose name is O'Neal,
concluded that hs men might go on, but he at
least wouid stop and get ins warm meal. How
long he lingered wo did not learn, but it is said
that a son of tho family, on starting out to school,
saw the Federal cavalry coming, and thinking
if was an immense-army-, ho turned back home
for safety. Thus Captain O'Neal got wind of
danger, and going to tho sttblo he took uot his
own but his host's borse, a flet animal, and got
two or three huudred yards the start, and such a
race has not been witnessed by any mortal be
fore. U flea l bad a lresti borse and tbe start,
aud it is needloss to say that he kept it. Indeed
he widened the gip, end finally got away from
bis pursuers.

The Confederates went on toward Wolf river
bottom, and the Federals crossed north of Wolf
river in the direction of Union depot.

The road being opened up, we received a large
lot of cotton yesterday. A gentleman of our
acquaintance said he came in yesterday with
number of neighbors who, together, brought
into tbo city at least tbirteen tnousand dollars
worth.

Fairfax Court nouss, Ostober 20 On
the return of General Stahl's expedition a small
party win sent out toward Br&tow's Station, as
it was understood a force of the enemy was
there dnring last evening. Three of tho party
returned and reported the rest had been cut off.
Their story was soon afterward proved false, by
the arrival of the party unhurt, having received
no injury. Thoy had been attacked near Cat-lett- 's

Station by about twice their number, and,
engaging them at close quarters, succeeded in
chocking further advance.
