On tho mornine of tho battle, Major Gailor
npliod to Genoral Wood for permission to po

upon the field. The general hesitated, remind
ing tin lor ot his recklessness at Smlohand Farm.
ington. It was in thl&Jist mentionod battle that
Gailor found one ot our batteries, Capt. Baker's,
with not force enough to man its guns. He dis
mounted and for some time supplied tha cannon-frrswil- h

cartridges. He led iu pursuit of the
Abolitionists, and narrowly escaped tvith
his life on several occasions durtrig tho engigo-men- L

General Wood was again prevailed upon
to assent tt his presence' on a battle field. He
rode at once to the front of the 32d Mississippi
regiment, every man of which was bis personal
mend. Un bis appearance in front ot tuo regi-
ment he was greeted with loud cheers. He
turned in hk saddle, and painting to the Yan-
kees, said : "Boys, if you will follow me, not
one of those accursed invaders of the South
shall live to telj-th- tale of the battlo of Perry-viile- ."

Tho regiment was almost instantly
ordered to advance, and its colonel was very
soon severely wounded. Gailot from thirty
fa forty paces in advance of the line, then led
the charge, when within thirty or forty yards of
the enemy, ho deliberately fired at them each
barrel of his repeater. At this instant his horse
Staggered and fell beneath him, pierced by a
minnie ball. While bo was disengaging him-
self, heaw adjutant MeC!hng fall severely
woundud ho rushed to his assistance, and
McClung, pointing to thti Yankees, bar-pe- d

Gailor not to approach him. He raised Mc- -
Ctung's head, and while giving inn water from
his canteen, with que hand waved a white hand'

rchief above lura. At that very instant a ball
pierced hjs breast, and he fell dead.

Lieut. Frank Foster, of Choathcm's staff,
once of tho Avalancht office, who loved Gailor
with all his impassioned nature, found his
friend late that night stark, stiff and cold on the
battle field. Tho pale moonbeams rested on
Gailor'a face. Foster thought him overcome
by fatigue and that he was sleeping,, He
sought to arouso tha s'umberer in vain.
He tolls us that be has ben on many a battle
field, and witnessed many a scene of nioital
angu'sh, but that he never shed tears and wept
as when ho stood above the cold, lifeless body
of Fiank Gailor. The body was jemoved to a
little churchyard not far from the scene of strife,
and at uliduight was consigned toJUJast rest-
ing place. The wheel of a broken gun carriago
marks the gravo of one "of tho noblest and
bravest men Who has fallen in defense of tho
South.

We "regret to learn that a very serious
railroad accident occured this sido of Cleveland,
on Tuesday night, as tho train was coming
down from Knoxvillo. Thoro were eighteen
killed and forty-eig- wounded. Captain
Cooper and Lieuteant Scott of tho 32d Alabama
were among the killed None killed in the lOili
Alabama, but five wero wounded, among whom
wero Captains Ashlord nud-.Cimit- Four cars
were smashed. Tho medical corps at Cloveland
rendered alt the assistance in their power. The
cause of the disaster, was the breaking of an
axel of one of the cars.
