Sac'etary Iloit did not ree'eiva informa-
tion of these events until several days after their
occuirenee, and then through a lsttsr addressed
to a third person. He instantly informed the
President cf the fast, and reinforcements,
prpvkions and military stores were dispatched
by the Brooklyn to Port Pickens without aino-meni- 's

unnecessary delay. She left Fortress
Monroe on the 24th of January.

Well-founde- d apprehensions were, howover,
eetertained at ths time of her departure that the
reinforcemaata, with the, vessels of war at no
great distance from Fort Pickens, could not ar-

rive intims to defend it against the impending
attack. Iu this state of-- suspense, and while
Lieutenant Slemmer was in extreme peril, Sena-
tors SHdflU, Hunter and Bigler, feceived a tele-
graphic dispatch from Senator Mtllory, of Flor-
ida, dated at Pensacola, en ths 23-- h January,
with the urgent request thai they should lay it
before the President. This dispatch expressed
aa earnest desire to maintain the peace, as weM

as the most positive assurance that no attack
.wonld be made on Fort- - Pickens if tho present
statui should be preserved.

Thii proposal was carefully considered, both
with a view to the safety of the fort and to the
unhappy effect which an actnat collision, either
at mat or any oiuer point, migni produce on .no
Peace Convention, then about to assemble at
Washington. The result was that a j?int dis-
patch was carefully prepared by the SecrotarieV
of War and Navy accepting the proposal, with
important modifications, which was transmitted

rby telegraph on tbe 2Gth January lo Lieutenant'
Sleramer, and to the navat commanders near
tb sttn. It is too long for transcription;
sofSoe it. to say it was carefully guarded at
every point for the security of the fort and its
free communication with Washington.

The result was highly fortunate. The Brook
lyn had a long passage. Although she left
Fortress Aleuree oujhs Zitu January, she did
not arrive at Pensacola until the Gth of Febru-r.- y.

Iq .the mean time Fort Pickens, with
Lieutenant S'emmer (whose conduct deserves
high eommendation) and his brave little band,
VerK placed, by "virtue of this arrangement, in
perfect security uutij an adequate force had ar-

rived to defend it ugainsl any attack. The fort
Is stiH in our possesion. Well might' General
Seett have expressed his satisfaction with this
atrangment. The General was cornel in the
g opposition that this arrangemsnt was to expire
on the termination of ths Peace Convention.

Y. Bat we now come to an important period,
when dates will be ej sentially necessary to dis-

entangle the. statement of Gsneral Scott. Tho
South Carolina commissioners were appointed
on the 22d December, and arrived in Washing-
ton on the 27th Tho day after the
arrival it was announced that Major Anderson

from Fort Moultrie to Fort Sumter.
This Tendered them furious. Oa the same day
they.addreified an angry latter to tho President
demanding the Burrender, of Fort Sumler. The
pr'stdmt answered thjs letter, on the 30th

This brought'
forth a reply trom the commissjorjers on the
January; 1861, of such an insulting- - character
that the PrwiuVnt instantly returned it to them
with the following indorsement: " This pap.e,

From
that time forward all friendly, political, and pei-sos- al

latorceurse finally ceased between the rev-
olutionary Senators and the President and he -

On Monday morning I gave
instrutitwns to the war aad Navy Deportments,
and, oa Alonuty evwiing. General Scott camo to
congratulitte lna.thtt the jdcrotarms had issued
the nectssary orders to, the array and navy
olncors, and that they wye in hu possession.
Ihe Brooklyn, wth .trpopa, miiiUry stores and
provisions, was to sail fortrfwitb Irom Jjortress
Monroe to Fort r. I am, there! oro, utterly
at ft Iocs to iir.&fiiaa wby the general, in his
statement, should bavaamerted that the South
Carolina commissioner.) had already been manv
dayu in Wasbiagtou, and mo movement ot de-

fense (on the part of the United States) was
permitted." These oommiae toners arrived in
Washington on the 27th ef December; General
ScoU's request was made to the President on the
30lh. It was complied with oa tbe 31st, and a
single day is all .that represeais the " many
days" of the genoraL

Again, Gea. Scott assert, in tbe fac5 of those
factsthat the President refused to allow any
attempt to be made to, winforcs Fort Sumpter

because. lie was holding negotiations with
South Carolina cotamieeioBers. And still again
that " afterward Secretary Holt and myself en-
deavored, in vain, to obtoin a ship of war for. the
purpose, and were finally obliged to employ" the
passenger steamer Star of the West." ' Will it
he believed that the substitution of tbe Star of
the West for the powerful war steamer Brook-
lyn, of which be now complains, was by the
.advice of Qm. Seott himseifl I have never
heard this doubted until I read the statement. .

At the interview already reforred to between
tho general and mys-'- f, on the evening of the
31st of D'c?mber, I to him that.
although I had nnt received the' South Csrolipa
commissioners in their official canaeitv. but
merely as private - ceutletnen; ret it mi?ht ha
considered an Improper aet to send tbe Brooklyn
with roinforceniente'to Fort Sumpter until I had
received an aus wet from them to rny'Ietter of
tho preceding day ; that delay cou'd not cen- -
tinuB more thaa forty-eig- ht hours. Ho promptly
concurred in this suggetnion as gentlemanly and
propnr, and the orders were nut transmitted to
tho Brooklyn on that evening. My anticipa-ttot- s

were correct, for oic tbe mornlntr cf tho 2d
of January 1 reee-ve- d their insolent note, aud
sent it back to tbem.

In the meantime, however, ihe eeBeral bpcomn
convinced, by the representations of a gentleman'
whom I forbear to mine, that the betler plan, as
the Secretaries of Wnr and the Navy informed
me, to secuM secsesy and success, aad reach tho
for., would b to s"nd a fast siik-wbe- mercan
tile steamer from Aew Yotk with the reinforce
ments. Accordingly the Star of the West was
selected for this doty. The substitution of this
mercantile steamer for the Brooklyn, which
would have been able to dtsfend herself iu caso
of attack, was reluctantly yielded to by mo to
ibo nign mmtary judgment of General Scott.

Thompson, the late Secretary of tue Interior, on
tbe bin ot jsiarcb, ibol, ant! publilijd in Ute
National Inttlliirencr.r. Mr. Hclt aa58 :

"The countermand spoken of fbv Mr. Thomn- -
md) was not more cordially sanctioned by the
President thau it was by General Soott'and my-
self; not becaaae of aay diseeut from the order
on the part of the P.esidunt, but because of a
letter reoaived tbat day from Afajor Anderson,
stating, in effect, that be regarded himself secure
in his position; and yet more from intelligence
which late on iMnrday evening jtb January,
1861) rJmcbed tbo Department, tbat a heavy bat-
tery bad been erected among tbe sand hills, nt
the entrance to Uharlaston Harbor, which wonld
probably destroy any unarmed vessel (and such
was toe &tar ot the West) which might attempt
to make i'.s way to Fo-- t Jskirater.

On the 4th of Januwy, the dav before the de
parture ef tho'Star of the West from TXovr York,
as Gen. Scott in his stat'ment' admits, snccor
was soril to Fort Taylor. Ky Wfgt. and to Fort
Jefferson, Tortugss Island,' which rfached these
points in time for' tbeir security. He neverthe-
less Speculates on the eoMsfquences which might
have followed had tbe reinforcements not reached
their destination in dne time; and even ex-

presses the extraordinary opinion (hat, with tbe
possession of these forte, " the rebels might have
purcrmsea an earty ric goinon."

I shall next 'aJvt-r- t to tho sfatement that the
expedition under Oapt Ward, " of three or four
small steamers bjlouging to the coast service,"
was kept bsck by something like a trace or ar
mistice rmadoberpl, emhradrtc-Charleston'nn-

Ponsacota harbors, agreed oporf between the late

lina commissioners, firsthand list. And all tha
time, were infotaed thst the President could
never surrender Fort Sumter, nor deprive him- -

solf of the most entire liberty to send reinforce
ments Jo it whenever it was believed to be in
daiieer. orreaueetd by Major Anderson. It is
strangA that Ganeral Scott was not apprised of
tha well-know- n tact, it wa taon, witn some
astonishment, that I framed from thastatsment
of the general thit he had. on the lt'th of Marcb,
186L advised that Mjr Anderson should ba in-

structed to evacuate the fort as soon aa suitable
transportation-coul- d be prooared- - to earry him-ife- lf

and his command te New York. A military
neteMitv for tvcapituiaUoa may have existed in
case there should be-a- n attack upon the fortr or
a demand for its surrender, bat surely none such1
conld have existed for Us Voluntary eurrehd r
and abandonment.

Probaoly tjiaf to whicV the genral means to
refer was not Ihe qunsi.frnt the actual, Iruca of
arms conelndftd at Chaflagton, on the, 11th of
January, 1867, hotween Governor Eickona and
Major Anderson, witbouj. Ihe Itnosedge of tbe
President.

Irarripdiately after
this outrage, Major Anderson sent'a fl.g to the
governor, slating that he presumed (ho act had
been unauthorized, sod for that, reason ho had
not dpened fira from Fort Sumter on tba adjacent
batterie ; bat 4emau3ed its disavowal, and, if
this were "not ee t in a reasonable time, he
would consider it war, and- - fire on any vessel
fbat attorjlpted to Jeavo lhe"harbgr. .

. 1. Prtmit f.tAf. Tha earliest artificial il- -

luaaicators of which we have any record, were
lamps. These, at first, consisted of nothing
saere than a cup of oil or great's, with a wick
lying against its side. Ita nhape was soon im
prosed ia-- convenience and olesranee.

2. A nastily Eztempariied Light The writer
was one of a family party who were belated in
tha mountains of Georgia, and compelled to seek
shelter with a family who owned neither lamp
nor candle. Oar ingenious hostess, however,
devised a light for the table. It was by means
of a sHce of fat bacon, (do not laugh, I
tea tne. simple truth ) - This slice was spread ia
tae botteea of a aaaeer. &r.d on tbis was laid
som candle wick, tke barninr ead of which
was kept elevated by being- - passed through a
tailor's thimble.

3. Husk Lights. Amorg ths poor of Europe
a very cnap ana easily made iigbt la ed

of the ordinary bulrush stripped of its
skin except enough to hold tbo internal path
together, asd then saturated with suet or wax.

4. Confederals Caxdlt. This rivals tha rash
light in and far exceeds it in serviee- -
ableaess. To make it, melt together a pound of

ana a qaarur oi a pound of rosin, or
oi turpentine ireau trom th-- r tre. Prepase a
wick Unity or forty yards long, made np of
uijoo .area ia oi loosiy spun cotton. B.turaXi
tbis well with the mixture, and draw it through.
jour uuRtwa io press it closely together,
and to keep the size even. Repeat- - the
preeess until tbe candle attains the sias of a
straw or quil'; thta wrap around a bettle, or
into a ball with a flat bottom. Six inohas of
this candle elevated above the rest will barn for
fifteen or twenty minutes, and give a very

pretty light, and forty yards have sufficed a
small family a snmcaor for all the usual pur-
poses of tha bedchamber.

5. Lard Taper. Eqaal to car mountain
friend's bacon light in chsapaess, aad yet more
pleasantly available for tha necessities of tho
sick room, is a light made ho of a saucer half
full of lard and a little wisp of spongy paper.
Toe paper, twisted so as to form a short pointed
wick with a broad base say two-thir- of an
ineh high, an inch broad is set in the midst of
tbe laid,. and by the. heat it geaeratea, aided by
tbe sbelviBg sides of the saucer, keeps itself
supplied with foel until the lard is all consumed.
The paper can be shaped on the point of one's
finger, aad the burning end twtstd. quite small.
It should rest on the bottom, and tbe vessel
should be shallow a saucer, not a cup.

f. Lard Lamps At the present prices of illu-
minating material, the most economical by far
for tltcss who live ia the interior and far frost
gas, is lard. This requires a lamp whose wiek
tube are of thick metal, for tbe purpose of con-
veying tbe heat of the Sams into tbe raWt of
tbe lard, and keeping it melted around tbe wick.
Tbe lard must be melted when tho Jop is
lightsd, or it will not burn well. The wick
should be of several thicknesses of spongy cloth.

7. Laud Oil- - Whsn combined with one-fif-th

part spirits of tcrpentiae, will burn in an
ordinary lamp and afford a bsautiful light. To
obtain tbe oil, eneloie lard in a strong, dose
canvass bar. and subject to gradually increased
pressure Ths indurated mass left ia ths bag is
not ii jqred for culinary purposes.

8. OasDLBs of Tallow and Prickly
Pkar Whoever can command tallow for can
dles, will greatly improve them in firmaess and
in ulurninaung power, by combining with it a
iew reaves oi tae in tbepncxiy pear, pronortienr - , i , . i . , - . -uj auuu uu pars uy weignt 01 tne last, W lour
or five cf the first The leaves should be
kept in the heated tallow until all eommotion
eeases, and nn'it tbe lallew itself reaches the
boiling point Of coui--e, tha heated mixture
will need straining. It is said by those who
profess to know, that the longer tallow is boiled
tne waiter it oecomes in case it is net burned ;
but te avoid burHiair. tbe vessel esntaininp- the
tallow should be heated in a sand hath (another
vessel parity niiea witn sand) ami not setimme- -
dtalalr on toe bre.

9. Wax Cadlm Bseswax gives a light al--
mosi equal io stearin, it may be moulded like
the tallow candles, er it may be rolled by

the wiek in a thin otratum of wax
spread on a board, and afterward smoothed
evea'y by rolling between two beards. The
combination of wax and talkw need not be sug-
gested.

10 JJax and Rosin, mixed in equal propor-
tions, affords an excellent light, though liable to
smoke unless supplied with a suitable tiaed
wick.

11 ilyrtle Tax is obtained by boiling the
berries of tbe swamp myrtle, eo which is to bt
seen a greenish whit cover. The myrtle is
found abundantly is all ear seaboard ee unties,
and has been seen by the writer as far inland
as Macon and Forsyth. Iu favorite locality is
swampy though net wet ground. The berries
should b boiled ia a bag, and the clarified
wax, which is of a pretty green color mixed
more or less largely with tallow.
