AN INADMINEABLE PROPOSITION.
We understand thet & prominent oftizen of
Memphis has recently crossed the lines of both
armies, bearing a proposition from the Faderal
eommander in that city to Lioutenant Geoersl
PEMBERTON, looking o so uncbstructed navi-
gntion of the Mississipp! by the freighting and
bosts of the ememy. The considera-
tisn tendered for this privilege B that the fami.
lies of Bouthern men in Memphis are not to be
disturbal by the snthorities. The privileged
boals ure to be distinguishad by a white flag in
daytima and & white lighs at night ; the war and
goverument vessels 10 oarry red signals. The
former are to be undisiarbed—ihe Iattsr t0 run
the chsnoss of war.

We kesow we express the sontiments of the
%rue friends of the South, in Memphis and ol
of it. when we enter a solemn profest sgainost
the cousiderstion of such a proposition by our
aathorities, even for s mothest. The man or
men who conld seriously entertsin it, should
and would be jusi objects of suspicion, and an
scquiescencs would ecousign the parties to sl
the infsmy that sttaches to the traitor wio bar-
tegs his country for its enemy’s gold.

Lt this principle once obiain, and no oune
wan agtimate the favorable results that would at-
#ach to the canss of our enemy. It would be an
easy matier jor him to use ~asrchant boats for
the transporistion, not only of his supplies, but
also of kis armies. Gunboats for the protection
of his transporia would be unbecesssry. And
the principle onee admitted, there would be vo
eud 3o the iacilities it would sfford to peneimte
our country; Not only onr rivers would be
opeaod up, but also our railroads wonld have
a right ts claim ihe ssme privileges. Federl
trnders would treverse the country, using all
thers is of cupidity among our people. Freight.
&d apon & privileged boat or train, we would be
ecompelled to see our staples, 90 mnch dJesired
and needed by the enemy, pass our lines. It
would be impossible to elude his choning In
transmitting supplies. As passengers be ocould
tranamit his srmiss 1o Vicksburg or Richmond,
ns woll = to Helens, or any other point. We
would be balpless to prevent advantages being
taken, and of courss csanot for & mument ao-
tartain snoh an idea.

No respect to private inlerests has besn paid
By our smemy. Private property hss been
seipad without stint in Memphis: families bave
been driven from their homes, or compalind 10
poy tents for the privilege of occupying them;
confiscation of renis hax bean genersl; our me-
groes have beon wrpod to loave their masters,
and pretected in doing so ; our cotton, eomn, sod
crops generslly, have béan appropristed indis-
erimipstely wharever the Federal srmies have
penatrated. The bistory of the war, so far us
our anetmies in the fiald are concernad. hns been
ena of plunder of the private property of pon-
combatianis, snd the avowed palicy of the ad-
minisiration is the wholessle vdbbery of our
slave intarest. For this they have fought, and
will fight, and to this cxtent we have suffared,
and will continus to suffor, il we abate our vig-
ilancs or ralax our effons,

We have no commpromises to make with the
snemy short of an hooorable pesce, in which-our
independancs shall bo recoguizsd apon aquitable
terma. Ai the oulset of the war our pesiticn
with regard to the navigation of the Missisaippi
waas distinetly sunounced, snd we bad no cause
to changoe that policy antil the pecessity was
foreed mpon un. All ebstraciions to the porth
weel using It se & common highway that section
ein caly atiribuie to the Federal suthorities
atd if they would mmors theea—If they wonid
sofoy the natura] sdvantages they have so long
mads available te their comumereiai prosperity,
Jot them call back thefr armies, and oo longer
iovade our termitories. Otherwise wé shall con-
tioue to use every maans consistent with honor-
shle warfare, or that retaliation for unususl oot
rages wonld jostify us in using, W cripple the
vesouroes of thess we mnst conaider our enamics
antil they give us peace.

We protes! sgsiast s moment’s considerstion
of the proposal nnmed above, whick is, wo un
derstand, to bs Isid before tha authorities at
Richmond speedily, in the event of its rrjection
by the military authorities bera. It would ba &
gacrifies of an advantage the anihorities have no
right to ask onr people to muke, & batrayal of
jaterests thay should sttach diagrace to all parties
engags) in puiching up the agreement. And fo
onr pariisans we say—go on with the work
Harrass the spemy in every conceivable way.
Give him no peace until be leaves onr borders.
Ouar friends in Mampbis, who will be the imme
diate suffarers, will sstecm us for pur delermins-
tion, snd puffar as they may be outraged, in pre-
faranoe 1o wittessing what would be considered
by them a cowardly yielding on our part. We !
have no terms £0 maks with the snamy, sxcept
sccompanied by sn scknowledgment of pur in-
dependenes, and uutil this is secured we wust
fight on and suffar on. This is the apirit of the
people, who are a8 confident of sucomr, snd as
seif-reliant, as were al the outset. Laf the
suthorilies act sccordingly.

FROM NORTHERN VIRGINIA.

The Richmond Dispatch gives an sccount of
an engagement a1 Castleman’s Ferry, on the
Skensadoah river, in Clarke county. It seems
that the suemy, whose main fores is beliaved to
have crassad the Potomse into Loudon oconuty,
sttampted to throw » largs body of troopa soross
the Shenandosh’ at the point designated, with
ths supposed intention of moving upon Win.
chestar. Castloman's Ferry ls om the direct
rond from Lesshurg to Winchaster, and about
three miles distant from the latter point, and
sbout three miles distant from Soickersville,
London county, which ls just at the foot of the
Blus Ridge. A brigade of General A. P. HuuL's
division guarded ihe Ferry on the west side
of the river, and the Feders] forces approsched
from the eastern or Loudon side. When fhe
enemy eame within range our pieces were open-
&l on thom, and & brisk artillery duel of three
fourths of an heour epsued, which resulied in
the complete ropnlse of the Yankees. Singular
{o say, »ot & man on the Confedersts side was
injured, whilst the enemy's loss is known to
have beon sbout forty killed aad pearly one
hundred wounded. Afier the ensmy ratired, s
flag of truce was sentin requesting permission
to remove their wonnded and bary their dead.

IR RANT TENNEWsSEDR SAFE.

As is the case with oor cotemporary of the
Chattanoogs Rebel, we are ignorant as to what
portion of our forces are guarding Camberiand
wod olher gaps, or who ls in command ; but one
thing is certain, snd that ja, that ucless they
amm properly gusrded there is great danger that
East Tennesses may be approached in'that way.
The enemy have ooecoe been in pessesgion of
Cnmberland gup. sad did ss gresi harm by
bolding it. Will we let it fall into his hands
again ! This is an important question, The
loss of East Tennesses, and the taking posses-
sion of our railronds by the enemy, would be of
incalcalable injury. Whether s compatent offi -
ver has besu Jeft in command on the Kentneky
line, we are unshle to state, but if the ove now
there is nol eminestly gualified, some other man
onght to be put in his pisce. Easst Tennessee
is of 0o much Imporiance to the Confederacy,
now to be neglectad,

The mililary imporiance of East Tennessse
cennot be overratad. 1t is the key to Georgia,
South Carolina and Alabams, and if the enemy
shonld ever got posseasion and destroy our madl-
roads we would find it very difficult to dislodge
tham. L&t oo ordisery mau be placed in com-
mand st Cumbérinod Gap. A man of energy,
skill and forecast should be there. We wan: &
far-seeing man st that point who will not permit
bhimself to be surprised, and who will bold that
pince nt 8l bewards. Issuch a man there now?
We do not know, but make the inguiry because
it 18 a2 matier of very greal importsnes to the
whole soantry.

¥ The Chicsgo Times explsina the cause of
alecting & representative for the Biate st large
from IHtinois.

Inoupe case the evidence is
putely citcomatsntial, snd may, berhaps, fail o
eouviet; in the other it is direet snd positive.
Bat the concomitants of erime were common to
tha two porsons.  Fast living, profuse expendi-
ture of money, flash clothing, jowels, elegani
furniture, sttepdance upon fashionable bells,
intimacy with the young Iadies of the Varistics
snd Broad street theaters; it is ali the same oid
stery of the facile deseent of Avernus we have
rond 80 oftsn. Whether the prisonsrs sre to be
convicted of the orime with which they are
charged or mot, it is very sure that thay are
glaring illastmtions of the foarfal demorsliza-
sion that prevails in this nobappy city. One of
the fosgerias which I have meutioned was for
six thousand dollars in s single okeck on e
Traders’ bank (with the subseqoent develop-
meat of & previomns one for $700 committed by
the ssme party)—tbo other reached the mote
resphciable figure of fourtesn thoussnd dollars
abstracted from three of the State banks in this
city— the Farmers’, Exchange, sud Bank of Vis-
ginia—in the namwe of the tressurerof the Com-
menwealth, The forger was persevering and
bold in his work, as it wus necessary for him
first to steal blanks from the office of the first
suditor, then to sign ths names of tha suditor
and his clerk, snd lastly to counterfeit the signa-
ture of the treasurer himself upon the siolen
pspers. And yet seventeen of Lhess false checks
wo prosented and paid. The case is chiefly
remarkable and jamentsble, as I bave said,
bocause sffwrdig & melsncholy proof of the
slarming moral condition of the Confederste
capital.
