Under this cption the Richmond Wiy makes
an appeal to the patriotism, the valor and man-
hood of the Bouth, the sirength of- which can-
not bs added to. The War Dopartment, it says,
bas sl Jength lewaed orders and regulations for
the onforcoment of the conscription law. It is
imporinot, now, that the officers, by the coergy
with which they s=t 1o work, and the copseripta,
by the punctoality with which they come for-
ward, shail make up for the time that bas been
lost. It vain to try to hide from others, or to
shul our own oyes to the fack, that we ara greatly
in noed of men. At all poinis we are pressed
by superior sumbars, snd the forco in the field
aguinst s is being constantly increased. 'We
musi coniront the hosts of the enemy with the
largest force wo can throw into the fiald, or we
wnust surrendar more of our eltiea, onr soll snd
prople, to the ravages and brutalities of a rapa-
cions snd ruthless fos. The erisis demands thal
all consideration of salf should be laid aside,
and that, responding to the cory of the country,
overy true man should throw himself, beart and
Band, into the canse.

He sesks te close all
our ports; 10 soal us up from the onter world,
and to cut us off from any sympathy or asaisi-
ance trom it. Thus beleagured, it will be his
plan to advance into the interior as & fisid upon
which to try the effsct of Linceln's emancips-
tion proclsmation. Meanwhile the nations of
Earops look on, uitering through thelr states-
men, oracular opinions, favoring first ove ard
then the other side, but realiy mesning to em-
brace that which wins.
We have the highest motives, the sirongest
incentives to put forth every effort to resist this
coming bost of invasion. Let us dstermine in
the strength of a good cause and an unfaltering
reaolution 10 beat them back, avdto triamph over
the myrmidons of an infamous and vulgar des-
potism. It wonld be s burning and unending
shame if now, afier the glorious deeds we have
dom® and the Immortality of fame we have ne-
quired. with the kigh expectations and the best
wizkes of the world urging os forward, we
should grow faint and sick below the herple
standard. The disgrece of such a fall ﬁuid
ohlitersts the bright record we bave made, and
hand us down 1o posterity wilth the doubtfal
virtue enly of hsving the hardilinod to attempt
what we had nol the esnstancy 1o perform,
though its achievemenl was withio onr reach.

Nor wonid this be all. It would make us the
slaves of the most humilisting and most unen-
darable despotism—of a rade, depraved and in-
soleut claar, who would cisim superiority over
us, snd would practise over us the most galling
sud degmadlag dominstion.

Hpeelsl Correspondencs of the Memphis Appeal}
Ricumoxn, November 10, 1862

Gloricus weather sgain, all trace of the yecent
snow having dissppesred from. the landscape,
and the tingling needles of the north wind no
longer striking us iu the face as we walk the
streets.  Indian summer msumes ita sway, and
oneo mors hangs oul is thin gaces curiaine
from the four guarterd of thesky. Lot us rejoice
with the poor people who are without coal, and
the brave soldiors who sre without shoea,

This reminds me that a mesting of mwerchants
and othor citizens of Richmond was beld this
morning t» devise messures for farpishing onr
bare footed defunders as far aa possible immedi-
atoly with shoss. Committess were appointed
to ralse money forthwith—the city was divided
into districts for convenience of eanvessing—
and if these eommittees do their work with
prompiness and seal, some good may be mc-
compiisbed bafore we have another fall of snow.
B0 tbat the bleak storm of Thursday bas had
one happy resuit at lesst—that of stimulating
the Richmond peopls to the perfarmance of
their duty. Small credit to them, for they
bad been less homen if they bsd mot bren
roused by the sight of several regiments
on their march through tha Capital
last Thursday, the large mejority of the men
composing which regiments were scantily
clothed, and many of them trudgiog through
the slush with their naked fest! In no city of
the Confederacy could such s sight bave been
witnessed without a blush of shame on the part
of the beholder and & genarous resolve that he
wouid do all that io him lay to 7emedy the cruel
wrong. We have hesrd hera for woeks of the

We gave in our Sunday moruing issua an se-

eount of the first part of the disastrions confia-
grstion of Saturdsy evening. At half past sight
o'elack, when our reporter left the grovnd, the
fire seamed to have been-subdued and faw an-
it the disastrous results which wers to
follow. At that time tho only buildings which
had been destroved were the plsiniog mill of
Masars. Whipple & Read, which stood on Madi-
snn strest on the bank of the bayoo, and a two
story frame dwelling next, adjsining on the
woat, owned by Waeston Wright, nud occupied
by Mr: Spivey aa a dwalling and a cleaning sni
dying eatablishmant. The loss on thess twn
buildings probably smounted 10 suven thousand
doliars.
About nine o'eloek the wind bepan to blow,
and soon the ruing of the dwelling honse began
to blaxs up again, About the same time s smull
wooden building, nused as & carpenter’s shop, on
the other side of the bayou, was aled discoverad
to bo on fir. Whather this eaught from sparks
or was 8ot on fire, in doubtful, those present ex-
reasing different opinions aboutit.  From this
boilding the fames communicaled fo a blsck:
smith’s shop adjoining, snd thenca to soother
frame dwalling, ons part of which was occupied
as & grovery store and liguor saloon, known as
the * Gresn Trea House," All thess baildiogs
ware totally dastroyed, scarcely anything beivg
saved from any of them.

In the meantime the firs bad canght the dwel-
ling of Mr. Danial Boisseau, a neat two-slory
frama’ housze, belongivg o Mr Jumes Adams,
cashier of the Union Bank., This waa totsliy
destroyed, but most of the contenta were save
On this housa there had besn an insurasce of five
thonsand dollars, which expired at noow on Sat
urday, the day preceding the fire.

In consequence of tha great scarcity of water
and the lack of sn efficient fire depsrtmeat,
littla could be done to stay the progress of the
fames, and the firemen sud cilizens could only
direct their éffarts to saving the property in the
threstsned houses. -

Nex! to the dwelling of Mr. Boissean atood a
very pretty frame dwelling belonging to Mr
Wa. H. Chandler, druggist, on Msin sireet,
and cccupied by him as a winter residenos.
