The reeuuuca 0f uie draft in Osiutwe qpqjay,
AVlscoasin. has aasamed quite a serious aspect.
Eiriy on Monday morning, the day on which
t draft was to take nlace, processions came
ia.0 the" village ef Ozaukee, ud parsdsd the
atreete wita oaaaers. oa weica were unaira
'No Draft." At a preconcerted signal tbe
firing of two cannon they marehed to tbe
court hoase, where they found the commissioner,
Mr Pots, had joat commenced operations. The
mob immediately attacked the court house ; the
commissioner fled, a portion of tbe multitude
pursuing him and assaulting Itim with stones,
brickbats and other missiles, until he took refuge
in the pestouice. Tbe other portion continued
their asaalt on the court house, and destroyed
tbe papers and othtr machinery connected with
the draft.

The comraisioeer having escaped from the
bauds of the rioters, they turned round and
wreaked their vengeance upon several eminent
citizens who had been cours-illir- obedience to
tbe taws. Among those and beaten
were S. A. White, tha county jndire ; L. Tows-le- v,

the district attorney; Jndr Dos, register
ot deeds, ami A M. Blw, a UaJiii lawyer. AU

The propeller Kenosha, whieh arrived here at
nine o'clock Tuerdv night, brought informa-
tion that the mob Ozaukee bad three pieces
of artillery, one 'of which was pUated on the
pier, and two on an elevation commanding the
pier, and that they threatened to prevent the
landing of troops. To prevent a collision.at the
pier, it wa understood the troops woalrlbe land-
ed at Port Uiao. five milei this side, and march
into Prt Washington before daylight this morni-
ng-

P. S. Tbe Comet ha just returned 2 o'clock.
The troops landed at Port Ulao and proceeded
by land to Port Wanhmgton, arriving about
sewn o'clock in tbe morning The rioter were
completely taken by surprise, not one uf them
expeciiHp that anything would be done by tbe
State or United tftates authorities.

Seventy of tbe rioters have been ca stared aad
are in tbe custody of Provost Marshal Mclad' a.
Some promiaent citizens of Port W&xbiagten are
among tbe prisoners. Tbfedeetrwettoa is repre-
sented as much greater than at first reported, six
houses having bean gutted. Clothing, furni-
ture and pianos were piled up in promiicnous
raki.

The troops marened to the rear of the town on
tho west side. Col - is immediately sent oit
scoate and extended bis lines so as to completely
sufrouod the town. Advancing in this manner,
the scouts soon came in contact with s.me ef the
rioters, who appeared frightened 3nt of their
wits, having become aware of tbe presence ot a
body of troops. They rushed wildly from oae
side of the town to the other, eedeavoring to
make their escape. Bat it was no use. The
lines of the soldiers gradually closed up, aad
the rioters were completely bagged eaupht
amid the ruia and destruction they had made.
Ia a very short time the soldiers bd arrested
about seventr. inelndiiur several women Tbe
prisoner were token and confined in the court
bouse hb4 r guard we can only surmise wnai
will be the fate of these men.

the battle-proun- d of a bloody contest soon.
Gen.McPberson conducted the affiir with great
ikill, and maneuvered bis troops in an admira-
ble mnnnar. His capture of the rebel advanco
guard, was a triumph of good management in
the field, and is spoken of, by tbe Cnr federate
themselves, as a movement worthy of Stonewall
Jackson uimselt. JacBSDU s xennessee cavalry
was thrown to the front of tho rebel lines, a few
miles this sidi of Coldwater, to meet tbe advanc-
ing colum of General McPhersoa. The Con-
federates came toward oor men along the main
rrtad. Tbo position in which they were placed
ihey deotaed a flank movemPDt, on the right,
by our forces, impossible, and only took precau-
tious to prevent one on the left Oar cavalry
took advantage of the credulity of the rebel
leader, and a large force was soon in the vary
place which it was thought impossible for them
tn reach. The Confederates were then assailed
Jay a considerable force on the front. They con
sidered themselves inadequate to tne taes and
commenced a retreat ; but they only fled from
the 21 Illiubis before them to meet the Kansas
Jayhawkers drawn up behind them.
From tha dusfy roads and parched up cotton
fields a blindiug and suffocating " fog ' arose,
as tho affrighted chivalry essayed an escape
from the jaws of death at the hands of tbe brave
Illinoisaus. Had they but known what lay be-

yond the "pillar of smoke" they could have
avoided a collision with it, but thoy dashed im-

petuously forward till the unexpected cry of
"halt," from the Jayhawkers, warned them to
go no further. A few in tha lead paid no atten-
tion to tho command, and were quickly brought
to terms through tha instrumentality of carbines
and rifles And tha disobedience of a few threw
the- whole into confusion.

South. He deprecated Mr. Lincoln's proclama
tion, not as to its effects in stopping tho war, but
as to its probable resnlts; in the murder of wo
men and children by wgroes upon farms from
which all white moo tave joiaed the army. He
spoko of it.aa the most barbarous measure ever
divined tor tho alauKuter ot detenBeless people.

i Ho was asked if the proclamation would not
have tha effect of lessening the streugth of tho'
rebel army, by compelling men to leave the
ranks iu order to return to their homes to pre- -

sf

vent negro insurrections. Ha replied that it
would not ; the men would not leave tbe racks
to go home for any purpose, and would not bo
permitted to do se if they desired it. He believed
that uothing could divert the attention of the
Confederate army from its proper channel.

Lieut. Winston estimated the entire rebI
forcV now in tha field at 500.000 men, nearly
one half of whom had been raised by the

of the conscription act, whieh had
been in operation for some month alt over the
Sonth. Ha said the rebel ornjy was never as
well armed and eqnipped as at present; that
they had a superabundance of Enfield rifles,
caution of all and all tho implements of
war ; that their troops would be tolerably well
clad this winter, and supplied with wooden
poled shoes, manufactured in Richmond aad
A'hnta.

ing. Thes examples of southern female cul-
ture and intellectual aad moral accomplishment
are abundantly vouched for. A few days ago a
few of our cavalry were escorting some paroled
prisoners through L.Grsnge on their way
South. A very pretty face almost bidden in a
profusion of beautiful carled black hair appeared
at a window of one of the finest houses in town
and a delicate hand waved a neat cambric at tho
passing soldiers. Think of th- -. surprise of the
Federal officer in command when the possessor
of theso fair attributes spoke as follows in a
tone as demonstrative as n?r limited vocal pow-
ers would admit : " That's right, boys ! hurrah
for you. Go down South and get exchanged if
you can ; but if you can't get exchange!, why,
turn in and give the dirty old infernal Yankees
thunder, anyhow !" This beautiful and chaste
expression I need not say threw a vail over tbe
fair vision at tbe window, and to the miods of
all who heard it, transformed its author from
little less than &a angel to little mtre than a
demon.

Yesterday a Federal officer, while placing a
guard to protect the house of a prominent citizen,
was accosted by the well-dress- lady of tbe
mansion, who inquired, very abruptly, "what he
was doing there 7" The officer replied that he
was about to put a guard on duty to prevent
depredatioas on her property. "Well, said the
representative of wealth and fashion in the
suuny South, " I reckon you'll only have- - to
keep your Abolition thieves away. Wa ain't
afrai l of Southern perple robbing us, but when
tbe dirty, low-live- d Lincolnites are about, why,
nothing ia safa from tbem." However strongly
I may be opposed to unauthorized plundering
by the soldiors. I could not avoid the thought.as
1 heard these remarks, tbat it would be well to
lave that housa to tbe tender mercies of tbe
Kansaa Javhawkers, giving to each soldier a
carte blanche to help himself to anything be
pleased on tbe premises.

Dy bafore yesterday the proprietress of a
flue residence in tbe edge of town, in eenverea-t'lc- u

with a Federal officer, said that "a new bell
had been made for the Yankees, as the old one
was not bot enough for them." The officer,
should bave replied, " That being the case, mad-
am, an office of chief devil will b? vacant, and
I shall be pleased to use my influence in your
behalf" .

These are only a few of tho many instances'
that occur daily, which serve to prove tbe deli-
cacy of sentiment and high degree of refine-
ment of which the Southern femalo mind is ca-

pable. In tbe North, indecent and vehement
language to strangers, degrades a woman to the
level of a bawd in tbe South, it elevates her to
the position of a high-tone-d lady.

HOW A CONFEDERATE WAS " FOOLED."
The following case illustrating the " audacity

of the Federals " is worthy of record :
During tbe progress of one of tho encounters

by the recoonoiteriDg party on tbe 8th. Lieut.
Nell, of Major Bnrch's battalion, of the 21 Iili-no- ia

CAvalry, rode up to a Confederate cavalry-
man, and with pistol in hand demanded a sur
render. The rebel did not hesitate a moment to
say, rather afrightedly, "yes, yes, I surrender,
don't shoot."

" Let me havo yonr arms," said Nell. '
The Southerner quickly handed to his captor

a carbine and two six shooters, all loaded. This
new armament somewhat embarrassed Nell.
Like tbe man who won the elephant at a raffle,
he was at a loss to know what to do with it.
Piu!ly he asked the prisoner to hold his (Nell's)
P'st 1, while ho disposal of the captured arms
by strapping them on his saddle.

The Confederate took tbe occasion to exam-
ine the lieutenant's weapon, and after looking
at it minutely, exclaimed, very truth'-'ll- y :
" Well, I'll be d d, if that aint a good o) on
me, to surrender to a man that hasn't got tha
sign of a load in his pistol." Tha chagrin of
tho rebel was only exceeded by his full appre
ciation of the joko-whic- h had boen played upon
him. Bat like many other men in this world,
he had found out his mistake when it was too
late; and now that he had delivered up his
weapons of death, there was nothing left for him
but to laugh at tho harmless machine, at sight
of which he had shown the white feather, and
to admire the pluck of bis captor, while he won
dered at his impudence.

When he re .anted, with a report
tbat tho enemy bad drawn up in line of battle
at Coldwater, it was bolisved tbat nothing but
aeieat woaia lounco them to leave. Un yester-
day, the 11th, however, two citizens (Irishmen)
came from Holly Springs on a band car on the
Mississippi Central railroad, and made a state-
ment which left no doubt that tbe placa had
been evacaated. They stated tbat on tho 8,h
they arrived at Holly Springs from below. Tbey
applied far penniesiea to cmm through the rebal
lines, whieh was denied thets. They were
threatened with death sb uld tbey be caught in
any attempt to coma tbti way. They accord-iagl-

remained in town until the rebel pickets
were eailed io, when tbey started for this place
by the means of tbo locomotive which I have
mentioned. They assured the authorities here
that tvhen they left n?lly 8prings there was sot
a reggaest of rebel troops ia tbe place, aad even

were preparing for departure.
Shortly after the arrival of these two men, a

deserter from the Can federate ranks came in,
and confirmed every thing they had said. A
battalion of IIHaois cavalry was sant out to as-

certain how matters stood ia the direction of
Holly Springs, and a courier returned last night
with the intelligence tbat they bad reached Shi
town without raolestatiou by the rebels, and that
there was no foe in tha place. I think, from all
this, it may be set down as a fact that the rebels
are going Sonth.

is a war of railroads : and I think General Grant
will advance no faster than ho can repair aad
defend what is abandoned by tbe enemy. Tak-
ing every thing into consideration, tbe prospect
for a bat'le bef ira the holidays is very dim jutt
bow; albeit, it may be brightened before sunset
to day ; of course we cannot calculate with any
degree of certainty in such matters.

Tho secessionists of this place, who appear to
bs en rapport with the rebel generals still avow
that it ia the intntion of Bragg to reinforce Van
Dxo. But Yan Djrn would scarcely retreat
Socth it he expected Bragg to come to his relief,
because every mile he travels toward G'enada
and Jackson would give Bragg an additional
mile to make in order to reach him. True, it
would he better policy for him to retreat iu or-

der to avoid a battle, even with the evrtaiaty of
temporarily increasing the distance between him
aud his reinforcements than to staad aad be
Overwhelmed.

GENERAL GRANT.

Ia all my wanderings threwgh tbe Araey of
the West,-- have seen no commanding general
who takes a cVper personal interest in tbe
smaileat detai's connect ad with his armv this
Gn Grant. No subject is too trivial for ref-

erence to, and consideration by. him. He is,
perhaps, kss given to inaccessibility than any
other general in tho West. He ean b9 found at
his headquarters late aud early, attd though al-

ways busily engaged, ia seidom so closely
pressed tbat he cannot he conferred with. Be-
tween Gen. Baell aud bis division commanders
there waa always a wide gulf, which it seemed
impos;ble to bridge. As a ennsequenee, noth-
ing but the cold and formal " regulation " re-

spect for a superior existed toward htm. Don
Carlo Buell was disliked, and Gen. Buell only
got a regulation salute, and that grudgingly.
0n cf Grant's " strongest points is cor-
diality and that underlies his
official rank. There was always a certain
amount of fear mingled with the TeluctaBtly-administere- d

respect with which Buell was ap-

proached by his subordinates. This is net the
cam with Gen. Grant. A brigade er division
coramtnder could only ask Buell questions, and
the answer was always a mouosyhble yes or
no which wag inexerorable.

General-McPhsrso- can convene with Gen
Grant on military matters, hut nobody was ever
known to converse with Buell. Laconic an-
swers read well in biographical sketches, but
they grata harshly upon individual ears. Gea.
Grant seems to be thoroughly understood by
his subordinate commanders, while Buell was
always an enigma and a mystery even to bis
" advisory " general. These characteristics of
Gen. Grant eperuta favorably upon every man
in his command. The unpopularity and dis-

favor in which tho hero of Donelson seemed to
be held by his troops after tbe battle of Shiloh
have ptwed away, and Gn. Grant enjoys tho
confidence and respect of his subordinates to day
to the fullest extent.

A CASE OF AMALGAMATION.

One of the wounded rebels captured dnriag tha
engagement at Coldwater on the 8th, died at
the hospital in this plaee yesterday. His rame
was Claiborne. He was a member of Jackson's
cavalry command. A few hours before the
death of the soldier, and while he was quite
conscious, a likely mulatto bey, about twenty
years of age. called at the hospital aud re questd
permission to visit " Massa Claiborne." He
was tbe dying man's slave, and had been his
samp-serva- nt in tho field. Claiborne appsared
very ranch rejoiced to sea him- - Tbe two con-
versed very cordially for a while, until the at-
tending physician deemed it unwise to allow
the interview to continue longer, as the patient
was sinking under tha exhaustion produced by
speaking. Accordingly the slave was advised
to leave, tbe room. The dyiag man overheard
the remark made to his visitor, and remonstrated
as earnestly as ho could. " He is my brother,
and ho has a right to stay hero," said Claiborne.
This expression astonished the physician and
others in tbe recm, aad was at first regarded as
the emanation of a wandering mind. But
the mulatto said it was truo, and further inquiry,
after Claiborne's death, which eccurred ia lew
thanauliour, confirmed it The mulatto's father
and the soldier's father were Droved te be iden-

tical. Both wore born near Bolivar, Tennessee
The mulatto's mother is still the slave of Clai-

borne's father, and ho waa both tbe slave and
tha brother of the dying man. " Hs is my
brother, and ha has a right to stay here," were
Claiborne's last words. Among the crowd ef
mourning companions who stood around tbe
soldier's death-be- d, Bona were more pained aad
grief-stricke- to witness the last struggle, than
the stff'on cheeked boy who haew no other
name for his brother than tbat ef "Mass Clai-
borne."

ROrtDIKG PRISONERS.

It is a common complaint among our soldiers
who have been robbed by their captors. But I
have never heard It intimated in the North that
oar soldiers plunder the rebels when they eaten
them. If what the rebel prisoners lately cap-
tured by our cavalry say. ho true, our soldier
are fully up to th CtsfederatAs ja the inhuman
prac'tce of despoiling their captives.
