Small Talk Between at Yankee Reporter
. and n ejonfedemte Colonel.

A correspondent of tho' Cincinnati GazttU
furuishes the following report of a conversation
between himself and Col. Scott, .commanding

tho Kirby Smith brigade, just aCer. the fight at

Big Hill, Ky. :

The rebels retraced their steps on Sunday,
very leisurely, bringing with them their prizes,
among which wero two wagon loads of carbhies,
muskets, sabers and pistolf, about ouo hundred
and fifty horses, and a train of twenty-fiv- o or
thirtv wagons, with mules enouiru to move
them. On his way back. Col. Seott baited at
our nonse perhaps two hours. I had the satis-

faction of a lengthy interview with him, con-

versing with him most of tho time daring his
stay. I found him a fair typo of the Southern
plantor full of bluster and bravado, mixed
with geod sense and an ordinary amount of in-

telligence ; terribly in earnest on the. war ; con-

fident f the ultimate. success of the South, and
withal what might be called a very "good fel-

low." 'We conversed freely and unreservedly
on our domestic troubles. "Do you think you
can subjugate us I" ho asked. " Subjogation
is not tho word now," I replied; "it is extermi-
nation." "Well," said he, with an oath, "ex-
termination let it be then. Tsu will have
to exterminate us before we have peace;
for we asvsr can livs under th same govern-
ment agaia. I tell you," ke owa tinned, "I op-

posed secession witk all my might stumped my
Slats against it, until I would nave been treated
as an Abolitionist if I had not been oae of our
own people. But sow I find tho fire-eate-rs

were right and I was wrong. I have gone into
the war, and sxpect to stay In it till I die or we
are a frse peeple. If von whip ui, and tharo is
ne hope, I will return horns, place my wife on a

faek mul! and go t Mexico, for by Q 1

8gin."

The colonel had a groit Seal to say in favor
of Gea. MeClellsn, whom he extolled as the first
military man in America. " He was for sale
enc,'said the coloael, "ha and Georgp D.
Prentice both ; hut we couldn't afford te pay
tkeir price; the Yaakeea oat bid us. I would
give my plautatlon and negroes to have MCl8l-la- n

resign."
The colonel was particularly eloquent upon

Tkay are with
yen as long as you "are In the State, and when
we come they are with us. They are a ' good
Lord, good devil' sort of people, running with
the fox aad holding with tae hounds whenever
they can. I tell yoa they troa't is."

"We parted in the mtt friendly aanaer, neither
ke aor any of his men kariaf shown mo tko
sligktset indignity, lefore saecating kit korse
he said that before tha expiretioa ef thirty days
tkers woald aot be a Yankee in Tennessee or
Kentucky. I promised hiss, that in" less than
that time there shouldn't be an armed robol In
either State.

From Aauaa.
Advices have been received at New Tork, from

Nassau, as late as tke 24th.

Sir. : In compliance with your orders, I have
the honor to submit the feMowimr report of mili-

tary operations since tha 23a of July last, when,
in compliance wita tbe rresiaoni a oraerot juiy
11, l assumoa command oi tne army as uu
eral-in-Chi-

Tho first thincr to "which mv attention was
called on my arrival here rrai the condition of
tbe army at Harrison's Landing, on tbe James
river. I immediately visited Gen. McClellan s
headquarters for consultation. I left Washing-
ton on tho 24th, and returned on the 27th. The
main object of this consultation was to ascer-
tain il there was a possibility .of an advanco
upon "Richmond from Harrison's Landing, aud,
if not, to form soma plan of uniting the armies
of General McClellan and General Pope on
somo other line. Not being familiar with the
position and number of tho troops in Virginia,
and on the coast, I took the President's estimate
of the largest number of reinforcements that
could at that time be sent to the Army of the
Potomac.

On the day of my arrival at Harrison's Land-
ing, Gen. McClellan: was of opinion that he
would require at least fifty thousand additional
trooos. Iinfermed him that this number could.
not possibly bo sent, that I was not outhurijrad
to uromisa him over twenty thousand, and that
I could not well see how even that number could
bs safely withdrawn from o ther places, lie tops
the night for considering the matter, and in-

formed me the next morning that he would maho
tho attempt upon Richmond with the additional
twenty ineusanu. um luiiuouiaicijr uu uv

to Washington, he telegraphed that he
would require thirty-fiv- e thousand, a force which
it was impossible to sand witnoui leaving Wash-
ington and Baltimore almost defenselsss. The
only alternative now left was to withdraw the
Army of the Potomae to some position where it
could unite with that of Gen. Pops and cover
Washington at the same time that it operated
against the enemy.

Alter mil consultation w,nu my oincers, a de-

termined to attempt this junction on the Rappa
hannock, by biineing McClellan's forces to
Aquia creek ; accordingly on the 30th July I
telegraphed to mm to send away bis sun as
quickly as possible, preparatory to a movement
of his troops. This was preliminary to the
withdrawal of his entire army, which was or-

dered by telegraph ou the 3d of August. In
order that tha transfer to Aquia creek might be
made as rapidly as possible, I authorized Gen.
McClellan to assume control of all the vessels
on the James river and Chesapeake bay, of
which there was then a vast fleet. The

was also requested to scud to
that point all the transports that could be pro-

cured.
On the 5th I received a prctist from Goneral

McClellan, dated the 4th, against tho removal
of the army from namson s landing, a copy of

which is annexed, marked exhibit No. 1, with
my reply on the 6h, marked exhibit No 2.

On the 1st ot August l oiaerea uen. iiurnsiae
to immediately embark his troops at Newport
News, transfer them to Aquia creek, aad take
position opposite Fredericksburg. This officer
moved with great promptness, and reached
Aquia creek on the night of the 3d. His troops
were immediately landed, and i.he transports
seat back to General McClellan.

About this time I received- - infarmatiou that
tho enemy was preparing a large force to drive
back General Pope, and attach either Washing
ton or Baltimore, ifce information was so direct
and reliable, that I could not doubt its cerreet-nes- s.

This gave me serious uneasiness for tho
safety of the capital and Maryland, and I re-

peatedly urged upon General McClellan the
necessity of promptly moving his army so as to
form a junction witb that of Ueneral trope, the
evacuaiion of Harrison's Landing, however, was
not commenced till the 14th, eleven days after
it was oraored.

Greatly disconrsged at the prospect of timely
aid from that quarter, I authorized Gen. Pope
to order the main forces of Gen. Cox in Westorn
Virginia, with all possible dispatch by railroad,
to ioin him via Washington.

To facilitate th? withdrawal cf tho army of
the Potomac from the Peninsula,, and to gain
time by a demonstration against the enemy,
Gen. Pope pushed his forces across the Rappa
hannock, occupied Culpeper, and threatened
Uordonsville. JacRnon and dwells lorces
woro huniod to the Rapidau, and on the Dth of
August encountered Banks corps at Ueuar
Mountain. A hard fought battle ensued, and on
the arrival ot reinforcements from the corps of
McDowell and faigel, the enemy feu back upon
tbe Kapidan and Uordonsville.

On the 15th, our cavalry surprised a party of

the enemy near Ltonisa Uourt Mouse, and cap-- 1

tared important dispatches, showing that Lee
was moving by forced marches tho main body of
tbe rebel army to attack .rope before a mnction
could be formed between him ami tbe army of
the Potomac On tbe ibtli, 1 telegraphed Uen.
Popo not to cross the Repidan, and advised him
to take position ia rear of the Rsppahannock,
where he could be mora easily reinforced. He
commenced this movemoat on the 17th, and by
the morning of the lo:b had most of his forces
behind that river, prepared to hold Itaipasses as
long as possible. He had been reibforcod by
King's division, and a part nf Burnside's corps,
under Uen. iteno, trom l redencksburg. i also
direoted Gen. Bnrnside to occupy Richards' and
Barnett's fords, which were between him and
Gen. Pope's main army Tho enemy made sev-
eral attempts to cross at several points on tho
Rappahannock, bnt was always ropnlsed, and
our troops succeeded in holding the line ef this
river for eight days. It was hoped that during
this time sumcient forces from tbe army of the
Potomac would reach Aquia creek to enable us
to prevent any further advance of Leo, and
eventually, with the combined armies, to drive
him back upon Richmond. Ou tho 24th he
made a flank movement, and crossed a portion
of his forces at Waterloo Bridge,- - about twelve
miles above the Rappahannock railroad station
Pope directed an attack upon the forces which
had crossed the river, hoping to cut thorn off,
but the enemy escaped with no great loss. The
annexed telegram from Gn. Pope, marked ex- -

hitiit'No. 3, dated the 25th, gives his views of
tho condition of affairs at that date.

The enemy, however, had not fallen hack as
ho supposed, but, on being repulsed at Waterloo
bridge, bad moved further up tho river, and en-

tered the valley which lies botween the Blue
ridge and the Bull Run mountains.

Tho object of tbis movement was evidently
to get in Pope's rear and cut of! his supplies
from Washington. Anticipating tbis movement,
I had telegraphed to Gen. Pope on the 23d,

Br no means expose your railroad communi
cation with Alexandria. It is of tun utmost im
uortance in sending you .supplies and reinforco
ments." un tbevotn Holographed, " it possible
to attack the enemy in flank, do so; but tho
mam obiect now is to ascertain his position.

From tbis time till tbe JUtb I bad no commu- -

nication with. Gen. Pope, the telegraph lines
being cut at Kettle jun by a pait of Jackson s

under Ewell, which had marched aroundcorps,
. i , , . . i i , -rope s rigiu ana aiiacaea nis rear.

Finding whether wecould bold tho
Rappahannock long onough to effect the juuc- -

tion of tie two armies, I hod directed a part of
ino reninsuia wrces io lanu ot iuaxauuna, auu
move out by railroad as rapidly as possible. As
soon as I heard that the enemy had turned Gen
Pope s right flank and forced bim to change bis
front, I ordered the remainder of tho army of
tko .Potomac to Alexandria, and directed Uen.
Burnsideto prepare to evaquato Predoricksburg
and Aquia Creek. I determined, however, to
hold this position as long as possible tor a base
for future operations.

Gon. Pope's dispositions at this iuncturo wero
well planned. The corps . of McDowell ,and
Sigel, and the Pennsylvania .reserves under
Reynolds, wero pushed forward to Gainesville.
Reno and Kearney were directed upon Green-
wich ; whilo Hooker's division was sent against
Ewell along the railroad. Unfortunately, how-ove- r,

tho movement was too late, as a largo de
tachment ot lice s army was east of Thorough-
fare gap.

Hooker encountered the enemy near Kettle
Run, and a sharp engagement ensued." This
gallant division drove Ewell a distance of five
miles, tho enemy leaving their dead and many
of their wounded on the field. As McDowell,
Sigel, and Reynolds had reached their positions,
there was now every nrosrjoct that Jackson
.would bo destroyed bofore reinfbrcements could
comb to his relief. 'On the evening of the 27th.
Gen'eral;PdpS ordered General Porter to bo at
BrUtce's sfetson by d'aylrgHl on tho morning

'
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tho 23th, with MorTell, and also directed him
to communicate to Banks- tho order te mc-v- e

forward to Warronton Junction. All trains
were ordered this side of Cedar Run, nnd
to bo protected by a regiment of infantry and a
section of artillery. For somo unexplained, rea
sons, Porter. did not comply with tins prder, ana
his corps was not in tho battles of28th aad0th.

Heintzelmon a corps pressed forward to Ma
nassas ou the morning of the 28th, and forced
Jackson to fetreat across Bull Run, bv th
Ceatervillo turnpike. McDowellhad succeeded
in checking Lse at Thoroughfare gap, hoi. tho
latter took tbe road from llopoville to. .New
market, and hastened to the reliof of Jrtekson,
who was already in rapid retreat. A portion of
McDowell's corpi encountered the retreating
column on the afternoon of the 23lh, nt-a-r the
vvarrenton turnpiKe, and a severe but success-
ful engagement ensued. Jackson was aguin at
tacked on the 2ath, near the pld Dattlo ground
of July, 1861. Knowing that Long3treet was
not distant, he made a most desperate stand.
The fight continued nearly all day, and was ter
minated only by darkness. We had gained
considerable ground, hut nothing was decided
whan tho battle was closed. It was renewed
the next morning, and after another day's hard
figbtiDg, our forces fell-bac- k behind Bull Ron,
the enomy not attempting any pursuit.

Two days leter, however, be threw a consid
erable force hatween Chantllly and German-tow- n,

to turnTope's 'right. Hooker dislodged
them after a short but severe engagement, in
which Brigadier-General- s Kearney and Stevens,
two of our very beet officers, were killed. Pope's
army had been reinforced by the corps of Eraak-li- n

and Sumner, and no further apprehensions
were felt for its safety.

Daring the operations of the previous week, of
which we received very favorable but not relia-
ble accounts, overy effort wae made to push for-

ward supplies and reinforcements to Gen. Pope's
army. The troops from the Peninsula were
ordered not to wait for transportation, bnt to
march immediately to the field of battle. Some
of the eorpi moved with becoming activity, but
the delays of others were neither creditable nor
excusable.

Our losses in these battles 'are very heavy,
both in life and materials, but as no official
reports have beon received, except a brief sketch
from Gen. Popo, marked exhibit No. 4, I have
no means of ascertaining their oxtent. vieneral
Pope was transferred to another department be-

fore, the reports of his subordinates could be
received; probably thay will soon be handed in.
Most of the troops actually engaged iu these
battles foujlit witb great bravery, but some of
them coulj not bo brought into action at all.
Many thousands straggled away from their com
mands, and it is said that not a lew voluntarily
surrendered to the enemy, so as to be paroled.
prisoners of war.

in order to reorganize tbe different cores, get
the stragglers back into their ranks, and to sup-
ply deficiencies of ammunition, clothing, etc ,
caused by recent losses, Gen. Pope requested
and receivtd directions to bring his army withia
the defensis of Washington, which were then
under the command of Gen. McClellan. Ibis
movement wai executed on the night of the 3d
without loss. Gen. Pope being now second in
command of tho united forees, applied to be
relieved, aad was transferred to another depart-
ment.

Although this short and activo campaign was,
from causes already referred to, less successful
than we had reason to expect, it bad accom
plished the great and important objeat of cover-
ing tbe .capital till troops could be collected fer
its deiense. Had the army ot the .Potomac ar
rived a few days earlier tho rebel army could
have been os.sily defeated, and perhaps destroyed.

beeiug n attacK upon Washington woald
now be futile, Lee pushed his main army across
the Potomac for a raid into Maryland and Penn-
sylvania. General McClellan was directed to
pursue him with all the troops which were not
required for the defense of Washington. Sev
eral corps were immediately out
at Darnstown, Rockville, and Leesboro', and
most of hi3 army was in motion by tbe 5th of
September. A portion of it entered Frederick
on tho 12th. As this campaign was to be car-
ried on within tho department commanded by
Major-Usner- Wool, 1 directed AlcUtellau to
assume control of all troops within his retich
without regard to department lines. The gar-
risons of Winchester and Marttnsburg had buen
withdrawn to Harper's Ferry, and the com-
manding officer cf that post had been advised
by my chief of staff to mainly confine his de-

fense, in esse he was attacked by superior forces
to the position of Maryland flights, which could
have been held a long time against overwhelm-
ing numbers. To withdraw him entirely from
tbat position with the great body of Lee's -- orces
between him and our army, would not only ox- -

pose the garrison to capture, but all the artillery
dnd stores-collecte- at that piece must either be
destroyed or lett to the enemy. The only iea- -
siblo plan was fer him to hokl his position until
McClellan could relieve him, or open a commu
nication so that be cauld evacuate it in safety.
These views were communicated both (o Gea.
McClellan aud to Colonel Miles.

Tho left of Gen. McClellan's army pursued a
part of the enemy's forees to the South Moun
tains, where, on tbe 14tb, he made a stt.nd. A
severe battle oaiued, tha enemy beiug tUfeatod
and driven from his position with beiivy loss.
Lee's army then fell back behind Antietam
creok, a few miles above its mouth, and took a
position admirably suited for delenso. Our army
attacked him on tho 16tb, and a hotly c untested
battle was feught on that aad the ensuing day,
which resulted in the defeat of the rebel forces.
On the night of tho 17th our troops slej. t on the
field which they had so bravely won. Oa the
loth neither party ronewed the attacL', and m
the night of the' 13h and 19th Gen. Lee with-
drew his army to the south side of tho Potomac.

Our loss in the several battles on South
Mountains and at Antietam was 1742 killed,
806G wounded, and 013 missing, nuking a total
of 10,721. Uen. .McUletiau estimates tbe en
emy's loss at nearly M,WO, but their own ac-

counts givo their loss at about 14,000 in killed
and wounded.

On the approach of tha enemy to Exrper's
Ferry, the officer in command on Maryland
Mights destroyod his artillery and abandoned
his post, and on the 15th Col. Miles surrendered
Harper's Ferry with only a slight resistance,
and within bearing ot the guns ot Uea. MeUlel--

fen s army. As this whole matter has ben in
vestigated and reported upon by a military
commission, it is unnecessary for me to- - discuss
the disgraceiul surrender of tho post and army
under Uoi. iues command.

General McClellan's preliminary report of his
operations in Maryland, including the battles of
South Mountain and Antietam, is submitted
herowith, marked exhibit Ne. 4. No"rf ports of
his subordinate officers have been' submitted.

From the 17th of September till the. 26th of
October, Ueneral McClellan's main army re-

mained on the north bank cf the Potomac in the
vicinity of Sharpsburg and Harper's Ferry. The
long inactivity of so large an army ir the face
ot a detested toe, and during tbe most favorable

I season for rapid movements and a vigorous "am
paign, was a matter of great disappointment and
regret.

In regard to the telegraphic order of the 6th of
i uctODer, quoted in my letter of tae xttb, abovo

referred to, General McClellan disar proved of
tbe plan ot crossipg tho rotomic sou th tt tbe
Blue Ridge, and said that he would cross at
Harper's Ferry, and advance upon Winchester.
He, however, did not begin to cross till the 25th
of October, and then at Berlin. His Daassge
occupied several days, and was completed about
the 3d ef November. What caused him to
change his .views, or what his plan of campaign
was, I am ignorant, for about this time 1 o ceased
to communicate with me in regard to his opera
tions, sending his report directly to Die Presi
dent.

On the 5th instant I received tbe written or
der of tho President relieving Gen. McClellan,
and placing Geu. Burnsido in command of tb,9
army of the Potomac. This order wis trans
mitted by a special messenger, who de Sverod it
to uen. Mcuienan at Keetortown, on tr. 7th.

When I left the Department of theMasissipp'
in July last, tho main body of tho arraynudei
Maior-Gener- Buell was between Hnntsville
and Stevonson, moving toward Chattanooga, for
which place they had left Corinth about the 10th
of June. Major Genoral Cartis forces were at
Helena, Arkansas, and those under ung.-ue- n

Schofield. in Eouthwastern Missouri. The cen
tralarniy, under MajoiGeneral Grant, oceupy-ingth- e

line of West Tennessee and CSorthern
T Mississippi, extends from Memphis ) Iuka,

'
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and protected the railroads from Columbus
south,, which were then our only ;obanaej3 $
untinW.

These several armies spread along a line of
some six hundred' mtfes from the western bor
ders of Arkansas to Cumberland Gap, and cxwu-pyin- g

a 6trip of country more than one hundred
and fifty miles in width, from which the enemy's
forces had recently been expelled, were rapidly
docroasinin strength from the large numbers of
soldiers sent borne on account ot real of pretend;
ed disability. On the othor hand, the enemy's
armies were greatly mcxeas.d by an arbitrary
and rigidly infsreed conscriptfon. With then--

superiority in numbers and disoipitae, tbey bold-
ly determined, to, reoccupy Arkansas, Missouri,
Tennessee and Kentucky, and, if passible, to
invade tha States tf Ohio, Indiana aud Illinois,
while'Onr attention wai distracted by tbe Inva-

sion of Maryland and Pennsylvania, and an ex-

tended Indian insurrection on the' western fron-

tier.
This plan had very many chances of success,

but the timely order of the President of Ah. ust
4th, cal'iag for additional forcesrand the patri-
otic response of tho people of the Northwest,
thwarted the enemy's well-forme- d .calculations.

Ueneral Bragg suddenly transferred a large
part of his army from Tupelo, Mwmssippi,
through the States of Alabama, and .Geereia,
reached Chattanooga ia advance of Gea. Buall,
turned his left, and rapidly crossing the State of
Tennessee, entered Kentucky bv Munfordsville
and Lebanon. General Baoll fell beek upon
Nashville without giving the enemy battle, then
tollowed, or rather moved parallel with Bragg,
who, after capturing our garrison at Munfords- -
vilie, turned off from the main road te Louis
ville, along whieh Gon. Buell passed, the latter
reaching Louisville without any engagement.
Another column of tha enemy had moved from
East Tennessee, after blockading Cumberland
Gap, upon Lexington and threatened Cincinnati

A small force of our raw trooos. which had
been pushed forward to Richmond. Kentucky.
under Majpr-Gener-al Nelson, were met by the
enemy and completely routed.

in tbe meantime every effort had been mado
to collect new troops at Cincinnati and Loms-vill- e,

and to fortify these places aramst a coup
de main. To give confidoace to Ihe new levies
a portion of Gen. Grant's army was withdrawn
from Mississippi and sent to Kentucky and Cin
cinnati, uo attack was attempted by tbe enemy.
Major-Gener- al Buell left Louisville on the 1st of
October, with an army of about one hundred
thousand men, in pursuit of Gen. Brsgg. Tha
latter engaged a port of Gen. Buelfs" araey at
Perry villa, about ten c'eleck on the-St- of Octo
ber. A. general battle ensued,, and. was contin-
ued till dark. It was mainly, fought by Miijor-Gener- al

McCook's corps. Tho enemy retrpated
during the night. The losses were heavy on
both sides, but no official reports of tbe numbers
engaged, on either side, have boeu received.

After this battle the main army of the rebels
retreated to East Tennessee. ' Gen. Buell pur-
sued it as far as Mount Vernon or London, had
then fall back to the hue from Louisville te
Nashville. Hire Major-Gener- Resecrsaz su-
perseded, him in tho command, by order o'.' the
rreaident.

Aa tho Secretary of War has ordered a mili
tary commission to investigate the operations ef
Gen. Buell in tbis campaign, it would bo obvi-
ously improper for me to express any opinion,
unless specially directed to do so.

The command of Brigadfer-Genera- L Morgan
at Cumberland gap abandoned that place, and
retreated to the Ohio river. The alleged causa
of this retreat was the want of supplies ; the
commanding officer, however, had just, before
reported that he had soveral weeks' provit ons,
and under no circumstances would he surrender
that important post. Au investigatien of this
matter has been ordered.

The withdrawal of a considerable part of Gen.
Grant's army to reiaforeo Gen. Baeti, and to oc-

cupy Louisville and Cincinnati, induced tbe ea-cm- y

to renew operations in Northern Mississippi
and Western Tennessee.

A force of somo five or six thousand men was
sent to attack Bolivar and Jackson, Tenneseee,
and, by destroying tho railroad, te eat off aH
connection between .Memphis and Conatb. Tba
head of tie enemy's column was met about four
miles south of Bolivar on the 30th of August,
and a brisk skirmish ensued. On the 31st," a
portion of the enemy's ferae was engaged aad
repulsed near Medou station. Un tho 1st of Sep
tember tho fight was renewed at Brittou's lane,
on tho Denmarc road, ami continued till night.
