Information has been received at tho head
quarters of this department or tho organization
of a force in Mexico of Irom five hundred te one
thousand men anuer Certinas or more proba'
bly nnder Judge Davk and ether renegade
Americans, tor the purpose of Invadlne Texas
Tho Mexican authorities give their assurance
that it shall be prevented ; but they are Iceflf
cieut, treacherous, not very friendly to us, and
somewhat in tho confidence of the Yankees.
We have little, confidence in their pronUot.
Should such an attempt be made, the invaders
ah mid be pursued across tke io Grande, and
exterminated upon the same neutral territory
where they have been pormitted to organize
their unlawful expedition.

Wo are gloi to learn that Gen. Baylor, with
his brigade, is assigned to the pretectien of our
nerthern frontier against Iadians, jayhawkers
and Abolitionists. Every attempt has been
made by Jim Lane and others of his stripe, to
incite the Indians in that vicinky to hostility
against the Texians; and they have been
abundantly supplied with arms aad ammuni-
tion, sa well as with satisfactory motivts for a
war of extermination upon all classes of our
citizens.

No mannndorsUads the Indian character bet
tor than Gea Baylor. This knowledge, together
with his aatnstism, coolness and bravery, pecu
liarly qualify him for the duties of the difficult
position that he is about to assume. We know
of no commander in whose skill, foresight and
determination we feel more confidence than in
those of Gen. Baylor.

A new company has been rauod aad organ
ized in this city for home protection in base of
invasion. Mr. Asa Mitchell, an old patmot
who has long been a terror to evil-dfter- is
elected captain. Tho company consists of over
sixty members, mostly over fifty years of age,
and' all exempt by law from military dnty.
They are well armed and equipped at their own
expense, aad ready te meet the enemy, whether
foreien or domestic.

Our neighbors of the iVetcs gives a vaiy good
description of thk company, and we adopt his
Iansruago as follows :

Amonfr them we saw thess who foueht at San
Jancinto, those who were of tho forlorn hope of
" Deaf Smith at the burning of the bridge,'
those who were in the Santa Fe expedition in
the Mexican war, the millionare b v the side of
the poor man : those who have been captains,
colonels, judges, senators, and members wf

Congress, and who have sons and grandsons in
the army, all standing side by bide, going
through the drill of the soldier. It was a grand
and noble spectacle, and one we shall never for-

get. Noble men ; they have passd through
many a strurrtrle already in this lite, and are
now volunteers in defense of their lomes and
families. All this speaks with a voice not to be
mistaken, and voe be to an enemy that shall
attempt to wrest from such patriots the homes
and inheritance already sealed to them by their
own blood.

The casualties of the day I am unable to

state with accuracy at this time, as we fought
over twelve miles of ground. One of the rebel
officers, with .a flag of truce, stated to me that
they had lost sixty in killed, among them a lieu-
tenant colonel. My loss was cempRratively
small. Among the wounded are Colonel Jewell
and Lieutenant Johnson, of the Oth Kansas
both of them, I fenr, mortally. The enemy is
badly whipped, and will probably not venture
north Of Boston mountain again this winter, if
thk part of tho State k held. As it is their re-
liance for subsistence, and having eaten out all
in the valley of tho Arkansas, they must s,oon
retreat into Texas.

I have sent for my transportation to come up,
and shall occupy a position at or near Cane Hill.
The rebels hrfd about ton days' rations of bread.
coOkcd and in little sackB behind their saddles,
from which it is evident that they intended mak-
ing a desperate effort to force their way north.

Compesition of General McClernauVs Corps
d' Armee The Gunhott Flett Under Commo-
dore Porter.

Correipneen of tie Cbieago Timet. "

Tke fleet of boats which carried the 97th and
99th Indiana regiments te Columbus', Ky., ar-

rived at New Albany, oa their return, Monday.
From the officers of these boats the New Al-
bany Ledger gathers the following information,
with reference to Genoral McClernand's Missis-
sippi river expedition :

The expedition k being organized cn a gigan-
tic scale Columbus being the point of rendez-
vous. Major General MeClernand is now there,
giving his personal superintendence tb the ar-
rangement and equipment of tha forces, and
taking all the necessary steps to insur j the suc-
cess of the expedition.

His corps d'armes will consist entirely of
Western and Northwestern regiments. It will
embrace ten regiments from Indiana, twelve
regiments from Illinois, four regiments from
Iowa, four regiments from Wisconsin, two regi-
ments from Minnesota, aud some ten thousand
troops, infantry, cavalry and artillery, from the
army in Kentucky, probably a portion of Gen.
G. W. Morgau's command, and a portion of the
lato command of Gen. Gager. The cavalry and
artillery force will bo ample for any aad every
emergency.

In addition to this force, the gunboat fleet
under Commodore Porter will with
the expedition. The fleet of Commodore Porter
consists of the following vessels : Benton (flag-
ship,) Capt Gwinn, 16 guns; Eastpcrt, Capt.
Phelps, 13 guns; Carondelet, Capt Wilkes, 13
guns; Cincinnati, Capt. Stemble, 13 guns;
Cairo, Capt. Bryant, 13 guns; Mound City,
Capt Wilson, 13 guns ; Louisv'lle, Capt.
Meade, 13 guns ; Baron De Kalb (formerly St.
Louk,) Capt. Winslow, 13 guns; Ejsex, Capt.
Iloiter, 7 guns; Lexington, Capt Shirk, 7
guns; making a total of ten gunboats aud one
hundred and twenty-on- e guns.

Were it nucessary, thk naval force could be
augmented by the Tyler, Conestoga, Ch'lli-come- ,

Indianela, Bragg, Little Rebel, Fort
Henry, and those of tho now gunboats now
nearly finished.

The first groat obstacle for the uxpedition to
overcome will be the formidable fortifications at
Vicksburg. But when it is rem:mbered that
Commodore Farragut, with his fleet of gunboats
and mortar boats, is below these works, aud can
easily with tho fleet from above, it
will be seen what au overpowering' force will bo
brought to bear for the redaction 'ef the rebel
stronghold at Vicksburg.

The canal dug by order of Gen. Butler, last
summer, will be of no advantage to us in an
attack. Gentlemen who have lately been with
tho transports carrying rebel prisoners to Vicks-
burg, say that sinco tho abandodment of tho
work by our troopi tho enemy havo erected
vory formidable batteries there commanding the
deboncho of the canal, and had taken all the
precautions of filling up the channel, so as to
prevent tha washing out of the canal when the
river rises. And even should the .water rise
sufficiently to wash out tho chaunul, the guns of
the enemy would still eomaud the canal.

The attack upon Vicksburg lat summer
failed for want of a land force on
our part. MeCIemand's expedition will obvi-
ate thk want in the future, and when 'Vicks-
burg is agaia attacked it will be taken by storm
by MeCIemand's troops. The city captured,
and the way is comparatively clear to New Or-
leans.

The expedition of General MeClernand will
bo ready to move by the 10th of December at
farthest, perhaps much earlier. It will bo fol-

lowed by the gunboats of General EHett, who
will have a large force of infantry, cavalry and
artillery, to keep the river cleat of guerillas and
rebel batteries. General Ellett's command will
be quartered upon armed transports, so that it
can ba moved rapidly to any peiat where its
presence may bo required ; and it will have, in
conjunction with tho gunboats, complete sur-
veillance ef the lower Mississippi and its navi-
gable tributaries, so that whea the river is once
opened it will remain open, and its navigation
necomo entirely sate te steamers.

Large Deposit or Iionev. A somewhat
singular discovery was made ia a house in St
Louhf. Tha Argus gives the following account
of tho story :

The inmates of ono -- of our largest n

mansion nouses, & lew uays since, wero sur
prised to find a large number of bees flying
aooui m two or iniee or too upper rooms. As
tho little fellows continued to occupy the places
a boo naturalist was sent to investigate. On
entering the rooms ho exclaimed, "Yon havo
honey somewhere here," and proceeded to
search for it On romoviBg the firoboard be
aiscovereu mat ono lino ot tho chimney was
full of honey comb, which was hanging down
into tho fireplace, and the honey was dropping
from it ; proceeding to the top of the hoase to
sound tbo chimney, he found the same ; ono
hue of ther chimney was full, and tho bees
were industriously at work there also. Thee
flues of the chimney had sever been used;
they wero plastered smooth insWe, and were
poriecuy uars, a sione uaving been placed on
tho ton of .each flue. The beea hurl AananAr.A
the adjoining flues, and found small holes about
ten inches from the top of the chimrreyr leading
into the closed fines, and through these holes
they mado their way in and out They have, it
is Bupposeu, occupied tnese piaees for three
years, having been kept warm in the winter by
the heat of the adioininf fines. On TAmnnin,.
the fireboard, the bees seeing the great light
which had broken in upon them, descended to
the room and gathered on the windows to the
thickness of three inches. It is estimated that
mere are in the two flues from forty thousand lo
fifty thousand bees, and from two thousand .to
three thousand posmds of honey.

Earthquakes at Fayai A Fayal corres
p ondent of the New Bedford Mercury writes un
der date of tbo 23d ult :

THE .NO ItTKB BttV PRESS ON THE
.."MEDIATION news.

The Northern journals are dkcusaing the Iafo
mediation news with mueh vigor. The position
of' France attracts most of their attention. The
Ne.York Triiune says :

The news from Europe by the Arabia settles
the onaation of mediation and of intervention,
by tho European powers in oar affairs for the
present, at leaet, if not altogether. Bussia holds
baok, England refuses, and Franca alone k will-
ing to interfere in what is none of her business.
That both Russia end England are wise, they,
happily, are persuaded, and we are confident
that Franco will be led into thopath of wisdom,
though it may bo against her wfll. . Should the
Emperor propose to adopt a policy ia which he
would find no backers in the other great powers,
it might possibly lead to new complications from
which it might not bo easy to extricate himself
with honor and credit .So shrewd a ruler will
not fail to foresee such a possibility, and oea-olu- de

that tho safer and wiser way k to kt us
alone,

Tho apprehension of aay interference oa the
part of European pewers in the war ia thk
country has cot of late been much felt; bat so
long as it remained a deukt it was a painful
one. There will ka a sense of rtlief aew at its
positive reeaoval, and tke aatioa will feel all the
stronger in the sease that it confronts all the
possible difficulties of the case in the suppres-
sion, pure and simple, of the Southern rebellion.

Tho New York Tinws remarks that " it k at
last rerifiod that tho French Emperor has seri-

ously meditated intervention, and has actaally
propoiod to the Eaglieh government a joint of-

fer of mediation to etep the American war r and
tke Times then says i

The fact that it is Minister Dreuyn de L'Hays,
so recently taking hk place in the Emperor's
Cabinet, that initiates thk movement, k signifi-
cant, almost sinkter, as indicating the willing-
ness of the French government to interpose its
influence to stop the war, at a moment when all
the advantages in a military asp set, are in favor
of the Union when its armies are largest and
most efficient, and prepared to give tho finishing
blow to the rebellion. Thk dkelosure is not in
accordance with concurrent testimony from
France during tho war and up to the present
time. We had been led very generally to be-
lieve that no government in Europe was more
firmlv fixed in the view ef the utter impolicy of
meddling with the American rebellion than that
of tho French.

The divnlgement at last ef the coxsultations
that have taken place between the governments
of England. France and Russia, ia regard to
American affairs, will be bene!cial to all parties
concerned; aad we suppose we ea tkis side the
water aro most deeply concerned of any. It
will give a definiteness te American pelicy that
will loavo tho governments of Earepe no room
to doubi what will be the result when they shape
and indicate their owa coarse. Whatever k
done and said hereafter will be said and done
with a distinct understanding of the very grave
issues involved.

The proposition of the French Emperor, it
seems, was to unite with Epgland in aa offer of
friently mediation in the American quarrel. We
were to be asked, perhaps, te sukmit te their
judgment the .question whotker the seceded
States should be recognized as an independent
government er not. In view of the foot that
English ministers hold the opiaioa that the
American Union k a anisance that ought to be
abated, the naturo of their ballot on our destiny,
if once placed in their hands, will not be
doubted, while the after of the South te both
England and France of perfect free trade, oa
the recegnition of its independence, would
hardly leave tho latter a wholly disinterested
umpire.

The reply ef Earl Russell te the circular of
Drouyn de Li Mays discleses more than at first
strikes one. He declines to joia the French
govornment in the proposed mediation first, be-

cause as ho avers, there are aa yet na signs that
it would be received by the United States gov
ernment with favor; but, sscondly, (and it
seems to U3 mainly,) became that, " up to the
prtseut time, the Russian government had not
agreed to although it may support
tho endeavors ot England and Jt ranee."

We de not wish to suspect tha Eiglish gov-
ernment of malevolence toward ns, verging to
unfriendly demonstratioas, but we do net like
that phr&so in regard to Russia. If it k " meral
s union" only that Eagland was contemplating,
in what respect was the abience of the " active

of Russia a balk to mediation,
provided that power "supported the (moral)
endeavor of Fraaeo and England 7 Was there
anything contemplated ia the contiagency of
the utter rejection ot mediation that rendered
the " active of Russia a desirable
thine to haver

The Herald thinks the intelligence important,
"because it now bears an official stamp," and
says:

According to tho official papers now laid be
fore the werid, Jnglana has ftinpbatically refused
to join the alliance and correctly doubts if Rus
sia will have a hand ia the matter, she prefers
her neutrality, with tho hope that the North and
South will finally suceed in destroying them-
selves, when she can step in aad gather up the
pieces tor her own aggrandisement and power.

Thus the matter stood on the ibtbot Hovem
bor. It is clearly manifest frem these develop
ments that intervention never bad any strength
in Europe, and the recent conclusions of the
rebel journals in regard to European reeogni
tion appear to havo been based upon" correct in
formation, ibis news, of coarse, baaishes in
tho Soath all hopes of foreign aid aad comfort.
It will be of service to the robek. It will show
them the folly of leraistiBP in their rebellion.
It must convince them that, unaided, they can
not withstand the overwhelming power of the
loval States. Let this lesson from the three
Great Powers, bitter as it may be to the South
ern leaders, havo jts influence with the people of
the seceded btates. lney may now abandon
all hQpo of outside assistance.

Whatever view we may take of the- - conduct
and policy of Napoleon on this great question,
wo are indebted to him for being the means of
setting at rest, officially ana decidedly, the idea
that had taken possession of many miads that
the leading powers of Europe would interfere
in our domestic affairs, and thus destroy us as a
nauon.

The special Washington correspondent of the
New York Herald expre.'ses tho belief that
neither Mr. Seward, ner any one connected with
the foreign department, may have been taken
unawares by the French offer of mediation to
Ecglacd and Russia in-on- affairs. He says:

If I am well informed, the State Department
has received at different times through' the
agency of Mr. Dayton, an account of the dkno
sitions of the French government in reference
to our affairs, which could net leave any doubt
as to the ultimate design of the Emperor. I am
much mistaken if there is sot now on file in the
archives a report of Mr. Dayton, ef April last,
giving tho details of a conversation he had with
the JSmporor of France, in which it is stated
that " although his Majesty expressed the mcst
sincere desire for the restoration of the American
Union, he nevertheless hinted that, if at the
end of the summer campaign the Federals had
not obtained some deckive advantages, he
would bo put to the necessity of yieldinr to the
repeated demands of the Confederates, and to
receive Mr. Slidell." At the same time he
warned Mr. Dayton that should he be compelled
to receivo him, the North ought to see in thk
atop a determination on the part oi Jt ranee
to inaugurate a new policy with the United
States.. This communication must have, of
course, informed the State Department of what
takes placo

A great uncertainty prevails in political cir-
cles as towhat will bo tho course of action of
the French government after the refusal ef
England. Will tho Emperor wait for the good
pleasure of the English Cabinet, or will he act
alono 7 His understanding with Russia is in a
more advanced state than his understanding
with Eagland, and is he likely to act conjointly
with tho Czar 7 Such are some of the questions
now dkcussed among politicians very anxious
to knowra yon may well imagine, the develop-
ment of the Napoleonic idea on that subject

tice ef six months, and the opening of one of
the Southern harbors to allow French toss ok to
take a supply of cotton.
