It tnkes sn enlightened, liberal and

practical view of the war in which we are en-

gaged, and is at the same time the seversat and

moit seathing phillipic upon the Nerth and the

barbarons eomduct of the war that we have

read, 3

Mr. BesTiNcK, in the language of the Rich-
mond Whig, is of the opiuion that slsvery is not
the issue involved—that the North is net fight-
img for the liberation of the slave, bui “for dol-
lars"—not for civil fresdom and the right of
solf government, established by the revolution
of 76, but tham. The mem of the
South, en the other hand, are fighting for inde-
peudsuce—'' for their bomes, their wives and
their children,” and for these thay fight with “s
dogres of pallsutry almost unexsmpled.” Whils
their snamios aro stlempting to fix upon them
“the mosl galling, the most tyramnical govers.
mant that ‘ever disgraced the history of the
world,"” they are siroggiing fike “‘heroes” for
what is “dearer than life—jiberty.” For thess
reassns, Mr. B. assures us that the psople of the
Oonfederats Statss bave the universal sympsthy
of the British race. The war bas besn waged
on the part of the Nerth, be says, in & wspirit of
“downright barbarism and brutality.” It can-
not possibly esd in the subjugstion of the
South. Ha, therefore, hald that it is the duty of
Grest Britain and Francs al once to sckuow-
ledge the independence of the Conlederate
Siates.

These are the views of a sagacious English
politician, and from his ewn assurance, as wall
ax from mauy other sourees of lnformation, we
are compelled to believe that they are the con-
vietions entertaimed, with an spproximstion to
unanimity, by the peopls of Ecgland. It is,
therofore, smong the phenomens of govern-
wment, that the Minisiry should persist so obsii-
nately in a poliey that runs into collision with
the wishes and judgmest of the people, eon-
fliets with precedent, and epposes interest and
justipe. There woald have been dramatic pre
priety in England's being the first governmont
to scknowledge the independence of the Cos-
federnte Siaten; for it was egainst her that the
colonies of this continent first established
the right of secomsion, and the prineipla that
governments derive their just powers from the
consanl of the governed. It was simply nec-
esaary for her o recogmive afresh the principle
sbo admitted when she concaded the indepes.
denge of the United States—to apply to them
pow the pame docirine they asserted aa to her in
1776, This point is mede by Mr. BENTINCK,
snd is foo obviously spplicable to our condition
to admit of diseussion. There is the nearcst
p;inhlo paralial botwsen the lssues involved in
this war, and in that which resulted in enr orig-
inal indepsndence—with this fundamental differ-
enes in our favor, that, whereas, that was unde-
niable revo'ution, or rebellion, this is merely the
exorcisa of & right beloaging to ns as sovereign
Siatrs, sad inberent io the uature and couditionn
of the Union.

Mr. Bextisck hits the mail on the head—rom
tanpit acu—when be repudistes the idea that the
Yaukess ars fghting for sny great principle or
right, or for snything abeve what impels the
foot-pad or the bighway-man—* dollars.” Itis,
in truth, uaticnnl brigandage, not dessrving to
be dignified with the name of war. A erasy
fanaticism and & fiendish malignity constitute
elemonts in it, bul the greal motire is poli. In
the war of the revolullon, Washington com®
plained that Yankee iroops could not be an-
listed ualess they were paid in advasce. Iothe
Convention tha! framed the Constitution of the
United Statag, the debates and procesdings show
that while the representaiives of the South were
angaged in debaling great principles of gav-
sroment the representatives of the North
ware oocupied in devising plsus of sectionsl
advautage, by which apecial bounties
sod bevefits would scorue to their people.
And atter the government was set in operation,
the trausactions of Congress bere dsily teati-
mony to the fact that the Ysunkees had no ides
of government, and no other use for it, than 1o
make it the agent for putting money in their
pocksta. It is curious now to reflect kow much
we submitted to in this way—with what indif.
ference or patience we permitted, session xfler
sension, measures to be adopled for our owa im-
poverishment and their aggrandizement. Think
of thair tariffs, their plundsr of the public Iands,
thelr appropristions for harbors, rivers, light-
housen, castom-hensss, sto; their fshing boun-
ties, chesp postage, and a bundred other things,
ths effect of which was to lurn the whole work-
ing of the zovernment ts their peenniary jnterest.
Ne wonder they loved (hat ‘government, and
pow glarify it. They bad o greet and praciics]
intercst in ii—san interest that comld be accu-
rataly computed in dolisrs snd cents. Thay are
right in eslling it “ paternal.” It wes & boun-
tifal futher 1o them. It gave them the fine
clothes they wore ; il spread for them the luxw-
neas repasis of whish they paricok: it made
for them the downy Leds on which (hey slept;
it built their magnificent residences, and far.
nisked thair splondid equipages: it made them
rich and powerful—in their own eyes, and in the
cyos of others, & grest natica. Dat, all this at
the exponse of the South, through the opemtion
of & mest ingenious syslem of legisiative robbe-
ry! And new when the Sonth Is determined to
bo robbad no more in that Way, they send down
their hireling hosts Lo rob us wi et armiis. It ins
changs in the menns employed, bat net in ths sod
aimedst. "Dollars’ endeared the Union Lo them:
aud ‘dellurs’ inflame their valorous souls for
war. Mr BesTimcs understands what they
mean by the ** beloved Union" snd the “glorious
flag"—thingn that wore wearth xo much to them
asonually in carrent coin of the realm—cf which
they could alwsys carry in their pockets visible
tokens-—which fed their hungry stomacks pat
merely, but thal ecrmorant vanity sud parvenue
pride which gloried so insanely in the grandeur
of the Republic and the bonor of being an Amer-
jean, It is because they cannet bear 1o loss all
those tidugs, fo have the golden stream that
poured all theso blessings into thair lap diveried,
that they hawve talken up arms, and come upon &
crusado of robbery.

LETTER FROM RICHMOND.
Spacial Corretpondenss of the Memphis Appral
Ricumonp, Decomber 9, 1563,

Wo have had two days of savers cold, cen-
gealing the surface of the small ponds and hold-
ing out excellent promise of sealing up the riv-
ars, but to-day the wind blows balmily from the
South, and osture relaxes under its weft infla-
spce. Jack Frost has fallen back with his
forcea to the other side of the Polomae, without
enforeing bis wintor blockads. Buraside s,
therafors, still securs of his daily sapplies from
Waasbingtou, and may remsin ai. long as he
pledses on the north bank of the Rappabannock
—4hat is to say, ss long as an impatient Yankes
public will permit him to contimue inactive.
Romor last night represented him as having
massed his treops opposite Port Royal, propara-
tory to & pasaage of the river under cover of his
guoboats. W shall see.

The cold snap, though it did not last long
snough to suspend navigation in the tributaries
of the Chesapeake, has given us ice in limited
quantities. To-day they wre eviting it of the
thickuess of thres inches, from soveral ponds in
the immediate nsighborhood of Richmond. It
is inconceivable that the goverzment, perfoctly
well apprised by the experienca of last snmmer
of the importance of securing s sufficieat sup-
ply for hospital purpesss, has not taken the
proper steps for putting it away by the thousand
tuns. There is & lrge region of country in the
Virgiais moustsins, lying ocostiguons to the
James River and Kanawha eacal and the Vir
ginia snd Tesnessee railread, where ice is
formed svery winter, of any desired thickness,
quite equal in solidity and perity to the best
Rockisnd o Weaham lake eropp, and whers, at
yery moderats cost, depots might have been
erectad adequate to the storage of an abundant
supply. But up to the present moment nothing
has been done in the matter. A friend of mine,
in the engineer service, and s mosi competent
person, told me a day or iwo age, that he was
eharged with making & report npon the subject,
from an sciual survey of thoss parts of the
ceunties of Bottetonrt and Rockbridge which
are adjacent to the eanal, but that while he boped
yot to ascomplish it before Christmas, no time
was fized upon for his vinit. Poessibly when the
ponds have been propared and the warchouses
built, wintsr will have pazsed by, and the de-
partment will bave kad its tcouble for nothing.
