The plan of attack by the enemy this winter

will, in all probability, result In a decisive
movement on Jackson by tbe Yazoo river. As
soon as the rains set in it will become utterly
impossible for large armies to advance by land
through the State. These same rains, however,
wlH raise tbe rivers so that the enemy, having
control of the waters, can avail himself of them
for offensive purposes.

Grant's army will hardly dare to proceed
much farther south with the precarious line of a
single railroad for tbe conveyance of supplies.
Hk purpose, evidently, k to ooeupy the atten-

tion of our army, while they are preparing the
foanidable land and water expedition, which,
under McClerkand and Porter, will sweep
down with the first flood, to get in rear of our
troops and strike at tbe heart of the State, be-

fore they e&n he successfully oppssed.
Descending the Mississippi river, there is no

point in wet weather, between Friar's point
and tbe Yaaoo river, where tbey can land
and establish a base ef operations. Enter-

ing the meuth of tbe Yskoo, however,
we find, that twelve miles np, tbe hills
some nearly to the left bank ef the river, and
here beyond a question their grand attempt will
be mads. Tbey aveid Ticks burg, by stopping
short ef it, and while the " iron clads " engage
tbe batteries of that city, their army will attempt
to establish thosuelves securely within forty
miles of Jackson.

Oar dnty in the premises then becomes plain.
We mast fortify the hills of the Yazoo in such
a manner as to thwart their schemes ; concen-

trate an army at the threatened point, cause the
heights to bristle with artillery, and obstruct the
river so as to render the passage of it an ntt6

impossibility. All tbk is entirely feasible. It
can be done if we pnt onr hands to the work.
The rivers are still low and the grand expedition
is yet in a state of preparation. We have time
to meet and arert the evil, but none to spare.
Let not a day be kit.

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THE EXPLOSION ON TUB YAZOO.

The Yicksburg Wh of Tuesday morning
eontains tbe particulars of the destruction of

one of the enenmy's vessels on the Yazoo river.
It turns out to have been one of his rams instead
ef gunboats. It is stated that on Friday last,
the 12th inst., three gunboats and two rams

the Yazeo river as far as tbe town of St.

Charles, or Blake'a lower negro quarter. Only
four ef tbe vessels, however, returned one ef
the rams having been destroyed by the explo

sion of a torpedo. We are credibly informed

that evidences of the wreck are very abundant,
aad the point where the smash up occurred has

been visitod by large numbers since Friday.
That the boat carried guns of heavy caliber, is

prsvenbythe large sponge staffs whieh were
found. It is hoped that measures will be takoa to

secure the guns. The marine csrps, to whom the
credit of this achievement is due, is nnder the
charge ef Captain Z. McDaniel, a most ener
cretic officer, and an unswerving believsr that
o
his sub marine theory will yet prove a success.
We imagine he and the picktts will make the
Yazoo rather warm traveling fr the vandals.

folio, containing a transfer of the owner, Mr.

Wo were to-d- within
four miles of Vicksharg. We do not see any
gunboats of any kind, but whon we got to a
town ealled St. Charles (Blake's lower nogro
quarter), wo got within a quarter of a mile of
it, we came te two lorpeaoes ia lae river, wnicu
exploded, but did us no barm. We then came
back to tbe fleet. I think it is likely that we
shall go again and blow the town
dowa. I hose so, anyhow. Good nigbt, love,
and may God Bless both 01 you. fray tor me

Amen, say we.

A Balttmorean in Fort Lafayette.

Tbe forts in Nashville are the most complete
of the kind in the country Fort Negley, situa-
ted' on St. Cloud Hill, is the masterpiece, and
was constructed almost entirely by negroes, un
der tho engineersbip of Oapt. Alertoa, ot Phila-
delphia. The work covers nearly twelve acres
of ground, and communication is carried oa by
means of subterranean passages from one por-
tion of the fort to another. In the center is a
fine stockade, capable of ganisoning a full regi-
ment. The fort mans four thirty-tw- o pounders,
steel guns, called the Rodman, and said to be
the best pattern in existence; four very heavy
guns, which our troops took at Fort Donelson,
two of them large enough to throw a sixty-fou- r
pound solid shot, and a battery of field pieces,
making fourteen in all. The Redmans are pro-
tected by a bomb-pro- arrangement, Invented
by Captain Morton. The hill is a commanding
eminence, and would successfully stand a se-

vere chock. An' artesian well is progressing,
the boring having already descended 'a hundred
feet. Parallel rifle pits encirele the hill, while
still extended are obstructions to delay a eava'ry
charge.
