OXFORD. Miss.. December 10. Having nothing more

important yesterday, I called on A. J. Qninohe, profes-
sor of latin acd modern languages In the University of
Mississippi, Iacated at this place, and gathered many
particulars coscernlog the institution. The University
gronnds lie Inst west of the railroad and eutside of the
village limits, oa a commanding piece of ground, and,
before the breaking out of the w&r and its oecupancy
fer hospital purposes, must havo been strikingly beauti-
ful. Seven large briek buildings la the form of a semi
circle, with the mala eae ia the center, and all three
stories high, belong to the college, aad are usad fer halls,
lecture rooTS, dormitories, etc The boarding bouse
stands a few rods to tbe reer, the observatory tbe same

stance to the northward, and the steward s building
anal residence combined considerably to the front and
right Ten wooden bnlldlngs In all are inc'nded. Its
grounds are ample and shaded with the natlra oak of
great age aud beauty. Tbe whole tout ensemble of she
placets appropriate and grand for one of Its youth.

By the poiitenesn of Pn feasor Qulucha I was shown
through sons of the roams. The observatory rests nn

pter unconnected with the building, though lit tbo
center of it, md is surmounted with a large revolving
tower, so nicoly adjusted that one man can turn it easily
to any point In the heavens.

A telescopo was eDgagtd at a cost of $10,000 of Clark,
Coneitoca. New York, but the brssklig out of tbe re- -

bellion'and the consequent suspension ef cotumerelal
relations between the two sections ot oountry pre-
vented Its delivery. A small one is mounted in one of
the two small towers that surmaunt each wing of the
building, for ebservlog comets. The other small tower
was Intended for transit instruments. In connection
with the obsarvatory Is a small brick edifice one hfry
high, built with double walls, and with plaUs of gtass
so arranged as to command tho admission of light, that
was a complete magnetic observatory, with two sets of
instruments, intended to with our general
system of coast survey. At prasent nothing but the
baro walls are left, and It is tsed for a dead bonse- - One
of the largest plaaettrinais in the country Is in the
astronomical room, and is said to have b en made at
Lexington, Kentucky. The astronomical and electrical
apparatus is more than ordinarily complete and all I
observed were actual working models. In each of three
Ucture rooms cushioned Iron chairs, with lesves for
writing, and an inkstand m each leaf, were provided.

The chemical laboratory was also complete In every
department, and capable of accommodating twenty or
thirty analytic! students any time. A magic lantern,
with "Drummoad lights," also stsnds In It I omitted
to mention the electrical machine Is claimed to be the
largest in the world, excepting ene ia London. Its
plates are six leet in diameter.

The library has In the neighborhood of ten thousand
volumes. In one corner of the room wagon-Ioail- s of
books were thrown on tho floor promiscuously by sol-

diers, before guards were stationed to protect the prop
erty. Among tne geological specimens in cabinets,
several bones and part of a tusk of the mastadou are oa
exhibition. -

In the geological department Prof. Hilgard (a German
by birtb) has bean indefatigable, and has ou his shelves
a completo compendium or tbe resources of the mate.
His analysis of soils haabsan especially comprehensive.

The Univfrity Is established upon a grant of land
consisting or thirty-si- sections, raado by the United
States to tho Stato cf Mississippi in 1119, to ba vested in
tbe Legislature of tho State ia trust for the support er a
seminary of learninr. Theso lands were selectel aad
leased by tho State till 183L In this year the Legl-Utnr- e

provided for ineir valuation and sale wnenever tne bias
should not amount to less thsn three-fourth- s of their
valuation. Ihlrtv-flv- e and a half sections were sold in
1S33. On the 1st of January, IZjG, the fund amounted
to e$74,324.41. The sum of $100,000 was appropriated
by tho Legislature about tge tamo time to provide
apparatus.

Our mails arrive and depart with regularity within a
few davs of our occupancy of any place. Ross, now
one ot Gen. Grant s aids, baa been general superintend
entof mails In this department, ana fairly won a better
poiltlonby a&aldulty to business. Whatever of delay
may occur in ths transmission of letters Is due to negli-
gence some whore else, and not chargeable to those im-

mediately with the army.
Tho prison ars taxen oy our eavairy are an conunea

here yet, lo different buildings, and pressnt a rather pit
iable aspect Their clothing Is generally Inadequate to
tbe season, and, being prisoners, they are coopadnpand
debarred ths privilege or obtaining many comforts tnat
men la camp provide for themselves. Rations are dealt
out to them regularly, but the provost marshal expert
enees treat difficulty In getting them cooked. The ne
groes that swarm around ana lntest our camps are
wnoliy wonniess wiuioui en overseer xo eacn aaraey,
Tho officer la charge has beea obliged to go t6 families
In town to get the prisoner's rations cooked, and on one
or two occasions had to compel them to do the work.
At a general rule, ths prisoners, hero and elsewhere,
have received great attention irom ineir own people.
The work of the provest offlee Is uncommonly heavy
here, but has been discharged in a satisfactory manner
by Lieutenant-cmone- i lucnaras, commanding tne v.utti
Illinois volunteers. Hundreds of applications are dally
made for Basses, and quite a number come to Inquire the
nature of tho oath of allegiance exneted from those who
desire protection In person and property.

A large bark carao
from the wtst on Friday p. 21. and sailed next
morning lor .Now Orleans. Tho large steamer
Rhode Island brought the mail and two months'
supply of provisions, also some artillery lor
Pelican Spit. The commander of the fleet has
ordsrsd under arrest tho officer by whose-- orders
the city was tired upon on the 2d inst The
Yankees tell the wharf rals tba. eight steamers
nnd a number of transports aro expected daily
with troops, and that they will clean out the"
State of rebellion.

A flag of truce, bOrno by Majors Watkins, of
Magruder's staff, Von IlarteH and Kelsburger,
had communication witit the fleet y at nine
O'clock.

The Harriet Lano raited a 'arger truce flair
from her mizzen matt. Onr officers proceeded
to tho central wharf and waved and planted
their flag on tbe wkarf. A boat then pnt out
trom the Harriet Liine with a llacr of truco nymg
from hor bow, and proceeded to the wharf ; our
major assisted the Federal officers upon the
wharf.

Capt. Hamilton Lse, and , of the Fed
eral ship were the onicers representing the Uni-
ted States. When they had all got out of the
boats, they shtok hands heartily, and few words
passed. Onr officers desired to see tbe com-
mander Df the fleet, and they descended into tho
launch and pulled for the flag ship. As they
passed the steamer Owasso, the sailors ou her
decks saluted them.

I felt proud to notice tho gallant beano r of
our onicers, and our army was well represented
by these gallant meu.

To danger need be spprebended of a battle
for a numbor of days. The Yankees fear the
Texians, and, I have not seen one of them on
shore for the pa-s- t threo weeks.

The Xudinti Trouble in the lYorthiveait.
From the Sioux City (Iewa) Register, December 6.

Wo are indebted to Major Campbell, paymas
ter, United 8tates army, who has just returned
from Fort Sanlall, for the following intelligence
respecting the present whereabouts and move-
ments of " Little Crow" and his Indian allies
on the upper Missouri. Major Campbell ob
tained this intelligence irom Dr. Borieigh, who,
in turn, received it direct from the spy :

A spy sent ont from the Yankton agency, and
who has just rttorned from cp tho Missouri liver,
reports five different companies nf Saunt oea on
tne .Missouri river above ort rierro, located as
follows : One at Swan Lake, sixty miles aboro
Fort Pierre ; one at the old Eee Village, ono
hundred miles abovo ; one at Beaver Creek ; one
at Cannon Ball River, and one at Red Wood.
Little Crow is now at Long Lake, one hundred
and fifty miles from Fort Pierre. Ho recently
sent tobacco and other presents to the two bands
of tha Tetons (the Oaekpapas and tho Black-fe- et

Sioux) with an invitation for them to join
him in this war against the whites, aud receives!
a promise that they were ready to aid him, and
would attack Fort Qaerre as soon as the Missouri
was frozen over.

The Sauntees have sent a messenger to Strike-the-Re- e,

head chief of the Yanktons, asking him
to join them with his tribe, and are now await-
ing a reply.

Tbe Big Head, Two Bears, and Bone Neck-
lace, (threo Yanktonian chiefs,) have sent a mes-
sage to Strike-ihe-Re- e, informing him that they
will listen to him, and no one elte.

A party of friendly Indians recently went to
the Sauntee camp on Beaver creek, where they
found White Lodge and Sleepy Eyes, two Saun-te- e

cbiofs, who had in their possession seven
prisoners two wemen and five young girls.
The friendly party offered the chiefs a ransom of
seven horses for the prisoners, but they refused
to give them up, supposing that the ransom
came from the whites.

The prisoners are
now at Fort Pierre, safe and in good hands
One of the women is a daughter cf Jacob Prince,
of Illinois.

Possessions for powder, guns, etc. A party of
Indians recently returned from the British Pos-
sessions repoit that they had a council with a
white man, who said that his people were at war
with the United States, and he wanted all the
Indians tojoin xhim against the government.
He offered to supply them with arms, amunition,
provisions, and everything needed. He said
they had mon enough to begin with, aad should
start down tho Missouri river in tbe Sprii'g "as
soon as the grass was 8S long as his hand." Ho
intended to wipe out all the whites en tho Mis-

souri as far down as Sioux City, then cross to
the St. Peter's river, and up that stream t3 the

We are assured that the fullest confidence ex-
ists at Washington that the land and aaral
forces of tho Union now in the field are not only
competent to put down the armed forces of the
rebellion east and west, but that tha work will
ba done in this winter's campaign. With au
army, in round numbers, of a million men tfaes
engagtd, and with a co operating naval force,
chiefly of iron-clt- d gunboats, equal, we darts
say, to another amy of half a milKok of men.
.against a rebel army which can hardly excd
half a million, there should seem to b no grtmtfel
for a reasonable doubt upon the subject.

Tho organization, equipment and dietribatto--
of these overwhelming warlike forces of the
Union are believed to be such as to reader their
success inevitable in every quarter, and aeaittst
all possible contingencies in tbe way of blun-
ders, opposition, accidents or disasters. Ia tbe

bnt M we conjecture, the expedition of Gen.
Banks is designed to advance upon Riehmoed,
by way of the York or James river, with a fleet
of gunboats, while Burnside moves down upon
the devoted city overland from tbe North, it is
difficult to imagine any chain of mistakes and
misfortunes that can prevent tbe destruction or
complete dispersion of the great rebel army of
Vireinia.

Tho army of Burnside is chiefly an army of
veterans. It is under a tried, experienced, able
and successful commander, and he appears fully
to inherit that unqualified confidence and affec-
tion of his troops which Gen. McCIellan so re-
markably possessed. General Banks, too, has
proved himself equal to every position and emer-
gency in which he has been tested as a military
leader, and be has bseu exposed to trials and
dangers before, where any other than a skillful,
courageous, cool and ed commander
would have beea captured or destroyed. And
then both Burnside and Banks have not only
tbe valuable experience of McCIellan to guide
them, but some very important nractieal advant-
ages, resulting from his peninsula campaign,
including the possession of Yorktown and its
fortifications, and the command of tbe river on
each side of the peninsula. It was recently said
by a Washington contemporary that the army
on the Rappahannock would win Richmond, but
tbat the army of the James river would occupy
the city. However this may be, the means for
the end in view appear to be ample and admira
bly bestowed ; and, therefore, within a few
weeks we may anticipate the occupation of the
rebel capital by the Union forces assigned to tbe
task.

With the fall of Richmond, involving the de-

feat and demoralization of the main army of
Jeff. Davis, the rebellion in the East will be
substantially suppressed ; for we shall Lav
gained the one thing wanted to put an end to
all Southern dreams of European intervention,
and all hopes of the ultimate redemption of
Confederate scrip. If fifty dollars of the scrip
are now required to pay for a good pair of boots
in Richmond, fivo hundred dollars in Memrain-ger'- s

treasury notes will hardly get the boats
anywhere in the South, with the Confederate
rebel capital in possession of tbe Union army.

Thus much for the prospects of the grand
Union wintor campaign now afoot in tbe East.
Meantime, in tbe West, where the rebellion bo?
already beeu thrown off its feet, a system ot
military combinations is in motion calculated to
sweep off the remnants of the relel armies in
that quarter to'the gulf nf Mexieo. The guH-bo- at

flotilla of Admiral Porter, with the co-

operating army nf General McClernand, will
move down the Mississippi river together, wbil
inland, through the Stato of the same name and
Alabama, following up the rebel forces of Bragg,
Pemberton and others, the powerful and victori-
ous armies of Kwcranz and Grant will ad-

vance. Simultaneously, therefoie, or sooh after
the overthrow of the great rebel army of tlie
East and tho capture of Richmond, we may ex-

pect to hear of the rout asd dispersion of the
last remaining rebel armies of the West of any
moment, and the capture of Yteksburg ami
Mobile. With these grand results achieved
East and West, the conquest of tbe remaining
strongholds of the rebellion will be so easy that,
excepting Charleston, we may expet them te
fall without serious resistance.

How to Save Salt.
A contributor to tho Columbus (Ga.) Sua

proposes the following method of curing meat
with the least use of salt:

A3 the time for killing is at hand, let all in-

terested supply themselves at once with vessels
that will hold brine. If casks cannot be ob-

tained, vats or poplar troughs will make good
substitutes. Kill one-thir- d of the pork to be
slaughtered, boil brine strong enough to float an
egg, let both meat and brine get perfectly eoW,
and cover the meat with tbo brine. In two or
three weeks raise tbe meat and hang it up. Re-bo- il

the old brine, skimming off all impurities
that riso to the surface, and add a little more salt
and water. Kill another third of the pork and
pack aa before, and so ou with the remaining
third, thus using the brine three times.

It is thought by those whose opinions are en-

titled to respect, that a half bushel of salt, or
less, to a thousand pounds, used in this way,
will be sufficient.

The advantages are three fold. It takes lees
salt, for none is wasted ; the meat k not liable
to be tainted in consequence of a sud4en change
from cold to hot weather, because it is covered
in brine, which excludes the warm atmosphere ;
and lastly, it is perfectly protected from iies,
which sometimes damage meat seriously in this
elimate.
