It is gratifying, says an erchanje, to notice
tho grant exertions now being made in the South
ta develop its resources. This txhibitioa of
Southern enterprise, thrift, industry tnd iaven-tiv- e

faculty, must satisfy the world that the
Sonthtrn people can speedily becorna, within
thsmtolves, the most independent nation on the
faco of the globe. About th time the war com

menced we know nothing except to grow cot-

ton, corn, tobacco, rice and sugar; and it was
bslievod in the North tha't wo would soon be
starved into submission by tho embargo at Cairo
and along the coast. However the stera schocl
of necessity, instead of being of such vital in
jury to es, as the North predicted, has prorod a
perfect blissing It has shown us what we
were really worth and what we wero capable of
doing; and y we find curs:lres encouraged
es to the future by the indisputablo fact that we

are able to manufacture almost everything in
quantities to support our armies and supply the

at home. We r.xt now man-

ufacturing caunon, musket?, rifle?, caps, swords,
bayonets, powder, shot, shell, cotton and wool-

en goods, printing paper, type, ink, presses,
machinery, copper end iron, cils, furniture,

hand-loom- s, spinning wheels, cot-

ton cards, rops, twins, salt, candles, soap,
brooms, buckets, earthen ware, sewing silk,
and & host of other articles, in such quantities
as to satisfy the msst skeptical that the South
can, in a short time, become in
ths nmmerons branches of industry which she
has heretofore neglected, and place herself on a
fim industrial footing.

Ameng the recent cnterpris33, is one for tbo
manufacture of bar iron. Tho company has
been organized in th&t thriving and goahesdative
State, Georgia, which has dono mors toward
making tho Sonth independent of Northern and
European markets than any other State in the
Confederacy. It was feared at one timo thet
iron must como from the North or foreign coun
tries ; but whenever a necessity arises a resource
is always found, and now we are satisfied 'that
tho people of tho South can, in a short timi', pro-

duce all the iron they need for the government
and home consumption. As little is generally
known, evert theoretically, of the manufacture
of iron, a few remarks on this subject, gleaned
from the K'xhmond Examiner, will not ba with
out interest, especially when attention is so gen-

erally turned to our resources in this article. Iron
enters into three forms, pig iron, barormaloable
iron, and stoel. Tho two latter aro usually made
from the former, by being lemelted and con
verted by labor, heat, and the chemical changes
produced by them, in conjunction with atmos-

pheric influences, int male&blo or bar iron, and
this again, mainly by heat, long continued and
moderate, produced by charcoal, into stsol.
Nearly all ths bar iron manufactured in modern
times is done from pig iron, aad this again into
stoele when desired. Tho ancient or primitive
way of making bar iron was direct from the ore
This mode is very simple, very cheap, and is the
best for wearing purposes, as in plows, and
other agricultural implements. By this process,
iron, which is in ths ore in the xtorning, may
bo in a plow at work y night. A forge with
two fires can be built at vs.--y near tho cost of a
good saw mill, provided it is a suitable site.

KEACriO.X Wf PHICKS.
There are evident signs, says tho Atlanta Con

federacy, of a reaction in prices, not iu all arti- -

cls. but in those that have felt tho influence of
the law of demand and supply to some extent
Tbo articles of Bait and iron are feelinrr thoir in
fluence The high prices of theso commodities
above the average advance, have stimulated their
production. Labor and capital ore being rapidly
diverted into these from other channels of em
ployment. The class of articles which depend
on natural causes for increaso of supply de
pending on seasons and the elements are more
gradually augmented in quantity and reduced

in price. Urain ana provisions are generally, ot

course, in this category. Another description of
commodities of which the supply is received
from abroad, requires the ronowal of commer
cial intercourse with foreign countries, to in
crcaso the supply, fiat our reliance upon a ro--

iuctionDf prices is a case of moro general ope-

ration, to-w- it : the lessening of demand from the
contraction of the currency. The enhancement
of prices generally arises from that iccrcaso of
demand produced by too great an abundance of
money. If tbo treasury note currency were re-

duced one-hal-f there would be a corresponding
fall of prices, because thcro would be a propor
tionate falling off in the demand for nearly all
articles.

The two measures which will most effectually
contribute to this result aro . 1st. Tho increase
of taxation by tho Confederate government.
2d, The couvers.on of the greater part of its
floating debt (treasury notes) into a fundod deb
of bonds and stocks. Tho approaching session
of Congress will pivo riso to a plan of internal
taxation that will augment tho revenue, and
give stability to our monetary aad funding sys
terns. A well digested scheme of direct taxa
tion by the Confederate government, will enable
it to retire a share of its treasury notes while it
will further attract investors to its bonds and

stocks. Such a plan of revenue will act benefi

c'tally on both patta of our fiscal system, our

currency and our bond and stock debt, giving

steadiness to tho former and imparting a higher
value to the latter. The late Stats gnarantees
to that doht will operate in tho Barae diroction,

improving the currency and rendering tho Con-

federate securities objects o$' iavestmeut. These
ends are in a course of gradual accomplishment
without decisive victories ; with such victories
thoj would be rapidly achieved.

Tito Full of Fort Jackeon, St Fblllip
nud Mew Orlraun.

EDITORS ArPEAl: So complete and incredible lathe
Ignorance of the public of the actual facta connected

with the bombardment and passage of Forts Jackson
and St. Philip, La., which led to the fall Or-

leans, that it la deemed an imperative, though tardy act
of justice to those who defended them, to lay before the

pablic for the first time a concise but noenrte sketch of
those events.

On the first of April, 1862, the armament of the two

fort consisted of 115 pieces of heavy artillery, nearly
half the guns in each fort were smooth Si's. Subs-

quently several heavy guns arrived and were put In po-

sition.
Such was the armament with which wa? to bo held on

check a Federal fleet of nearly fifty vessels, carrying
some 350 guns, the larger proportion of which were
nine and eleven lech guns, the balance rifled guns of tha
Intent paterae, mortars and a few howitssrs. This num-

ber induded the somewhat famous mortar fleet, com

posed of twenty-on- e schoonerB divided into threo divis

ions of seven each, and a reserve division of eight steam
gunboats. The balance of the fleet comprised sloops of
war and heavily armed gunboats.

The two fort were under the immediate command of
Lieutenant Colonel Edward Biggins, d regiment
Louisiana volunteers. Brliradier-Gsnera- l J. K. Duncan,
commanding all the forts composing the exterior defen-
ses of ths city of New Orleans, had been present at these
forU since the middle of March. The garrison consisted
of companies B, C, D. E, F, II and K, of the 1st regi-
ment Lonislana Artillery ; one company of Confederate
recruits. iJeut. Dixon ; companies il and I of the SSd
Louisiana volunteers ; company I, 23d Louisiana volun-
teers, and three unattached companies.

Ths only obstructions in the river consisted of a bar-
rier formed by anchoring seven or eight schooners
abreast, a few hundred yards below Fort Jackson, and
stretching chains over them. This, however, pr.vious
to tbe commencement of the bombardment, was no
loncer complete, a heavy fire-raf- t breainc loose and
drifting acro.s the bows of the largest schooner, had
arrtea it away ; and two of the samo fleet, in attempt- -
ng to g into action, hid torn away one schooner and

disconnected another, thus breaking it up as a connected
uarricaae, nna levtig tne balance to ouar such resist-
ance as three or four schooner laylnz at anchor in the
stieam might present to a fleet coming up the river.

The vesels never were rs establUhed in poiition, and
snch was the state of the obstructions on the morning of
the pafssge of Commodore Farragnt's fleet.

and adding that in consequence of the cha acter of
the defense already made, he felt warranted
in offering liberal terms of capitulation. His
proposals were, that the forts, and the pnblic property
in them should be surrendered to the United States gov-
ernment, that the officers and men should retain their
private property, that the officers be entitled to wear
their side arms, and both officer and men be paroled
until exchanged. These terms were also declined That
evening a general order from Gen. Duncan was read to
the garrison of Fort Jackson, complimenting them on
their conduct, informing them of the two demands for
surrender, and of hi rifus.il, and Inllmsting that more
work rmained for them. This announcement, and a re-

port which gained credence sm.ng the men, that a si-

multaneous attack was to be made at three: o'clock the
next morning, by the two fleets, and the land forces of
Butler from the rear, produced among the men of Fort
Jackson a state of alarm and discontent, which resulted
at midnight in a general mutiny of the garrison. That
this was unexpected, and almost incredible to the cfil
oera in command, was but nstnral, after the conduct of
tbe men during the siege At a little after 12 o'clock,
tho nialoritv of tho officer who were attemntintr to re
cruit their strength, and make up for the lus of rest of
tne previous lortmgut, were awekoned to and tne wuoie
garrison under arms.

Th sentries were ordered oT their posts, the detach-
ments scuttled the batteries, tbe guns bearing up the
river, and some of the heavier gnns on the lower front
were spiked. Several of the officers iy10 .went up to
the barbetto batteries, and wore standlqgnear the gnu
wero shot at. An attempt ly vf suppress the
meeting wa clearly impracticable. Every attempt to
reason with the men proved useless, and only ihre hun-
dred an t twenty men could be prevailed nn to remain
even until morning. Tw hundred and fifty left that
night, were eapfred five miles above, by ths Fd-ora- l

pickets. The next morning a flag of truce was
s nt down to Commodore Porter, offering to accept th.
terms refused the previous evening. This was answered
by the appearance of the Harriet Lane, flag-shi- and
several gunboats, of the mortar fleet, as well as thrse
gunboats driven back on Thur.day morning, all carrying
flags of true-?- . As the Federal vessels came in sight, the
Louslana was seen rolling out volumes of smoke from
her ports. An hour or two afterward she bUw up, kill-
ing one man and wouudlng another at Fort St Philip.
The terms previeusly accepted were formally drawn up,
and, after the evacuation by the gan Isons, the forts were
taken possession of by the naval officers detailed for that
purpose. The officers and men, with th'-i- r baggage,
were transported to the city ef New Orleans on gun-
boats, after having given their paroles not to serve
agaiDst the Federal gjyernmcnt nnUl regularly ex-
changed.

Of the officers and men of the Louisiana, some made
their escape through the swamps, but tbe majority were
made prisoners and sent to the North.- -

The circumstances attending tbe demand for a surren-
der of ths city, its evacuation by the enemy, the refusal
of tl:e civil authorities to surrender, its occupation by
uommouore r arragut, ana subsequent transfer to uen.
Butler, arc too well known to need repetition.

Washington, December 8 Our relations
with France have become so important that
yen will be interested in some details of infer-mt-lio-

which may throw light upon tho proba-
ble motives and intentions of the Emperor to-

ward this country.
You havo alraady soon Mr. Dayton's dispatch

to Jlr. Seward, dated November 7, in which M.
Drouyn de l'lluys, ths now Minister of foreign
affairs, is reported to have said to him oa that
day that " no action wns in contemplation by
Fiance, or by France conjointly with foreign
powers, in referenco to the condition of things
in tho Unitod States, but that everything re-

mained as it had ilooo for some time past.
And you can hardly have omitted t observe

that this was in flat contradiction with the fact,
inasmuch as the French dispatch to England
and BLusiia, signed by Drouyn de I'Hnys him-
self, was dated October 2oth, and had bon for
some days in tho possession of tha English and
Russian governments when tho minister denied
to Mr. Diyton that ' any snch note had been
written. In that same dispatch Mr. Diyton
states that be put tho qustion Brill more ex-
plicitly ayin that ha had " rem it stated that
France, England aadlWsh were conforring
upon the propriety of offering mtdiition ; to
which M. Drouyn de l'Hays replied that al-

though tbo Emperor wished that something
could bo done toward ending the war, "nothing
had been resolved upon." This was November
6th, whan that noto, proposing mediation, had
been "resolved upon," written and sent ten days
before.

Mr. Dayton's latest published dispatch to
Mr. Seward is ths one roferrod to above. We
have, therefore, from ths State Department no
explanation of tha motives which led the French
Minister thus to mislead Mr. Dayton by an aver-
ment tho reverse of tho truth. I believe dipli-matis- ts

generally reserve to themselves the
right to lio if they can thereby serve their
country but they always have a motiva for
doin; it. The motive in this case I think I can
supply.

On the 6th of November, tho day when Mr.
Dayton asked this question, neither the British
nor Russian cabiaot had decided how to receive
and treat the application of the Emperor. It
the fact of the application should come to Mr.
Dayton's knowledge before tbeir decision had
been reached, he wsald undoubtedly have done
all in his power to influence it, and to check-
mate tha attempted negotiation.

It becamo important, therefore, for the French
minister's purposes, to conceal from Mr. Diyton
the fact that any such proposal had been made ;
and he took the most direct, indeed the only
means of concealing it when tho question was
put to him that of a distinct and explicit de-

nial.
Tho 11th of November was tha day fixed

npon by the British Cabinet to decide on the ar-

mistice dispatch. On that day M. Dronyn de
l'Hays avowed its existence ta Mr. Daytin, and
read it to him, and two days after he published
it in the Moniteur. At this interview the French
minister did not wait to ba questioned. He en-
tered frankly and fully into explanations of the
dispatch, assuring him that it was not to ba

s in any sense a hostile measure.
He said it was expected that if the proposa

for an armistice should be accepted, tha South-- '
orn ports wero to bo open to trade giving the
impression that this was tho leading motive for
seeking the armistice) at all ; and in reply to a
question from Mr. Dayton as to whither France
would pursue tbo matter further in case Russia
and England should decline tha proposal, M.
Drouyn de l'lluys said that, in his opin'on,
and ss far as he knew, sha would not, but as he
had not seen the Emperor since they had learn-
ed that those powers would probably decline it,
he could not say with any confidence what his
Majesty's intentions were.

You may rely upon theso statements as true.
They do not indicate very clearly, perhaps, tho
purposes or motives of the French Emperor in
proposing the armistice. Bnt they Rive color
to what I know is the opinion iu diplomatic
circles on that point, and which was expressed
in an editorial article in the Times a few days
since. I know that the English and Russian
legations regard it as a movement of domestic
politics on tha Emperor's part. The suffering
amoDg tha laboring classes had become intense.
It was popularly charged to the American war,
ana nas led to a renowed attempt upon tho Em-
peror's life. It bocame important, therefore, for
Napoleon to give tho people of Franca some evi-
dence that he was doing what he could to re-
move tho cause of their suffering, and this pro-
posal for an armistice, involving the reopening
of trade with the Southern ports, was tho means
he adopted for tho accomplishment of that end.

The London papers, and especially tho Times,
seek to create tha impression that Napoleon's
motive in this proposal was to strengthen the
Houtn, and tnus promote a civision of the
Union. If that had clearly been.his wish, Eng-
land would have assented to tha Proposition. J'k
was because sha did not feci sure an that print
that sho declined it. I think I csn assuro you,
on good authority, that in all these r.eotia-tioc- s

certainly up to tha dito of tja latest
dispatches received at the State department
France has indicated more than a v; thingness to
admit tho reconstruction of the U'aion under tbo
armistice ; that it is no part of her purpose, as
it is in no souse in bar intere :, to contribute to
a destruction of the Union, and tint her sole
object was tho restoration of American trade and
the relief of her own pocv, without rezard to tho
internal politics of the United States. The Brit-
ish cabinet havo no confidence in Napoleoa's
intentions, and will enter into no alliance with
either Franca or 'Russia, by which ths recon-
struction of tLo Union may be brought about.

Lauderdale, Tipton, Gibson, Carroll and Hen-
derson.

The Tenth Congressional district, composed
of the counties of Madison, Haywood, Hardo-ma- n,

Fayette and Shelby.
Writs of election will ba issued, and the elec-

tion held at the places designated by law, and
the proceedings under said writs returned to tha
office of Secretary of State. Tho judges ap-

pointed to hold said elections, in addition to the
oath prescribed by section 844 of tho Codo of
Tennessee, shall further swear that they will
permit no person to vote whom they behave
to be disloyal to tho government of the United
States.

Daring the day there
was no further movement to keep up the excite-
ment and everything became quiet.

Tho latest news from Port Hudson is that the
Yankees have commenced shelling that place.
We havo a sufficient forca to protect it.

The Situation From the near approach
of the enemy we may now expect that an effort
will bo made at the reduction ot this placa with-
in a short time. It appears that the whole river
force of the enemy is now concentrating in this
vicinity, and that an early attack is in contem-
plation. Tho fleet has been gathering at the
mouth of the Yszoo until now they must be in
their whole strength.

Their force consists of eighty-on- e boats, com-
prising gnnboats, rams, tugs, and transports,
carrying a forca of some sixty thouiand men.
