Soldiert cf tke Army of the Gulf
Relieved from furtLer duties ia this Department by

In obedience to orders from the President, I have

sssumed command of the department of the Gulf, to
which ia added, by hi apecial order, the State of Texas.

The duty with which 1 aru charged requites me to
ass et in the restoration of the government of the United
JStates. It is my desire to secure to the people of every
claa all the privileges cf possession and enjoyment
which are consistent with public safety, or which it is
possible for a ben.flcent and just iiovernm.nt to confer.

In the execution of the high trust with which I am
charged, I relv npon the co operation and counsel of all
loyal and people, and upon the manifest
iuteiest of those dependent upon tha pnrsni'a of peace,
a well as upon the support of naval and land forces.

My ins: ructions rtqnire me to treat as enemies those
who are enemies, bu- - I shall gladly regard as friends
those who are fr.ends. No restrictions will be placed
up- n the freedom of individuals which are not impera-
tively demanded bv consideration of public safety ; but
while thair claims will be liberally considered, it is due
also to them to state that all tho rights of ihe govern
ment will be unflinchingly maintained.

Respectful consideration and prompt reparation will
be accorded to all persons wbo are wronged lu body or
estate by those under my command.

The Defeat at Fredericksburg.
Bumaide'a official account of th. la'e disaster at

Fredericksburg, is pub iabed in the Herald, and ia char-
acterized by that paper sua" curious document, which
evidence th. generoaity of the writer' nature with
more force than It doe hi judgment as a military com-
mander." We annex Burnside's account :

HEADQUARTERS ARMT OF THE POTOMAC.
FaLMOITH, December 19, lgSi j

3fajor General H. W. Halleek, General-in-Chie- f United
States Army, Washington -

GENERAL : I have the honor to offer the following
reasons for removing the army of the Potomac eross
tbe Rappahannock soon.r than was anticipated by tbe
President, Secretary of War or yourself, and for crow-
ing a' a point different from tbe one indicated to you at
our last meeting at th President's : .

Dnring my preparations for crossing at tbe place I bad
first selected I diccovered that the enemy had thrown a
large portion of hia force down the river and elsewhere.
thus weakening hia defenses In front, and also thought I
discovered that he did not anticipate the crossing of our
whole force at Fredericksburg , and I hoped, by rap-
idly throwing the whole command over at that place,
to separate, by a vigorous attack, the forces of the
enemy on the river below from the forces behind and
on the crest in the rear of tbe town, in which case we
could fight him wi'b great advantage in oar favor.

To do this we had to ga n a bight on the extreme
rig&t of th. at est, which hight commanded a new road
lately made by the etemy for purposes of more rapid
commendation along ma lice?, which point gained,
his position along tbe crest would have scarcely been
tenable, and he could have been driven from tbem easily
by an attack on his front in connection with a move-
ment in tbe rear of the crest.

How near we came to accomplishing our object future
reports will chow. But for the fog and unexpected and
unavoidable delay in building th. bridges, wblch gave
the enemy twenty-fou- r hours more to concentrate hi
forcea iu hia etrong positions, wc wonld almost certainly
bave succeeded, iu which case the battle would bave
been, in my opinion, far more derisive than if we had
eroeced at ihe placet first selected A it was, we came
very near aneeeas.

Failing to accomplish tbe main object, we remained
in order of battle two days long enough to decide that
the euemy would nnt come out of hia atronghold to
fight na with h i infantry after which we recreated to
thia aide of the river unmoleated without the lest of men
or property.

Aa the day broke, our long lines of troops were seen
marching to their "ifferent positions as if going on
parade. Not th least demoralization or disorganization
existed

To the brave odeer and soldiers who accomplished
tbe feat of that recrossine; the river in the face of the
enemy I owe everything.

For i h''- failure in the attar. I am responsible, aa tne
extreme gallantry, courage and endurance shown by
them were never exceeded, and wjuld have carried th
points had it been poscible.

To the farailf and friend of the dead I can only offer
my heartfelt sympathies ; but, for the wonnded, I can
offer my earnest prayers for their comfortable and final
recovery.

The fact that I decided to move from Warrenton on
to this line, rather against ths opinion of the frecident,
Secre ary of War, and yourself, and tbat you left the
whole movement in my hand-- , without giving me order,
makes me reaponalble.

I will visit you very aoon and give yon more definite
information, and, finally, will send you my detailed re-

port, in which a apecial acknowledgment will be made
of the service of the different grand diriaion corpa and
aiy gen.ral and ttaff department of tbe army of the
Potomac, to whom I am eo much Indebted .for their
support and hearty cooperation.

The Yankee government have sent a whole fleet of
shipct-of-w- after the Alabama Tata acourge of their
commerce baa stirred the soul of the entire Yankee
nation to its lowest depths, and that they are low enough
and deep enough, the present war ha fully disclosed.
That nation of privateers never apeak of Capt. S- mine,
of the Confederate nary, except as a " pirate," and as a
" pirate" they intend to treat him if he falls into tbair
hands. Wc shall not b surprised if they swung him at
the yard-ar- as soon a he ia captured, or, at all eventa.
In a rery short period thereafter. It is oselese for as to
insist that privateering is a Yankee invenikm. and that
if CapL Semmeshas sinned iu any way, it i in violating
the Yankee patent. It is useless to remind them that in
the whole of tbe last war with England tbeir privateer
swarmed ou every sea, and that tbe ink is scarcely dry
on the State paper iu vrbich their government refused
emphatically the request of the European power that
the United States would give np the right of privateer-
ing. It it uaelea to urge- that Captain Sea met i, a reg-
ular c ommisaioned officer of tbe Confederate navy, and
not a pirate. For the very reason that be is an officer
and a gentleman they wonld like to hsng him. These
aud all other reason would he unavailing to save Capt,
Semmes from hi threatened fate if he fell Into Y'ankee
hands Tin: tb- re are certain other conaiderationawhieh
may hare more weight, and which we would briefly,
point out beforehand to those who are thirsting for the
blood of one of the most ga lant officer and high toned
gentleman in the naval service of any country.

In the first place, Mrs. Gin' rule must be observed
for cooking turbo. first catch your fih. The Y'ankee
Doodle bave first to catch Captain Semmea, We do
not despise them as seamen. They are no great soldiers,
bat at sailors we have nothing to say to tbeir disparage-
ment. But even on their own favorite element. Captain
Semmes is the master of tbe beet man in tbeir navy.

A to the memof-war- , when he cannot fight
tbem he will run, and when he cannot run be wiil fight.
And such a fight a he wiil make If he U only so for
tunate as to meet one of them at a time, there will be.
one ship lest in the Yankee navy. But we trust he may
be apptisedof the odd coming sgain.--t him, and make
bis way to some port, ready to dan out again at
th a first opportunity, and illuminate the tea with a hun-
dred more biasing Yankee wrecks.

Even supposing tbe adventuroue captain to be caught,
there ia still another argument to aave him from ib i
halter n the certainty of retaliation a honored fold for
bia fate. Tbe Yankee need not expect that any wrong
done Capt. Semmes will be pasted over by the Coufed-at- e

government As we have said before, he ia a regu-
lar cornmiasiored officer of tbe government, acting under
its autho-ity- , and if be should be bung a hundred Y'an-
kee officers would be swung in retaliation. We are.
