Therefore, while always keeping m
view the ultimate consequences of this most re
markable. end, I may say, unprecedented strug
gle, I trust that the great results which we all
hepe to arrive at will be eventually reached, not,
tioihsips. immocuateiy. not, perhaps,
or the day, but ultimately, by a steady per
severance in one course, which may force the
consent of all parties, and yet avert the fearful
consequence.-- which we might naturally appre
bend. I am extremely gratified in the assurances
which have been given by several gentlemen
with reppwet to the state ot popular reeling in
England on this subject I have myself had
occasion to notice the fact that, although some
of the exponents of the public sentiments have
appeared to be at times exceedingly harsh upon
the United States, yet that when opportunity
offered for au appeal to the people themselves
the sentiment has uniformly responded to the
policy which the United States government have
enunciated. I am, therefore, encouraged to hope
that the clouds which have hitherto gathered and
at times somewhat portentiously, over tha ami-
cable relations ot toe two countries have now
more and more the appearance of vanshiug
from the sky. I feoi sanguine that the expres
sion of sympathy from here, whieh I have been
lately the medium of repeatedly communicating
to my countrymen, wilt havo tho enoct ot clear -

ssiens that msy have
been received by reading the attacks ot hostUi
journals, and tnring them too much a the tru- -

expression of the sentiment of the people. I
think, by understanding distinctly which they
will now have the opportunity of doing that
the policy of Great Britain is not retrograde on

Whf.reas, The Union has no existence sep-
arate from the Federal Constitution, but, beiug
creat d solely by that instrument, it can only
ex:st by virtue thereof; and, when the provisions
of that Constitution are suspended, either in
time cf war or in peace, whether by the North
or the South, it is alike disunion, and

Whereas, The Federal government, can law-
fully exercise no power that is not conferred
nuon it by the Federal Constitution ; the exer
ciso, therefore, of othev powers, not granted by
t':;at instrument, in time of war as well as in
times of peace, is a violation of the written will
of the Ameiican people, destructive of their
plan of government aud of their common liber-
ties; and

Whereas, The Constitution cannot be maii-taine-

nor the Union preserved, in opposition
to public feeling, by the mere exercise of coer-
cive powers confided to the general government,
and that, in case of differences and conflicts
between the States and the Federal government of
too powerful for adjustment by the civil depart-
ments of the government, the appeal iuaut to

restoration of the Union and the preservation of
the Constitution as our fathers mile it, unless
the President's emancipation proclamation is

Resolved, That, whi'e we condemn and
the flagrant and monstrous usurpations

of the administration and encroachments of abo-
litionism, we equally condemn and denounce
the ruinous heresy of secession as unwarranted
by the Constitution, and destructive alike of the
security and perpetuity of our government, and
the peace and liberty of the people ; and fear-

ing, as wo do, that it is the intention of the pres
ent Congress aud administration, at no distant
day, to acknowledge the independence of the
Southern Confederacy, and thereby sever the

THE OHIO DE.IOI R VCY.
The Ohio Democrats celebrated the r?th of

January, at Columbus, with great spirit. The
animus of the occasion may be inferred from

an account by a correspondent of a Cincinnati
paper, that "the speeches were more bitterly
hostile to the existing Federal Government than
any rebel tirades ever published in the land of
the Secesh."

We make brief extracts from several speeches :

Judge Bartley:

After depicting the sad condition of tho
country, lie answared the momentous-question- ,

how shall we get out of it ? The best way
would be for Lincoln and Hamlin to resign ;

and If they were capable of a noble or gener-
ous act, and were disposed to be patriotic,
they would at once surrender the power they
have proved themselves incapable of control-in- g

for the wolfaTe of the country. There are
three ways of getting out of the difficulty :

One is to go on with the wai, free all the ne-

groes, and subjugate the Southern States. An-

other way is to cease the war, declare an armis-
tice, open negotiations, and endeavor to bring
back the Union by compromise and concilia-
tion. This plan was received with very gen
eral applause.

The third way is, to let the Southern States
go off into a Confederacy by themselves. If the
speaker were a Black Republican, ho wcutd
consider it his duty to favor the latter plan ; for
if their doctrine of an "irrepressible conflict"
is true, a separation must be the final result.
But that was not the position of the Democratic
party. Of tho three prepositions the most sen-

sible, as things now stand, and he spoke only
for himself, woula be to declare an armistice,
and go into negotiations for compromise.. The
audience heartily agreed with the speaker. The
trial of arms had been made, and fatally made.
We had been whipped more than half the time.
Still the administration had faith in Providence,
but why the Providence allowed himself to be
whipped so often was curious.

Judge Thurman :

The President has as much power to suspend
the Constitution of Ohio as he has to suspend
the writ of habeas corpus. It was the doctrine
of the President aud his followers that the
executive has the power to do any thing that
is necessary to put down the rebellion. If this
be go, he can abolish the S ate government-!- ,

can turn Congress out of doors; and if there
shall be, as no doubt there will be, a Democratic
Congress next year, we have no assurance that
an armed force wili not turn them out. On the
same principle, ho may suppress all the courts
in the country. If the green-back- s fail a
voice: "Or are gambled away," or Chase's
paper-mill- s give out, the President, if be thinks
it necessary to carry cn the war, can take away
every dollar from "the citizens of every State.
He can do more .han that he can deprive you,
Hot only of your political franchise, your per
sonal liberty, ard your property, but h may
demand the sacrifice of your lives also. This is
what the doctrine of necessity leads to.

Who ever tbright that proclamations were to

riake laws T They were designed to command
obedience to law ; but the mere executive of law
has seen proper to proclaim law to the people.

From appearan. es we are to lose our colonial
empire, for that is what the South is to us. This
will certainly be the case, uftie? s we stop the
war.

How t Preserve tfce Ilralih t onr Be
loved Mwldier.

Supply them with vegetables ot one kind or
another, all the year round. Salads, of some
kind or other, should be boiled with the salt
beef or pork ; but, if no salt meats, they should
be boiled in water, made a littla salt, until they
are tender ; then to be drained and chopped a
little, and put in a sauce pan, and fried a mo-

ment with lard; then moistened with spiced
vinegar, and spread between slices of bread and
served to the soldiers. Almost any kind of pot-

herb plant will make salad. The water cress
and the dandelion make the best and the
healthiest. But when neither these, nor mus-
tard, nor turnip greens can be had. cowslip,
3hpherd's purse, or even the red or white citrvtr,
will do pretty weil, it seasoned with spiced vin
egar, flam vinegar is less wooi"ome man
th which mis bad a little salt and alum added
to it, and steeped with pepper and aromatic herbs
tied up in a bag and suspended in the vinegar.

But it will not do to depend upon salad, er
any one or a few articles of tbe vegetable king-
dom, to preserve health. Most of plants flour-
ish only for a short season. Nature gives a vast
" irietyof tbem to fill up all the seasons of tho
year. To obtain that variety, this is the month
(February) when most of them should ba
planted or sown.

February is one of the best months in the
year to sow peas, cabbage, lettuce, radishes,
beets, carrots, turnips, asparagus, salsalry. the
rhubarb or pie plant, tomatoes, peppers, egg-
plants, ( melons and cucumbers should be sown
this month in hot beds ) The ochra, early com,
horseradish, articbekes, pumpkins, eymblios,
and cauliflowers, should be planted this month.
A single gallon of kidney or snap beans will
supply a company of soldiers with sufficient
vegetable food for four or five weeks. It is a
sure crop and easily grown. The tall growing
sorts of beans are planted later : they run up
the corn without injuring it. The crowder, tha
goober crop, and the white hominy, are the best
varieties of the tall growing or pole sorts of
beans. The egg-pla- requires a rich, stiff soil ;

the cabbage requires very richly manured land ;
whereas the tomatoe is injured by fresh manure,
and does not require a rich soil. The ochra ia
one of the best plants of the plantation garden :

the tender pods form, with meat, a rich and
palatable soup, by adding tomatoes and pep-
pers. A large quantity ot it should be planted,
and the pods ctried before they get hard and
fully matured. Tho dry plant makes as good
gumbo as the green. As Old Physician.
