In our local column of vestordav wis notiee--
the killing of Wesley Pilcher, a resident of
Springfield, by Lieut. Dustiri, of the 5S h Illi-

nois regiment, etatioued at Camp Butler, Col.
Lynch commanding. The facts connected with
lliis h ?miciile, as we have learned from numer
ous persons who witnessed the unfortunate af-
fair, are substantially as we etated yesterday.
Pilcber was under the influence of liqaor, and
quaireled with a drayman named O'Hara, on the
street. Pilcher s:iod an iron dray pin .from
O'Haxa's dray, and struek tbe latter several se-
vere and dangerous blows npon the head.
O'Hara called tor the police. A crowd assem-
bled, among whom was Lieut Dustin, who at-
tempted to arrest Pilchsr. The latter resisted,
and in the affray Dastin drew a pistol and shot
Pilcher dead. Whether tha shooting can be
justified as an act of e is a qnstien
for the courts to decide. Dastin was taken "n
charge by the police, and committed to jail fai
examination. TbeafTtir was the cause of ex-
traordinary excitement. The matter was freely
discussed oa the streets universal censure n
ing visited upon Pilcher for his assault upon the
drayman, and many censuring Dustin fir tk.
ing upon himself the duty of making the avest
wfcsn a policeman could have spaedily been
brought to perform tbe daty.

Thus the matter stood until eveuing, when
two companies from Camp Butler marched into
town, paraded the streets, and then threw
guards around several blocks contij-uon- s to tfm
county jail, and citizens were forbidden to nass
within tne area thus put under military surveil-
lance. The civil authorities of the citv were
given no notice of the cominrr of tbse troop;
they were not conga1 ted in" the matter, and no
reason was assigned by the guards to passing
citizens for the military obstruction of the
streets, but they were simply told to "take the
other side of the street." and, in several in
stances, disturbance was produced.
