Foreign
diploma s and foreign bankers, snch as the men
bani&hed by the Mexican government during
this last revelation are true representatives
have dono more thaa all other agencies com
bined to promote civil disturbances aud anarchy
in Mexico since she became independent of

Spain.
In the next place, these acts of banishing

those who havo really been the rulers of Mex-

ico, give indubitable evidence of the real
strength of the government of that country.
There riever has been a government in Mexico,
whether in peace or war, whether string or
weak, that ever dared, or ever could, in fact,
cease relations with the European ambassadors
and bar.ish tneu. with prominent .European
capitalists, from the country, as the Juarez gov
ernment has had the natriotim and couraee to
do. It only remains for the Liberal party of
Mexico to clear their country of the foreign
element of purely sordid instincts that has
sucked at its vitals so long, iu order to opttn a
hi"b. career oi peaee and prosperity.

Just before day the oars of a boat coming in
a southerly direction, and near to where they
were posted, were heard. Waiting until they
got within (rood rifle shot, onr rarty hailed tho
beat and ordered it to stop. Th? Yankees heeded
not, bat pul'ed the harder, attempting to make
their escape, whereupon a volley was poured
into them, af'er which they surrendered and
came ashore One man, a private, was seriously
wounded. Our fire was not returned.
