The editor of the Raymond Gatttle has read

a private letter from Vice-Preside- Stephen l,
under date of March 1 4th, addressed to a lady
st Raymond. It contains matters of interest,
as expressing the views of one of the first
minds, of the nation, in the present juncture ot

affalss, and the Gazette quotes freely.

In speaking of the abiiity of the South to

imhinavn the stand taken, Mr StkpiibNS speaks
confidently, and seys: "We Can, without
doubt, subsist our artni-- s just as long as the

Federal government shall continue to wage this

crusade against us, if we properly, judiciously

and wisely avail ourselves of our resources

They are abundant if prndentlj developed, hus-

banded and applied. Ne equal number of peo-

ple on the earth ever had more of the essential

elements of war at thoir command than we

have. Internal resources for soosistence is one

of the chiefest of these. But the development

of these needs looking to by those who conduct

wax quite as much, if not more, than the raising

of armies. I gave close attention to this subject

in the Decincitsg of our struggle, aad was well

satisfied that we could maiutaiu the war in our de-

fense as long as the enemy could prosecute it

for our subjection. Frederick, of Prussia, de-

fended his kingdom in a seven years' struggle

against all tbe combined powers. The odds

against him in ngntiug men were three to one

yet his defense was successful ; and not only

this, but at the end of the war he did not owe a

dollar This shows what can and may be

done, for bis kingdom was far inferior to onr
torritorv in those internal resources essentia
to success in war. All that is wanting with

us, under a kind providence, is the same brains
to manage and mould our resources that eleva-

ted those of Prussia. a . Every

energy of the country now in the agricultural
line should be vigorously applied to the produc-

tion of food and clothing For while I am sat-

isfied we possess the means to furnish the neces-

sary supplies, etc , I am equally safisfied that if

they are not properly and efficiently used, the
supplies will fail, aud then failure will be at-

tended with disaster."
After speaking of several minor matters, and

dwelling somewhat upon tbe movements in the
Northwest, Mr. Stephens says : "In the mean-

time we must, with patriotism, patience
and fortitude, bear all the ills, privations aad
sacrifices which are the price of our inde-

pendence. These ills, privations and
sacrifices must be heroically borne, not
only by the gallant men in ihe field , but by all
who are at home. AU have duties to perform.
Every one who can turn a furrow or a spindle,

use a hoe or a needle, wield an ax or a shuttle
in a word, every one who eafl turn a hand to

any thing in the way of supplying food and

clothing .for the man in the field, can render im
portant and essentia! servics to the great cause,
and contribute something toward ultimate sue--

In i, peaking of the present prospects of the

country, in the fighting "way, Mr. Stephens says
" We all here have bees anxionsly watching
the movements of the enemy in your Stats
Those who have suffered by the hand of the
despoiler, the plunderer aud the robber, have

our deepest sympathies, while the noble spirits
who have defended Port Hudson and Vicksbnrg
have our liveliest gratitude and highest admi

ration. They have won, a name that will live

through all history."

TUB KENTUCKY INVASION.

Ciscinnati, March 20, P. M The reports
regarding the exciting situation of affairs in
Kentucky are as various today as yesterday.

It is reported-tha- t B'eckinridge and Pegram.
with forces estimated from eight to twelve thou-

sand men, are marching on Danville. Woolfolk's
1st Kentucky cava'ry is engaged in holding the
rebel advance in check, while our small forces
are tailing back on the fortifications at Lexing-
ton.

A later report states that the rebels have
taken Danville. General Carter, when he com-

menced fallire back before the rebels, was at
Richmond. Heis retiring on Lexington, and
not Frankfort, as stated in previous dispatches.

It is certain that all that portion of the State
lyiBg south of the Kentucky river is in the pos-

session of the rebels. The Kentucky river has
been mnch swollen by recent rains, and it is
doubtful if the rebels can cross.

It is said that Humphrey Marshall is advanc-
ing from Eastern Kentucky, Stonewall Jacksoa
from Rmnd Pound rss. and Breckinridge and
Peeram via Mill Sprine, Somerset and Dan
ville. Fiftten thousand troops will be here to-

morrow, more will follow, and go immediately
into Kentucky. Fifteen thousand cooked ra-

tions have already been provided for the men.
FROM MIDDLE TENNESSEE.

MURFREKitBono, Marcli 8 A larga body
of rebel cavalry made a dash on Brentwood
station, between Franklin and Nashville, on the
25th. Tbey captured two hundred men of the
22d Wisconsin reiriment and a quantity of
stores. Subsequently Gen. Smith came np in
time to rescue some of the prisoners.

The late articles in the
Richmond papers, stating that their railroads are
unable to supply their a..mies as at present work-
ed, would sesm tb Confirm this.

It in likewise alleged that Southern circles in
Baltimore are cf opinion iht a general evacua-
tion is an immediate probability.

It seems to be very well understood that as
soon as provost marshals are elected and an en-

rollment secured, a draft will be first ordered in
those States that have not their cuietas nnder
old allotments, for men fo fill the de-

ficiency. This will put a least 200,000 men in
the field, with prospects of a call in Jane for
two or tbiee hundred thousand additional.

It was one time last week decided that Gen.

He, however, made up his
mind to stay there, and s:-n-t to Winchester for
reinforcements, but before they arrived he sur-
rendered, on the importunity of the citizens to
save the town from destruction. Ho was strong-
ly posted in the buildings, and could have held
out until relief came. His first mistake was his
disobedience to the orders of General Gilmore,
and his second was in not persisting in the
course he had adopted for hims.lf.

OCCUPATION OF DANVILLE.

Respecting the reported occupation of Dan
ville, Ky., by the Confederates, ths Journal
says :

We are aware that a dispatch was received
in this city yesterday morning, from' General
Mason, who is in command at Lebanon, con-
veying, the information that a rebel forse of ten
thousand had crossed tbe Cumberland, in tbe
Vicinity of Mill Spring, and that that force was
advancing upon Somerset. General Mason ob-

tained his information from refugees from East
Tennessee, who assured him that fully ten
thousand more rebel soldiers were following this
advance guard, and tbe information which we
received from passengers by the train from
Lexington last evening, leads us to believe that
Gen. Mason was not altogether misinform-!-

Gentlemen who arrived in this city last even-
ing by railroad, informed us that Danville was
occupied by the rebels yes'erday. and thit the
enemy contemplate an immediate advance upon
Lexington, Frankfort, and this city.

A report from Stanford, Lincoln county, rep-
resents that a fores of two thousand five hun-
dred cavalry, fourteen regiments of infantry,
and twenty pieces of cannon passed through
that village yesterday, and we presume that
this is the rebel force, or a portion of the f rc.
that occupied Danville last evening. It is
known here that General Carter's command,
which had been in see vicinity of Sommerset,
had fallen back toward Danville, and that the
gallant Wolford had been skirmishing with the
enemy's advance for two or three days, holding
them in check until the government stores could
be removed from Danville to a point of safety.

These reports may be greatly exaggerated,
but we know that fears were entertained at
Lexington, Frankfort and Lebanon, yesterday,
of an immediate rebel invasion, as the stages
did not leave Lexington yesterday for Danville,
and the loyal residents of Boyle and the' ad-

joining counties were eeeking safety in flight.
We learn from the last sources that there is

no rebel force near any point on the line of the
Louisville and Nashville railroad.

Yiriaily.

Another cold wintry day has come to an end.

In tbe morning tbe elements eemed to have un-

dertaken the job of making it as disagreeable a
day as possible. Just enough snow fell to cre-
ate a general shiver. The mercury, however,
was in a toe lowiy mood for a fall cf the fleecy
element, aud toward noon a keen northwesterly
wind sprang np, wiping tbe clouds from before
the sun's face, leaving tbe atmosphere as clear
and bracing as it is sometimes in New England
ot I seized upon this favoraftle op-
portunity to ride along onr picket-lin- e for sav-er-

miles on tha river front.
The tesnptation to take such a nde is almost

irresistible, for from a number of points a bird's-ey- e

view can be obtained of Fredericksburg and
its surroundings; and the country, for miles up
and down on the opposite bank of the river, in-

cluding the scene ot the late battle, iies like a map
at your feet. Tbe enemy have the right bank very
thoroughly watched by sentinels at short inter-
vals, with reserves close at hand. They also
keep an sfficer constantly on duty, spy-gla- in
hand, in the steeple of a church in Fredericks-
burg, besides others, armed with a similar instru-
ment, at favorable elevations Clouds of blue
smoke, rising from the enemy's camp fires, e

at different points, aud the camps of sev-

eral bodies of troops can be distinctly seen with
the naked eye.

The sentinels, though some of thnm are
within hailing distance, were disposed to be
anything hut hostile and, in one in-

stance at least, they even endeavored to obtain
response to a question from some of our men,
but as all communication is very properly pro-
hibited, no notice whatever was taken of them,
beyond the mere giving them to understand
that tbey were heard, and that a conversation
was declined. On the easterly outskirts
of Fredericksburg a squad of soldiers
were endeavoring to make themselves
comfortable by playing the Yankee gam? of
base hall. Purther down the river a force of
troop, apparently a brigade, was being put
through a course of brigade movements. They
made bungling work of it, however, and were
undoubtedly conscripts. On the meadows, in
the foreground, were a large number of horses
and cattle within tempting proximity of our
lines trimming off the early spring grass.

The formidable-lookin- g earthworks some of
them presenting an ugly array of mazzjes and
rifle pits stretched along for miles upon tbe not
distant rising ground and prominent points
the almost treeless and desolate ranga of hills
to the rear the columns of smoke rising from
innumerable campfires the corps camps, pick-
ets u i sentinels the hourly passing of railway
trains tbe light, green carpet alovg the river
bank, tho first effort of nature in tbe lap of spring,
with the bleak, wintry atmosphere, formed
an interesting picture, particularly whon viewed
at a reasonably respectable distance. Freder-
icksburg presents every gloomy appearance"--
few soldiers and citizens, and occasionally a
lady, are to be seen, like specters, doding about
the uninviting and desolate streets. Sim of
the buildings injured iu the late bombardment
of the place haye been repaired, but a majority
are still standing as monitors to the people of
the folly of their treason. .

In these times of war, and siege, and expecta-
tion of a hloody conflict a conflict which, when
it does take place, will be a most terrible, as
well as a bloody one. if it ever does occur little
occupies the minds of the people, civic and mil-

itary, except the grea qurstion, what will the
Yankees do next 7 That is emphatically the
great question of the day, and we sincrely wish
ths we conld answer it. In the attempts to
gain glory, and cotton, and niggers, and provi-
sions, and other portable articles glory is port-

peninsula in front of the city, whereby to turn
tbe current of tbe great river, as the Indians
call it. into another channel and leave the city
inland, as it were; but before tbey had got
half through with the job. the river shrunk
away in disgust and left their ditch without a
drop of water in il. Exasperated no doubt
with the refusal to surrender aud the refusal of
the Mississippi to assist them in ruining the
town, they made a grand exposition of their
chagrin by bombarding it "to the utmost of
their ability," and then weighed anchor and left
tho "gay and festive scene.' All this time
Vicksbnrg was at their mercy a'm st, for we had
very few troops here and onr fort'fica'ions were
scarcely commenced; but the Yankees did not
know this, most likely, or they would have
taken advantage of it.
