The Yankees la Tennessee.
One of the editors of the Chattanooga Rebel

publisher seme extracts from private letters re-

ceived. One from a lady within the Federal
lines North of the Cumberland, says :

The brace Yankees are still committing out-rape- s

upon the def jnsaless citisens who refuse to
perjure themselves to the despotic powers of
Lincolndom. Old men and women and tender
youths are icevcerated upon the shallowest
pretexts. Last month a young lad of fourteen
was arrested in Sumner county and taken from
his parents in the night to the town of Saun-(krsvill-

The charge against him was that he
had placed obstructions upon the Louisville and
Nashville railroad. After much trouble and do-la-

the parents, by proving that the lad was at
home and in his bed at the time the obstructions
wcrn said to have been placed there, succeeded
in effecting his release the youthful prisoner
being required to give an oath parole. Only to
fancy the chivalric warriors of the great Yankee
nation, waging war upon a boy ! Demanding
oaths of submission from a child ! In God's
name, why are not these cowards driven back
to their accurted dens beyond the Ohio river T

Three young ladies (the Misses Eiams,)
daughters of a respectable farmer in the neigh-
borhood of Goodlettesviile, were arrested and
taken io Gallatin, where theyr were kept in con-
finement in the residence of the venerable Gov-
ernor Trousdaia. They have not yet been re-

leased.
About the middle of the past month, two citi-

zens of Davidson, living near the edge of Sum-
ner, were arrested for refusing to have wood
cut aud placed at the railway station. They
believtd the order wa simply an imposition on
the part of the railroad company, and refused to
comply. They were consequently arrest d by
the Yankee soldiery and taken to Gallatin, where
they were confined in the court bouse for threo
days, on the coarsest of fare, before their friends
could affect their release. ' Both gentlemen were
required to give bond in the sum of one thou-
sand dollars to have wood cut for the railroad,
whenever an order to that effect comes from
Gen Rosecrans.

Another friend from Sumner write i :
God grant that the war will soon be over,

for we arc almost a subjugated community here
in Sumner, so many citisens have been forced
to take the oath and give bond. A recent order
from General Pane, the Federal commandant at
Gallatin, requires every citizen in Sumner to
take the oath or go S juth. So you need not be
surprised to tee a great many of your friends
South, soon."

A few days ago a Yankee officer was impu-
dent enough to ull a lady in Gallatin that he
hoped she would change her opinion with regard
to the war. Her reply was brief and pithy :

" The best wish I can give you sir, is, that Dick
McCacn may catch you and treat you like, a
puDpy, as you are!"

The New York World, of the 23th March, ex-

presses serious doubts as to the result of the
movements now under way. In an editorial
reviewing the situation on the Mississippi, it
says :

In the first place, it is very clear that the Ya-so- o

pass expedition, from which so much was
expected, has disgracefully miscarried, as will
be seen by the accouuts we give elsewhere. A
battery with one gun delayed the fleet a whole
dr.y, which gave the Coufsderate time to place
obsiruciiwis in trie nvsr, that, in all probability,
are by tSfi time impassable. At last accounts
the expedition was waiting for a rise In the
water so as to drown the rebels oat of Fort
Pemberton. This was to be accomplished by
cutting away several miles of levees on the Mis-

sissippi river Large reinforcements were also
hist-uiri- g to the scene of action from both the
Uoion and the rebel armies, and it is not impos-sib'- e

that a battltt of no little moment may soon
bt fought amid the swamps of the Tallahatchie.

The Lake Providence canal, which it was said
was to'change the bed of the Mississippi and
turn its mighty current in the Atchafaiaya river,
on its way to the Ga'f of Mexico, is also a fail-

ure. The canal has been opened and an enor-
mous exttnt of country submerged and ruined,
but it h ihat no guobonts or transports
cru ever reach th. Mississippi below Vicksburg
by that ronte. Snags and drift choke up the
tortnous streams formed by the flood from the
cnt levees, and, even were navigation possible,
the chancel could be rendered impassable in a
hurdrnd places by a score of active gnerillas

With regard to the txpedition to the Ysxoo
by way ot Steele's bayou and Sunflower river,
it must be remembered that nothing is absolutely
known with regard to it beyond the fact that
certti.i gunboats and transports had started
upon the venture. It may or may not succeed

the chances are against it ; but even granting
the expedition leaches the Yazoo, it does not
follow that it can capture Haines' bluff or even
Yszoo City. It will not do to ba eternally
connting in advance victories that may not be
won.
' On the Mississippi, therefore, it is clear we as
yet have no success of any account to boast of.
Tha attack ou Port Hudson was a failure ; the
passage cf the batteries a partial failure ; the
Lake Providence canal Is a failure ; the Yazoo
expedition is a failure, and a very bad one at
that. We are yt to hear of what comes of the
completed cut off and the Sunflower expedition
In the muamimo, our loaders would do well te
put very little faith iu tho military prophecies
tbat come over the wires from Washington.

POLAND.

A Cracow telegram says that the following
proclamation by Gnn. Lacgiewiez, dated March
loth, has been pnbiisheo, und that it has pro-
duced a prodigious eff-tc- t :

CouNTRVMElf : In the name of the Most
High the most patriotic sons of Poland have
commenced a struggle, caused by terrible abase,
and directed against the eternal enemies uf lib-
erty and civilisation.

Notwithstanding the extremely unfavorable
circumstances in which the enemy by a great
increase of oppression hastened us into an
armed conflict, we have every reason to believe
that we shall triumph in this great struggle for
liberty and independence.

The struggle, commenced by an unarmed
people, has already lasted two months, and
gains strength and develops itself with euergy,
in the presence of this war to the death in the
presence of the masscres, the pillages and the
conflagrations which mark the progress of the
enemy.

Poland feels painfully the absence of a central
power, capable of directing the forces enjragod
in the struggle, and of summoning new asso
ciates io me neia.

Although the nation possesses more capable
and worthy citizens than myself, and although
1 am thoroughly conscious of the heavy duties
of the office and the weight of the responsibility
which it involves, yet the gravity and necessity
of the momont Iswe decided me, after coapt-
ation with the provisional government, to as-
sume the supreme power of dictator, which I
shall surrender to the representatives of the na-
tion as soon as the yoke of the Muscovite is
shaken off.

While retaining the immediate direction of
military operations in my own hands, I recog-
nize the necessity of establishing a civil govern-
ment, whose functions willM regulated by a
special ordinance, the work the provisienal
government

I confirm the principles of liberty and equal-
ity te all citizens, granting lard to tha peasants,
with indemnity to the proprietors.

Poles of all provinces bene! h the yoke of the
Muscovite I summon to the struggle against the
domination cf Russian barbarism. Come one,
come all of you the liberty of Poland must be
achieved.

The concord of all citisens, irrespective of
classes, of religions, of communities, one and
all making sacrifice for the common cause, will
give to as such unity and strength as will ren
der our now scattered forces terrible to the en-
emy and insure the independence of oar
country.

To arras to arms '. to arms ! for the liberty
and independence of our fatherland.
