Yicksburg, April 13, 1863.

The unusual enthusiasm which prevailed

among military circles during the put week is

again about to subside, and the prospects for a

clash at armg in the vicinity of Vickgburg are

not ss imminent now as they were a weak ago,

although certain movements among the enemy

indicate big presence and admonish us that he is

active. The universal expectation here is for a
monster demonstration to be made in the coming

week, and the report that a large fleet is in close

proximity and preparing for an advance is be-

lieved by all classes military as well as civil-

ians. All the late maneuvers of the enemy

show that he is actively engaged in moving bis

troops, but for what purpose is not known,
though ft is believed to be preparations for an

attack on the town.
From what I can learn and see of his move

ments, I am led to believe that the project of

assault upon this place is for the present aban-

doned, and that nothing of the kind need be

apprehended at this time, and perhaps for some

time to tome. If I may be allowed to express

my opinion ou a subject upon which all are

equally ignorant, it is merely to say that the

strategy now bring effected by the enemy is to

partially withdraw his army from here and carry

it up to the Cumberland for the purpose of

making a mobster demonstration in Tennessee,
leaving merely a sufficient force to threaten thig

place, until the grand strategy is accomplished,
when, if successful, another raid may be made

against Vicksbnrg.
It is positively known that a large portion of

the fleet, embracing transports with troops, is

withdrawn and are on their way up the river.

Whither their destination is not known, but
that they are gone from here is certain ; and it

is equally certain that Abe taking away of a
large portion of the army will weaken the re-

mainder too much to attempt an assault here. It
evident that if Gsn. Grant found himself too

weak when he first came here with hig eighty
thousand troops to attempt an attack, be cannot
hope to accomplish with the few remaining
troopg that which he couldn't do with his multi-

tudinous host. In other words, if he could not

take the place with a large army, it is certain
that he will be much less able to take it with a
small one

This is the exact condition of affairs hew, it

being well known that be has divided bis army
into half a dozen different expeditions to dig
canals and navigate creeks and swamps to cir-

cumvent Vicksburg, which reduced his num-

bers so much that be could not undertake an

assault in front. It is now reported and be-

lieved that he has recalled his expedition from

Coldwater, and also from Rolling Fork, and
that they are being sent up the river. If this is

correct, then the present siege is virtually raised,
and do attack need be apprehended here. Hav-

ing no definite knowledge upon which to base

my conjectures, I draw upon the best reports to

be obtained in regard to his movements, and
form my conclusions iu accordance.

The suspicions action of the enemy within
the past week, and the confirmatory reports
from above to th effect that an assault was in
contemplation almost immediately, caused some

excitement and a good deal ef energy among
the military ; and it is well that these rumors

should once in a while obtain circulation and
credit, as they have the effect of reinvigorating
the vigilance and activity among those in com-

mand here. It may be supposed that at a mili-

tary port, besieged by a powerful enemy, like
this, the watchfulness, circumspection, and at-

tention of discovering and guarding against
danger, and providing for safety, would not for

a moment be relaxed, and that the constant
watchword would bo

" In at this gate none can paxa"

Bat tt requires once in a while to be reminded of
this important virtue even under the nose of the

enemy.
On 8nnday nothing very exciting took place,

though the gunboats ware watched with a good

deal of interest in the early part of the day, and

several were seen in the Yesoo, believed to be

on a reconnoitering expedition. One boat was

seen in Old river, and apparently moving north-

ward, which led me to believe that she was go-

ing up Stee1 's bayou, as she appeared to be in

t' at vicinity and going in that direction A

number of gtmboats were present with the fleet

above, and one large transport arrived in the af-

ternoon. Among other encouraging signs I
noticed during the dsy was the energy

Whatever the movements of the enemy, or

the activity of our own troopg may indicate, I
cannot, from the present movements, bring my-- s

If to the belief that an early attack is immi-

nent here. It is true that everything looks as

if it might transpire on any day 'or at any mo-

ment, but I do not look for it until their forces

are again concentrated into oue large and pow-

erful army, and it will necessarily require gome

time for them to accomplish thig. Whatever
their strategy may effect, it will not bring about
such a change as to enable them to take Vicks-

burg ith a small body of troops, and as long

as they are divided and operating in different

quarters I look for no effort to be made. It
would ba a new strategy indeed, for a general to

reduce his forees and weaken himself for the
purpose of taking a place which resisted all his

fforts with a large force.

A few days more will probably develops the
whole scheme, and then we'll be better able to

decide whether the ghock of battle is to come off
here or elsewhere. Nothing is known of the

operations on Rolling Fork, but the impression
obtains here that fighting has been going on in

that quarter within tbs past few days. From
below there is nothing additional since the
skirmish of Capt. Harrison with a party of the
Yankees. On the peninsula everything also re-

The steamer Magnolia arrived at the landing
yesterday ioreuoon. Soe left Young s point on
Tuesday evening, and her news is later than has
been receive 1 from auy other source. Ins rail
quota cf rumors improbable as well aa prob
able reach us by this arrival. Few of them
are worthy of repetition, and we shall not go far
presume upon the intelligence of our reaaers oy
their it ti ction upon them. From various sour-

ces entitled td credit we obtain the following:
A short time ago it was stated that for the

porpose, as was generally believed, of prevent-
ing the occupation of Greenville, Miss., (a point
on the river upward of a hundred miles above
Vicksburg) by UonfecleraU forces, an expedi-
tion was sent tbither from Gen. Grant's head-

quarters. It consisted of a force under General
Steele, who occupied the place without difficulty.

Small bodies of Confederate cavalry have
been hovering about in the rear of the town, and
the other day an expedition was dispatched to
engage them. Tbirty-tw- o miles out a skirmish
occurred, with what result bad not been ascer-
tained. It was not regarded at headquarters as
having amounted to much one way or the other.
Further than this all wa, qniet in the vicinity.

The troops dispatched one day last week to
Richmond. Louisiana, a point considered of
sufficient importance for occupation, succeeded
in entering the place on Sunday or Monday,
having first dispersed a smalt Confederate force
which gave them a running fight. A few Con-
federate prisoners were capture 1, but the casual-
ties on either side were inconsiderable. Rich-
mond, according to our information, is ten or
twelve miles back of the river.

A well known steamboat captain, who has
been witb the lower fleet for several weeks, and
whose facilities for obtaining information regard-

ing the matter are good, arrived on the Mag
nolia He informs us that the majority of the
transports forming that portion of the Ysaoo
pass expedition had left that labyrinth of logs
and stumps, and arrived at Helena on Tuesday.
As may be readily anticipated, they fared badly
in their exploration of the windings of that re-

nowned passage. ' Nearly every steamer was
injured by coming in contact with the stumps,
trees and logs, with which the pass abounds.
They more nearly resemble huge floating
piles of dilapidated lumber than the snug
and tidy steamboats which, but a few
weeks ago entered the pass The steam-boatm- en

have had a bard time of it. While the
steamer J. W. Cheesman waa coming ud the
pass, tbs other day, the boat was fired on by a
party of guerillas who had concealed them-

selves on the shore. Her commander. Captain
Ketchnm, who was standing on the deck at the
time, received one of the shots, and fell mor-
tally wounded. He died a short time afterward.
Hig body arrived on the Magnolia, and was
sent North on that boat last night. Captain
Ketehum was well and favorably known on the
river

Lexiton, Kv, April 3 Major General
Burnside arrived here yesterday afternoon at
four o'clock, in a special train from Louigville,
and hie arrival was an event of unusual inter-

est to the inhabitants of this quiet place, who
are not so often favored with the presence of
distinguished military and civic lions. Though
it was but partially known that General Barn- -

side was coming, there was a large crowd of
our best citizens to meet him at the depot, who
greeted his appearance with shouts of welcome
He was led to a carriage in waiting, in which
Governor Robinson, M. C Johnson, Esq., and
Hon. George Robertson also took teats, and
taken to the Phocenix hotel. The large crowd
which followed him from the depot, and increas-

ed in size as they passed along, gathered in
front of the hotel, and called loudly for the ap-

pearance of the distinguished visitor. He came
out on the balcony, and was introduced to the
throng by Governor Robinson in a few remarks.

General Burnside then spoke briefly, but hig

utterance was so low that I could hear bat little
of what be said. He thanked fhem for the
greeting and welcome he had received. He then
alluded briefly to the troubles Kentucky was suf-

fering from, aud hoped soon that peace and
quiet would reign throughout the State. He in-

tended to devote all his ability and energy to
the suppression of the rebellion, and had perfect
faith in the ultimate success of the Uaion cause,
etc He was dressed in plain clothas, or if he
had on military dress, his overcoat concealed it
from view.

About half-pts- t nine o'clock at tvght the
splendid brase baaed of the 1st brigade, now
here, proceeded to the residence of P. A. Snyer,
Esq., where General Burnside and a number of
other distinguished gentlemen were enjoying
themselves. The presence of the general and
the eloquent strains of the band soon attracted
a large multituiie of spectator. Speeches were
made by Hon. J. W. Finneil and others, the band
performing a number of beautiful pieces, and the
crowu enjoyed themselves hugely. The hearty,
genuine welcome extended to General Burn-
side, unexpected as wai bis arrival by many,
afforded gratifying evidf nee of the fervent loy-

alty of our citiaens, and their sincere regard
and admiration for one who has commended
himself to all by his sterling honesty a d un-

swerving patriotism in the e times, when so

many of our generals seem to be actuated by
any motive but devotion to country.

I learn that General Burnside will establish
his headquarters at this place, or in Danville.
Cincinnati, he thinks, is too far removed from
the field of hit operations, and he believe in
being in the midst of his soldiers;

General GilmdVe returned to Lexington late
Wednesday evening, from bis successful expe-

dition after Pegram. You will have seen before
thig a detailed account of the fight which took
piece on Wednesday last, near Somerset, which
resulted iu the complete defeat and disperaion
of the marauders, and the recapture &f a con-

siderable number of the cattle aud goods which
the rebels had gathered up. A number of pris-

oners were also taken, it U slated, and will be
brought on here.

Ellicot. A few days afterward, the prise crew
on board the A. P. Ellicot mutinied, and tied
the officers in the cabin. After running before
the wind for four days, she found herself off St.
Thomas, and hoisted a flag of distress, when the
Alabama, then in that port, stoamed to the spot,
and having heard their tale took them prisoners.
Tae A. P. Ellicot was token to St. Thomas, and
her captain and crew have since been put in
possession of her.

Tbe full report of tbe committee on the con-

duct of the war occupies sixty-fou- r closely print-
ed pageg. The principal part of the testimony
relateg to the Army of the Potomac. The re-

port shows that in December, 18(51, excHsive of
tbe command of Gen. Di at Baltinfore, tbe Po-

tomac army numbered 158 000 well armed, dis-

ciplined and equipped. The strength of th ene-m- f
was variously estimated at from 70 000 to

210.000 at that time, and their works were ex-

ceedingly formidabie; but subsequent events
proved their force less than- - 16.000 and the
strength of their fortifications greatly overesti-
mated. At tbs same time it was considered in-

advisable to attack tbe enemy in front, also it
would be neeeasary to leave from 50 000 to 80,-00- 0

is front of Washington foritg defense.there-b- y

allowing 160,000 men for service elsewhere.
The committee avers that adequate provision
was never made to properly man the tbrttfica
tiong in front of Washington.

Iu relation to the blockade of the Potomac,
the committee states that it was proposed to
take possession of Mathias point in Jane, 1861,
and again in August, bat nothing wag done
In October, another plan wag adopted to take it

the Potomac flotilla to act conjointly with a
detachment of troops, but the troopg were not
sent as agreed, and tbe plan was not tried.
Soon after the Potomac flotilla left on the Port
Royal expedition, when the river was almost
immediately closed by rebel batteries, until the
rebels voluntarily left

On the 19th of January, 1862, the President,
as commauder-in-cbie- j, issued orders for a gen-
eral movement of ali the army of tbe United

States, one of the results of which was the eap-lur-e

of Fort Henry and Denelson. On the 31st
of January, the President ordered all the dig-- J

pogabte force of the army of the Potomao, after
providing for tbe safety of Washington, to seize
a point on the railroad southwest of Manassas,
and the expedition to move before the 23d of
February. This plan was objected to, as dj.
viding our army by too great a distance to
enable the two portions to support each other.
The commanding general recommended instead
a movement by way of the Rappahannock or
Fortress Monroe. To this proposition tbe
President propounds certain questions as to its
practicabilities and advantages, and finally a
movement by way of Annapolis and the Rap
pahannock: waa agreed upon, but the rebeiss
evacuated their position at Manassas, retreating
to the Rappahannock, thus rendering the plan
futile. On the 13th of March, a council of gen-erai- s

decided on a campaign by tbe navy of
York and James rivers, which tbe President
sanctioned, directing, that enough fores be left
to hold Manassas and have Washington secure
General McDowell was assigned tbe advauce,
but transportation not being adequate, his
division was detained until the last and subse-
quently retained for the defense of Washington.
Previous to leaving, the commanding general
addressed a communication 'to the adjatant
general, showing he left fifty-fou- r thousand fonr
hundred and fifty-si- x men at different points, at
rVarrenton. Manassas, Shenandoah, and on the

lower Potomac, with eighteen thousand for gar-
risons, and in front of Washington. The next
day General Wadsworth nig force for the
defense of Washington was inadequate, and the
subject wast referred to General Hitchcock, who
reported the game evening, which concluded
with tbe opinion that the requirements, of the
President that enough fbrce be left to secure the
emeiy di nunrrgton, nau not oeen mny com-
plied with.

This brings the
commissioner's report to the Peninsula campaign
After landing near Fort Monroe, tbe army moved
towards Yorktown, on the 4th of April, appear-
ing befure the rebel works on the 5tb.

Dowell via Fredericksburg to reinforce tbe army
of the Potomac, but the operations of Jackson
in the Shenandoah valley prevented his being
sent. The committee give details of the battles
of Seven Pines, aud Fair Oaks in which it is
stated Hooker made a reconnoissance te within
four miles of Richmond. Certain officers testify
that the army then could have marched right
into Richmond. Tbe committee then continues,
relative to tbe seven days battles, giving a num-
ber of telegrams which passed between General
McClellan and the President, tbe former tele-

graphing ou the 27th of June that the govern-me- nt

had not sustained his army.
Ou the nitfht of the 25th of July Generals

Ha leek aad Burnside visited Harrison's land-irg- ,

soon after which it was decided to withdraw
the army from there, which was done to rein-
force Pope. The committee devotes some gix
pageg to telegramg and extracts of evidence
relative to Pope's defeat, and then gees on to
the campaign in Maryland, which ig also mainly
composed of extracts from letters of McC aliac
and Haileck, and telegrams iu relation to Au- -

tietam. McClellan testifies that after the battle,
be found our loss had been great, and the com-
mands much disorganized, and did not fa- -
new the attack that day, out arranged to
attack the day after, wbea the enemy aban-
doned his position.

Prom the Ciaeiuna'i Enquirer
The London Times, of March IR:h, hag an

other direct correspondence from tbs rebel
States, dated Augusta, January 26th. It is
written in the usual style of the Confederate
correspondences of th Times, more eulogistic
of tbe rebels than even the rebel papers are
themselves. Tbe following account of the
powder-mill-s established by the Confederate
government contains some valuable informa-
tion: . .

When, upon the 13xb of Aoril, 1861, Fort
Sumter surrendered to General Beauregard and
tbe Confederates . not one single pound of gun-
powder was auy where manufactured in the Con
federacy. A rigorous blockade of the seaports
of the South was immediately commenced ,

through which the principal ingredient of gun-
powder (saltpeter) had to be largely sacked in.
At thig juncture it seemed advisable to President
Davis to intrust to Colooel Raines, formerly an
officer cf the Coiled States army, the responsi-
bility of planning and b iilding a large govern-
ment mill for the mapufactnre of gunpow-
der. For this poet Colonel Rains possessed em-

inent qualifications. He had been protegg r of
chemistrw at West Point, and for some yean,
gince icttving the army, hs had been at the head
of gome large iron works at Nswburg, on the
Hudson. Augusta, in Georgia, was selected as
the site of the intended mill, and never, both aa
regards the per.-o- n aud tba situation pitched
upon, was happier aagaciiy evinced by the Pree
ident. Following, so far as he was acquainted
witb it, tbe plan upon which tbs gunpowder
mill at Waltham Abbey, belonging to the Eng-
lish government, !s built. Colonel Rains pro-

ceeded to coegtruct the work necessary for hig
purpose; and the success wt ch has attended his
,ff )rts (, been such as could never Jaave been
believed before the pressure of war asm priva
tion bad awakened Soulhern ingenuity and en-
terprise. The result is that, at the cost of about

20,000, one of tbe most perfect gunpowder
mills in the world has been produced, which
turns oat fiv thousand douc Is of Dowder tier
day--, and could produce double that amount, if
worked day and night, and much more if worked
under the exigency of a pressing demand.

The cost of this powder, in spite of tte snst
liness of the saltpeter which has been inti gced
through the blockade, is about four I ta a
pound, which is about the same as its) it in
Euglatd. The mill has now been constantly at
work for many months, and, consequently.
more powder than the Confederacy is likely to
require tor years to come has already been pro
dueed. There is another government powder
mih at Coiumnia, in fjonth Carolina, working,
I believe, to supply the wants (not very large
as yet) ol the Confederate navy. Bated the
gunpowder issued for tbe service of the Con
federate armies of Virginia and the West, and
also for the defense of Charleston and Vicks-bor- g,

has come out of the mill at Aagusta : and
it wag stated to me by an ordnance officer in
Charleston (hat the powder which he had re-

cently received there and tested, wag very nearly,
if not entirely, up to the atandard of the finest
English manufacture.

The extreme deliberation with which the
Confederate government has engaged in many
large and costly undertakings, requiring long
time for their completion and mucn ingenuity
in their design, is the best earnest of the quiet-
ness and confidence with which they have from
the very commencement looked at their inde-
pendence as at a thing which they could not
fail to obtain. These government powder mills
at Columbia and Augusta are by no means tbe
sole achievements of tbe Confederates at home
in support of their soldiers in the field. It may
be noticed in the North, although the necessity
for the erection of a government powder mill has
often been represented to the War Department
at Washington, no guoh mill has ever been
erected. It hag been found that private interests
have been too strongly represented in Congress
to admit of tbe withdrawal of tbe government
patronage from the great private firms in Con-
necticut and Delaware, between which it is. I
believe, divided. Ia hundreds of matters that
necessity, which was thought by tbe North
certain to crush tbe Southern power of regis
tance, has but developed an energy for which
tbe world, and especially England, was very lit-

tle prepared.

My . Lord : The proclamation of the Preai-de- nt

of tbe Unifed States, inclosed in your lord-

ship's dispa'ch of the 2d inst., appears to be of
very strange nature.
It professes to omaacipate all slaves in places

where the United States authorities cannot exer-
cise any jurisdiction nor make emancipation a
reality, bat it does not decree emancipation of
slaves in any State or parts of Stateg occupied
by Federal troops, and subjact to United Stateg
jurisdiction, and where, therefore, emancipation,

decreed, might have been carried into effect
It would seem to follow that in the border

States, and also in New Ortears. a slave owner
may recover his fugitive slave by the ordinary
process of law ; but that in the ten States in
which the emancipation decrees emancipation, a

gitive slave arrested by legal warrant may re-

sist, and his resistance, if gucceggful, ig to be
upheld and aided by the United States authori-
ties and the United States armed forces.

The proclamation, therefore, makes slavery at
onee legal and illegal, and makes slaves either
punishable for running away from their masters,

entitled to be supported and encouraged in so
doing, according to the locality of the plantation

whieh they belong, and the loyalty of the
Slate in which they may happen to be.

There seems to be no declaration of a princi-
ple adverse to slavery in the proclamation. It

a measure of war, and a measure of war of a
very questionable kind.

As President Lincoln has twice appealed to
the judgment of mankind in his proclamation, I
venture to gay I do not think it can or ought to
satisfy the friends of abolition, who look for to-

tal and impartial freedom for the slave, and not
vengeance on tbe slave owner.

Sir : It has been suggested to this govern-
ment, from a source of unquestioned authen-
ticity, that, after the recognition of our inde-
pendence by the European powers, an expecta-
tion ig generally entertained by them that, in our
treaties of amity and commerce, a clause will be
introduced making stipulations against the
African slave-trad- e.

You are well aware how firmly fixed in our

move tbem, and if so, attempt ia made to intro-
duce into any treaty which yen may be charged
with negotiating, gtipulatioas ou the gubj-- ct just
mentioned, you will assume, in behalf of your
government, the position which, under the di-

rection of the President, I now proceed to de-

velop.

A treaty might
be abrogated by a party temporarily in power
in our country, at the sole risk of disturbing
amicable relations with a foreign power. Tbe
Constitution, unless by approach to unanimity,
could not be changed without the destruction of
this government itself, and even should it be
possible hereafter to procure the consent of the
number of States cecessary to change it. the .
terms and delays designedly interposed by the
framers to cheek rash innovations would give
ample time fox the most mature deliberation and
for strenuous resistance on the part of those op-

posed to such a cbsryre
After all, it is steely tbe part of wisdom to

attempt to impede restraint on tbe actions and
conduct of rwsn for all future time. Tbe policy
ef tbe Cor.ederacy hi as fixed and immutable on
