Vicksburg, April 15, 1863.

The movements of the enemy seem to be no
longer concealed by themselves, nor doubted by
the most dubious in our own lines. At the first
indications of their probable withdrawal from
here there were many who regarded it as a
strategic move to induce the Confederates to
withdraw part of the forces away from here to

ward eff the invaders at other points, and when

the army here was sufficiently ret'ueed and
weakened to be Le'p'.-s- s a fair prospect would

open for toe enemy to come and capture the

place without much trouble. But all signs of

treachery have vanished, and it is plainly evi-

dent that the efforts against this place have
been abandoned for the present.

The late reconnoissances, no doubt, had the

effect of convincing them that ft was all folly

to lav siege to the place, with a reduced and

divided force, and the longer the wiege was con

tinned the weaker would his attacking force

become, and tbe stronger would grow the de

fenses at all vulnerable points. It may not

have occurred to many persons that General

Grant's armv has siiffdred as much as if it had

fought a hard battle; but it is my opinion if he

had mado an attack on the 25th of January, got
whiooed and quit, he would not have lost as
many men as he has since lost by mortality

The work of reducing Vicksburg has become

a terror ts the Federal army, not only an ac

count of its impregnable defenses, but also for

the reason that every army which they send here

is decimated by natural causes ; and the im

nression must prevail among many of their

soldiers that to march against Vicksburg, means
either to get killed by our cannon or to die from

swamp fsvar. In order to lose an army, H is

not necessary to storm the batteries, nor to

make any effort at all to reduce the town to

their subjection, but all that is required is to

keep up the camp in the swamp opposite, and
Jeath wili come and quietly and silently do his
work.

Such has been the experience of all the expe
ditions that have vifited the precincts of this

place; and cow, as the summer season is ap
proacbiog, and when the waters subside from

the overflown bottom lands, leaving the malar,

"General Peg-a- 's command, amounting to

Cumberland river, at Sitg- lis ferry, on the 221
and v,t i of March, and, after a forced march, at-

tacked Danville at 2 o'clock P. M , 24th inst.
Tbe enemy's force was 5 regiments of infantry,
1 of cavalry, and 7 pieces artillery. They re
tired towards camp Dfck Robinson, after a
slight resistance Pegr.m charged them re-

treating through the streets, our whole force be-
having gallantly. Lient. Cel. Nixon, of the 1st
Louisiana, followed the flying enemy, while
with tbe remainder of his force, General Po-
grom moved for the purpose of. cutting eff
reinforcements from Lexington. Some stores
and abruf 60 prisoners were captured at Dan
ville, among whom was Lieutenant Colonel
Adams, of Wolford's cavalry. (Lieut Colonel
Adsms subsequently made bis escape.) His
command was thrown within two miles of Ken- -

ucky river bridge, and skirmished with the
enemy until the 2dth inst , when be began to
tall back toward Somerset. On the 31st he was
attacked by a very heavy force about two miles
from Somerset. Our troops fought bravely.
and although outnumbered five to one checked
the advance of the enemy for four hours, until
their ammunition failing, they fell back sldVly
and in good ord.r four miles, the enemy not
pursuing in any forcja and after shelling our
position tor a short time retired. Afier night
nur forces fell back s,olv and crossed the
river.

THE CUKDFtT OF TIBS WAIP

"When Congress assembled in this city, in

consisted of about ouo hundred and eighty five
thonsand men."

As to the organisation of the Army of the
Potomac into corps, which General MeClel-la- n

was not hasty, to adopt, the Committee
emys:

"Gen. McClellan stated to your committee, at
the time of their corjerence with him. ttat, al-

though it might at some time be expedient to
divide tbe army into army corps, the snbj"ct
was one of great difficulty. He said it was a
delicate matter to app int major generals before
they hsd been tried by actual service, aad had
shown their fitness to oe selected to command
30,000 or 40,000. A major general could not be
stowed away in a pigeon hole, if be should
prove incompetent, so easily as a brigadier ( l.

He proposed, therefore, to himself man-
age this entire army in some battle or camoaiea
and then select from the brigadier in it
such as should prove themselves competent to
higher commands."

Concerning the Peninsula carapaizu, the re
port says :

"Iraeral Hemtzeiuan. who commanded the
first troops of the Potomac, that landed on the
Peninsuia, a'rived at Fortress Monroe on the
23J of March, two weeks after the evacuation of
M mnssas. Ho had orders to encamo as nar

The report of General Birnard, chief of En-

gineers of the army of the Potomac, is very
severe on the management of the Peninsula
campaign.
