The last
symptom was common when he drank liquor at
all, but the first alarmed him and he immedi-

ately sent for the doctor to the post. In the
meantime the symptoms ir creased in intensity
until he was driven mad by the pain he felt.
When the physician arrived it was too late to do
anything for him ; he soon alter aieo, wua ana
raving like a mad man with the mania pott.

On being charged by the physician with his
diabolical act, he coolly replied that all advan-
tages were fair in war ; that he had met Lieut.
Conklin several times before, and it was much
easier to kill such with whiskv than with pow-

der and lead on tbe word; that be had tried it
anil found it so.

Such unblnthing effrontery and savage bru-
tality is almost without a paialieL

Upon the first
intimation of the presence of one of the epemy's
vessels in a position which offered an opportu-
nity for punishmtnt, Geaersl Waiker ordered
sections of the Baaufort volunteer artillery, Vir-

ginia, North Carolina and Georgia batteries to
move forward, with a view to attack, and, if
possible, destroy the vessels. These, with a
proper infantry support, consisting of a regi-
ment from General Cook's brigade, reached the
serrce of aetion during the night, and waited
for daybreak to open the ball. Before morning
the gunboat moved down toward Port Royal
ferry, and a force was detached and sent in that
direction to operate should opportunity ff r.

At dawn, Captain Lumpkin, of the Virginia
battery, and Lieutenant Hal. Stuart, of the
Beautort artillery, brought their guns in position
in splendid style, having to inttneuver nodor
great disadvantages in an old cotton field. Be-

fore the Abolitionists had time to rub their eyes
aid torn over in th-ji- bunks, the pound shot
and shell were crashing through the
sides of the gunboat la jolly style. Lieutenant
Smart's second shot knocked off the rudder,
and the ship became unmanageable. Iu a few
minntcs, after firing their heavy trims in return,
the Yankees displayed the white flag, and our
guns ceased their terrible fire.

Tbe vessel was discovered to be on fire from
our shells, and hence the surrender. As usual,
the rascals used the flag only for their personal
safety ; tor, by this lima, the gunboat had
drifted over to tbe other shore, and tbe valiant
crew jumped 'nto the marsh, and, regardless of
the mud and water, they struggled for the is-

land shore. Setting thi- -. our guus were elevated
a little, and a perfect hail "f grape and canister
fell among the fugitives, killing and wounding
several.

Captain Stephen Elliott, having returned from
detached service with General Walker, now
boarded the burning ship, and secured, with the
limited means at bis command, a number nf ar-

ticles of value, and would have brought off the
guns, but the gtriboat was sen returning,
shelling the shorn with considerable spirit, and
he returned wi'h his boats. Three prisoners
were takeu from the burning ship, all dreadfully
wonuded. They were suffering terribly, and
but little information was obtained.

The presence of the two boats was accounted
for in this wise : They were ordered to that point
with "sealed orders," upon opening wbich tbey
found that they were to silence any rebel bat-
teries that they might find on the river. Oar
hrav boys have tbe consolation of knowing
that there is one gunboat !es; in the admiral's
flaet. Not a man nor a hirsawas hurt on our
side. Tbe troops returned to their camps on
Thursday, in excellent spirits, to read the full
particulars of the glorious victory at Charles-
ton. Of course everybody was in a good hu-

mor, and satisfied with this week's experiments
in guitboat warfare.

He nas in command of a scouting
party, and having ascertained that eome thirty
of these scoundrels aftere at a certain place,
moved up his cornmatd to surround them.
With his mutal bravery he dashed ahead and
was in IT,nee. when, in passing an open
place, one cf ibe' vy hawker named Harpe,
rested his gup on "m corner of tbo house, took
deliberate aim and fired, ir dieting a mortal
wound. S'ime of McCj8nelts men came up
and asked him if he w s burt, to which he re-

plied : " I am killed, but go on Do- - not stop
to mind me." The patriots rendered lurious,
charjed ppn the enemy, killod nine, wounded
four, and took sixteeen prisoners. A day or
two before, a discharged Confexlerato soldier
named Stuart, bad his house surrounded by a
garg of these miscreants, who male him prison-
er and parrded him. On the next day others
dragged him from his sick bed, took him in front
of his house, propped him up, rut be was too sick
to stand, and in tbo preser,co of his wife
foully murdered him. These men, their hands
dripping with blood, who Lave burned hrues
aud stolen property, are brought here as prison-
ers of war and go through tbe formalities of a
trial When released, they go back to their old
trade of rspine and murder tiil they are again
caught and go through tbe same routine. Nearly
ail of tbem are tories and traitors ; some of thom
are deserters from our army, and to permit them
to go sr.yhijtt sf jjtjco is to lieoosA ciim. to
make, life and property in be bordnr counties
insecure, and id render of ao avail the loss of
lives tost in securing thm. Such a life as that
of Hall McConnell i worth a host of these ban
dits.

On
tbe Stono his operations seem to progress very
slowly, as if he were awaiting the of the
final contest between tbe iron fleet an 1 the bat-
teries of our harbor. Ths monitors, tbi in num-
ber, with the Ironsides, still lie at anchor within
tbe bar, and at a distance of about three miles
sontjieast from Fort Sumter Whatever the mo-

tives for their delay may be, there ere good rea-
sons for believing that thy will not depart until
they have made one more effort for the reduc-
tion of Charleston.

Durirg Wednesday afternoon insny pieces of
the Keokuk's furniture, with the spy glasses
and other effects nf her officers, were washed
ushers on Mortis' Island beach. Most of these
articles, when found, were covered with clotted
blood. That our readers may have correct in
formation of the strength ard character of the
iron vessels we have sunk, we append a minute
description of the Keokuk, taken from a New
York paper of December last :

The Keokuk, the invention of Mr. C. W
Whiiney, an iron merchant of this citjj. is of au
entirely novel construction, Her dimensions
are as follows : Lsngth over all, including the
ram of five feet, one hundred and flfty-niii- feet
and six inches; breadth of beam, thirty-si- x feet;
depth of bold, thirteen feet and six inches; draft
of water, nine feet. Her sidns present a very
peculiar appearance, being constructed at an
angle of thirty-eeve- n degrees, so as to cause the
shot to roll off. With exception of a few inches
of wood on deck, which is locked so as to keep
it tight, some minor pieces between dettks, and
the necessary joiner work, the vessel is exclu
sively built of iron, with an armor extending
some four feet below the water lirte, while the
flush deck is about five feet above the water
line.

The hull of the vessel, including framo and
beasos, are exclusively of iron. It is constructed
of half-inc-h rolled into plates. Three keelsons
run the whole length, while two bulwarks, fore
and aft, form an inner vessel, which enables the
structure to float, should the outside be riddl'd
with shot. Two bulwarks one fore and one
aft can be filled with water in fifteen minutes,
so as to settle or raise the vessel as wanted in
action as much as one foot. These compart-
ments also serve as a secr.rity against a leak
caused by the wrenching off cf the ram. The
hull is covered with an armor nf bars of lour
one-inc- h iron set edgeways, one inch apart, and
between each a strip of yellow pin9, over which
are three five-eight- inch plates, the whole
riveted with one and one-eight- inch bolts, with
eight counter-sun- k heads of about one foot
apart.

The vessel has two fixed turrets, each carry-
ing one gun, pierced with throe port holes each,
but the gnn is on a revolving slide. They are
built on a base of half-inc-h rolled plates, and
covered in the same manner as tbe hull, thus ob-

taining for tbe turrets a thickness Of six and one-quart-er

inches The port holes are provided
with heavy shutters, so constructed as to work
in two halves. The slides for ths guns, which
will be of eleven inch calibor, are placad twenty
inches below the level of the deck, which se-

cures a greater bight for the turrets, which are
of a conical form, twenty feet diameter at the
base and fourteen feet at the top. Their length
is eight feet efjrht inches. Tuey are strongly
braced by five one-inc- iron bars set edgeways
Tbe size of the porta allows the guns ten de-

crees vertical and eight degrees lateral range.
The ventilation of the turrets is admirably pro
vided for by an arrangement by which tbe j

lower portion of the tnrretssfean be cpaned, and
as there is a cemmui ica'ion between the two
turrets a dra't is produced, which removes the
ioul air generated ins do.

Tbe vessel wili be propelled by two propcll'irn
and two engines of five hundred horse power.
Both rudder aud propeller are guided by an
overhanging guard cf wrought iron on tbe after
part.

Mr. Whitney, wbo hv3 conceived the idea of
building this vessel about four we ks after the
outbreak of the war, is quite sure of hr suc-
cess, both as regard easy navigation and proof
against shot. She r.quires a crew of ooo hun-
dred men, aud carries in her magazines two hun-
dred shot, one hundred and fifty 1 1 inch
shell, and the necessary powder, eto.

1'he propellers and engines of tbe Keokuk
are so arranged as to allow ono to work for-
ward while the other can be reversed, 60 as to
turn the vessel on her own pivot. The guns of
tbe ship are worked on a pivot similar to the ar-

rangement of tbe pivrt guns on a gunboat. The
ship sits on tbe water with all the grace of a
regrj'srly built wooden vessel, thus putting at
rest all the fears expressed by many nautical
men that she enuld not &.

All these I regard
au fovora'ole circumstances, and when next ae
meet the foe, they will show their influence in a
desperate and nnfltnehing determination to win
a complete victory over tbe mercenaries who are
devastating our beautiful country.

scape f a Fedenul Officer.
The Corinth correspondent of the Cincinnati

Gazette gives the following particulars of the
escape of a Federal officer, from Atlanta, Oa,
to Corinth Miss. :

First Lieutenant John F. Elliott, Tnirty-sixt- h

Iil:no: Volunteers, was wounded at the battle
of Murfreesboro' and captured. He was taken
to the Atlanta prison and confined with the
other officers captured at that battle. But hav-
ing the bad luck to ba a stake holder a day or
two before the battle, in a bet where tbe stakes
were foe simile Confederate notes, and the bet
not being decided when he was captured, the
rebels, finding so excellent a counterfeit of their
currency in his possession, charged him with the
crime of counterfeiting, aud made him answera-
ble to the civil court ordering him to appear at
that tribunal on the fourth Monday in March.

About the 5th of February all the prisoners
there were notified that all the officers who bad
been captured previous to the I'ith of January
were exchanged and they were ordered to the
depot to take the cars to Richmond. By some
means the civil claim against Lieutenant Elliott
and Lieutenant Burritt (who was charged with
the samo offense) was forgotten until ail the
officers had reached the depot. It being dusk,
and those two not well known to tbe offices' in
charge, he called their names, intending to de-

tain them for trial. Lieutenant Burritt answer-
ed, and was kept back. Lieutenant Elliott did
not answer, aud thus succeeded in getting
aboard the train. But he had not gone far until
he overheard the officer in charg say that ho
was g.dcg to make a search for " that man El-

liott, and send him back." Quietly changing
bis clothes for a partial butternut suit, obtain-
ing a map, a compass and five dollars, he got off
the cars at Conger's Station, thirty miles east of
Atlanta, and undertook the dangerous effort to
roech th Union lines on foot.

HU first thought was to go to KnoxviUe, an-fro-
