The discoursging failure of all tho expedi-
tions sent against the Lower Mississippi cannot
bs attributed as many journals and partisans
do attribute it to the inefficiency of toe officers
or soldier accompanying them.

anticipate. There is hardly a chanc for the
boats to escape, for the bayous were probably
filled up with fallen trees when tboy had passed,
and to abandon both transports and gnnboat3,
and mareh across the country, will, perhaps, bo
their only resource.

Great importance has bean attached to the aid
of Commodore Farrsgut's fleet, which was to
have run by Port Hudson to against
Vicksbnrg. The attempt was a failnre, but, had
it succeeded, results would not havo been
c'sanged. Commodure Farragut was there last
summer with his whols flont, and combinod
with Commodore Dvis in a lengthened effort,
which resulted in nothing. He is no stronger
now than then, and can render no assistance
which he did not then render. Tbo conclusion
is, therefore, that gunboats and war vessola are
powerless to reduce Vicksbnrg.

If the country will wait patiently until Jnly
and August, when the water falls, and the coun-
try becomes dry. our troops can probably march
into the rear of Vicksburg and attack its rail-
road communication, either destroying it, "cr

ibreiag tho enemy to fight us on even ground
for its defense. Then, by surrounding the place
and making regular approaches, wo may eut off
its supplies, and force it to surrender. I: will
be seen by this that the complaints against tire
army for allowing the season to slip away with-
out results is simple absurdity. The sesson ii
just approaching, and, by diligent use of onr fa-

cilities, we may hope to possess Vicksbnrg by
this time next year by starvation, if by no
other process.
