Independent of

any other mvrement, isolated from Rosecraxs'
mits body, this wonid signify nothing, but,

taken in connection with others, it is significant

Oar ppecial yesterday afternoon advises the

reader that Burnside's advance had reached the

vicinity of Cumberland Gap, with the intcntioB

of penetrating Etst Tennessee. This move

ment, it is true, is sUled on the authority of

Yankee papers, but we have no doubt it is cor-

rect Bcrjtside's arrival in Kentucky with
his own old amy corps, and other troops from

the Etst, has been known for some time, and

since hit arrival, some six weeks ago , we may

rest assured he has cot been idle. The North-

ern journals have mado frequent mention of

reinforcements of new troops, exchanged sol-

diers, etc., having crossed the Ohio to join him,

and that be has quietly concentrated a large
force, undisturbed and almost unobserved, we

cannot permit ourselves to doubt. Neither can
we see any reason to doubt tbe Federal
announcement cf Lis programme, to op-

erate against East Tenness?e. The po-

sition is one the Federal Government
has long desired to hold, and has made sev-

eral attempts to secure, and we can readily

believe they have not lost sight cf tbe advanta-

geous position. Their idea is that to hold it
against such an army as Burxside commands;

Johsston will be compelled to weaken his

army in front of Rosccrass. or Lee send rein-

forcements from Virginia, and in the event of

either bocoming weakened to any comiderable
extent, Hooker or Rosf.crans can attack. Or
should a contest with Burxside ba declined,
and our great armies bo preserved intact, a
small force can be left to garrison the country,
aod cut off our northern connection with Rich-

mond, while the main body either joins Rose-CHAN-

or, proceeding directly in the direction
of Chattanooga, compel General Johnston to

give some attention to that stronghold, which
we cannot afford to lose.

Gentlemen of close cbssrvation, recently
from Middle Tennessee, are almost unanimous
in tbe expression of the opinion that Rose-crax- s

will not fight at an early day, unless it

is forced upon him where he will have the ad-

vantage of his intrenchmenta. That his army
equals that cf his immediate opponent in

strength, no cne doubts ; indeed, tbe Yankee

journals boast of its numerical superiority. Yet

he shows no diepoaition to give battle. He has

lain i Ha for months, and his movements prom

ise no activity soon. He is waiting watching
tbe result of the other strategic movements we

have alluded to, and us he will continue to

wait and to watch. He evidently dare not riek

a general battle upon anything like equal
terms.

How the situation and movements of the

Federal force will probably affect the move-

ments of Gen. Jiionston, we have noticed but
little s-- id, and do not feel disposed to speculate.

The whole country places the most implicit con-

fidence in the general commanding our forces,

and that trust is well placed. The original
army is a noble one, that has been tried on

many a battle-fiel- ; whether it has been rein-

forced or not we are not advised. That is for tbe
enemy to find out, if he can. The position now

occupied is a strong one ; whether it will be ad-

vanced from to fore a battle, wo will not con-

jecture. Army correspondents have so predicted

oi late, but fortunately Gen. Johnston keeps
his own counsel. In the event, however, that
the strategic movements we have alluded to as

being made by the Federals should necessitate a
retirement from Tullahoma and vicinity, the
stronghold at Chattanooga can be held agaicst
the combined Federal armies. We may enter-

tain some anxiety as to the result of the movc-ment- u

azainst our present position, but have
not the least fear as to tbe ability of our army to

maintain itself elsewhere, and to say to the
enemy " thus far shalt thou go and no farther."

He expatiated
on the anxious desire of the Governmont to re-

main ot peace, while at the sama time it would
tilerata no insult or provocation from other
powers. He referred as fellowa to America :

" But I am g!ad to say there never was a time
when this country was upon better terms of

friacdihip with all the other nations of tbe world.
I advert not to those contending parties io
America, who sue us like rivals who sue a fair
damsel rach party wanting hs to taka up its
caute, and each feeling some little stinging re-

sentment on account of that neutrality which
tbey, both of them, in some degree characterise
as unfriendliness, but setting aside this failing,
which creates no irritation in our mind., and
does not in any degree diminish that friendly
feeling which ought to prevail btwen kindred
races, as tbey are but.. I say, barring that, we
may safely congratulate ourselves that there is no
governmont, that there is no nation with whom
we have political or commercial intercourse with
whom we are not upon terms of the most satis-
factory friendship, and long may that continue."

' On the 31st L"rd Palmerston attended a soiree
of tbe wo: king classes in the city bail of Glas-
gow, and was presented with an address. In
the course of his speech he alluded as follows to
American affairs :

"It will be our anxious desire to pursue a
course calculated to preserve the pnace and wel-

fare of tbe country, and we have done so in re-

gard to tha lamentable events passing amsng
our kinsmon of the North Arnericm continent,
and in epite of great invitations from each of
the two parties to take a more active part in the
contest than we have thought it our duty, and
for the national interests that wn boul 1 take.

have a contest scattered over a wide surface of
country, and yen have desolation markinr. tbe
tracks cf each contending army, perhaps ijrcat- -

er even than would be inflicted by tbe invasion
of a foreir-- n force. We lament that sti.te of
things. We should be mst happy if it had
been in the power ot this conatry by arrjicacle
interposition to reconcile those conflicting' par-tie- r;

but we felt and we kiow that any attempts
of that kind in the existing stats of things
would have an effect the very reverse of that
which was intended. It would not accomplish
the purpose in view, and might render it. diff-
icult, if not impossible, if a different sti.te of
tbinps should arise, that tbe friendly counsels
of England could tben be listened to with
success. Cheers. I am persuaded that vou,
gentlemen, and the rest of tbe people of Erie-land- ,

think that we acted rightly in taking that
decision. That war has, indeed, inflicted deep
sufferings and privations npon a large portion
of the working classes of this country le?s,

A War with Knalitatl.

That the Governmont of Great Britain has
been uniformly friondly with the UGited States
during the presant civil conflict, we do net be-

lieve. We do think, however, that much of the
hostility which has from timn to time been man-
ifested toward us, in a stealthy manner, might
have been averted by proper management on
the part of our Administration during the early
stager. the war. Nevertheless there has been
a prn ..re of old standing operating to our in
jury n the British mind, which tbe American
ms. is unaouhieaiy nave a nanKersng to prop-
erly chastise. Under ordinary circumstances a
war with England, on grounds involving the
honor of this nation, would be the most pop-

lar one in which the United States could
possibly engage Bnt that we are prepared
to enter into a military contest with that
power while tho energies of the nation are
all put forth in the attempt to crush the South-
ern rebellion, seemed to ba doubted even six-

teen months ago by the high functionaries at
Washington, who, in the Trent case, declined
Earl Russell's polite but decided invitation to a
fight. There was not at that time the same
popular despondency in regard to tho result of
the struggle with the South that exists now.
It will be remembered that the Cabinet,
through the Secretary of State, announced
that the demands of Great Britain would not
be acceded to if it were considered that the
retention of Messrs. Mason and Slidell was

to the success of the American war ; or,
fn other words, that even though Commodore
Wilkes was wrong iu seizing the rebed Ambas-
sadors, a war with Eneland would be freely
accepted if sustaining Wilkes was necessary to
save the Union. For some time past there has
besn a growing acrimony towards the British
Government on the part of tho authorities at
Washington, observable not only in the
official dispatches of Secretary Seward, but
in the semi official utterances of other num-
bers of the Cabinet, in letters and speeches That
all of it has been produced simply by the conns
of tha Queen's Govprnmont that it i referable
wholly to tbe alleged indifference of that Govern-
ment in tho matter of the fitting out of Confeder-
ate privateers and regular vessels of war in
England it would, we think, be absurd to
assert. There is an apprehension, as we re-

marked yesterday, that certain leaders of tbe
ruling party in this country, are looking about
for favorable circumstances under which to
invite a foreign war, to cover up the failures and
deficiencies of the Administration in its several
foiled campaigns for restoring the Union. It
being shown that the Democratic party of the
North is essentially a war party, refusing to
listen to any talk about recognizing tha Southern
Confederacy, tbe radicals find ti.at they can-
not place the responsibility of ending the eon-te-

where it is, with the Union broken, on Metr
(boulders; and hence, virtually admitting thir
incompetency to manage tbe war with success,
these schemers desire to bring about a conflict
with a powerful trans Atlantic foe, that they
may claim the Union went out amidst " the
wreck of matter and the crush of worlds." For

a foreign war vow must result in the establish-
ment of the independence of the South, and in
the further humiliation and disgrace of the re-
mainder of tha Uuiloi States.

The New York Timet a paper which has
often spoken with something like authority for
Mr. Seward has, in its Wednesday' issue, a
prominent editorial, the palpable design of
which is to show that a war with England would
be no great calamity in itself, but on the other
hand, rather a benefit. Taking for its text the
late Charleston affair, it declares that "any
American harbor may be put io such a state of
defense as absolutely to dafy the combined fleets
of Europe." Wa do not need to follow the
Times through its crgument, as ve allude to it
merely to how the tendencies of certain politi
cal interest at tbe North, in ths direction of
bringing about a war with England.

The same parties, two years ago, or over,
were writing and speaking glibly of tho y

of whipping out the Con 'edorates in a
short space of time of the paucity of the
South' resources and of tha va t resources nf
the North. Once into a foreign war, in addi-
tion to tha job already on our hands, the plotters
would soon be brought to an acknowledgment
cf the folly rf continuing tho struggle, and they
would be behind the scenes urging tbe cry of
peace.

Ween ordered to chargo into town,
they did so promptly and at their swiftest speed,
and although in the faie cf tha enomy's bat-
teries and houses lined with their sharpshooters,
they drove everything resitllessly before them,
and pushed their victorious coluains to the
bank of the Harpeth river, killing and wound-
ing a considerable nnmbei of the enemy, and
upon returning formed in good order in an open
field, in easy range, and under tha well-direct-

fire of the enemy's guns. To show tho
danger to which they were exposed, attention ia
directed to 'ho official report of the killed,
wounded an tsing. Such exhibitions of
valor refle xheet crndit upon their State,
themsolves a. eii familias, aud serves to
weaken and intra lata tho fie.

The charge ot iato Frankiin, under
such adverse circumstances, finds no parallel iu
this war, and will embellish another page iu the
history of our country with the martial achieve-
ments and glory of Southern arms.

II. High mention is due tho oifi vrs and those
of the 1st Mississippi cavalry, (Piusnn's) 1st
brigade, for the dashing manner in which they
charged and drove the enemy into their fortifi- -'

cations. Also, to my eeco: t. Capt. D. II. Tay-
lor, commanding, for the fearless manner in
which on the 31st of March, and y, tbey
charged superior forces witb great success.

Compliments are extended to the division for
the excellent manner in which they maintained
their ground during tbe fury of tbe fire of the
enemy's siege guns, and tho orderly manner in
which they advanced from and returned to their
camps.

Such behavior is worthy the imitation of
every soldier, and will benr repetition on any
Bald.

There ia no new feature in financial at? lira, if

we except tbe usual fluctuations in gold. Money
is in good supply, and the banks could extend
the line of discounts double what tbey now are
without the slightest inconvenience, but hrst-cla- ss

borrowers are scarce, and second and
third-clas- s names meet with no encouragement.
Rates of interest are steady and firm at tan per
cent.

Gold was again lowor and the market
here was dull aftr the New York dispatches
were received. The regulitr counter rat-- , buy-
ing, ranged from 159 to 151, although some lots
were bid in during the ibra-pnr- t of the day at
152. The market closed weak at 150, buying

Silver was bid in at 140 for large pieces and
137 for small, althougtooine of the dealers re-

fused to pay over 135. Canadian currency
commands a premium of 15 per cent. Demand
notes are nominally the same as gold. Indiana
State bauk currency is bought at 3 to 4 per
cent, premium. Dfbt certificates are bought at
974. andj 30. Treasury notes at 1044.

The Boston Posf of Weinesdsy gay :
Money is (till in full supply at the banks and

in the street, bnt tha demand is not sufficient to
make any visible impression on the large accu-
mulation of unemployed deposits which are al-

lowed to remain idle, par !y for lack of borrow-
ers, but mainly on account of the hesitancy of
the undecided owners about investing it where
something can be earnod, or a profit realized,
by an improvement in market value. Those
who sell anything (unless they have debts to
pay) hardly know what to do with the currency
which they receive in payment, and after re-

maining passive awhile often repurchase tho
same things they have sold, at current price,
whether tbey bo higher or lower than the lue-viou- s

sales.

COMPENSATION FOR PROPERTY
Remarks of E Barksdale, of Mississippi, in ike

House of Representatives, upon a motion to
eompcitsteto owners of property destroyed by
order oj the Uocernment.
Pending the consideration of the bill to pro

vide compensation in cases ot past impress
ment, on the eJth of April, 1863, Mr. Chambers,
Of Mississippi, moved to amend by inserting

"And for property destroyed by the military
authorities, on the ground, lhat if captured, it
woutii aid tho enemy in the prosecution of the
war.

- In favor cf which Mr. Barksdale spoke as
101 'Ows :

Mr. Speaker My support of this amend
ment is dne to my convictions of the justice of
the princip involved. While 1 affirm that in
this stmgglo all private property in ths country
noma be ncia at the service ot the (ioverurnent,

I maintain that its burthens should be equally
borna by all classes.

Oae of the recommendations which the Presi
dent submitted to Congress in his message, at the
commencement of the present session, was the
devising of "a proper mode of relief to those of
oor citizens whose property has beon destroyed
by the Government, in pursuance cf a policy
adopted as a mean of national defense."

This recommendation was mado with au eye
to the obligations of the Government and the
right of its citiz ns. Protection to persons and
property is tha pwamount duty of Government.
Writers on the law of nations, however, make
a distinction in regard to its liability for prop-
erty which Is destroyed by the enemy, and that
which is destroyed to prevent its use by the
enemy. Iu the latter case all hold that it is ths
duty of the Government to acknowledge its in-

debtedness and to make compensation. Vat tel.
a writer of approved orthodoxy, says :

" Is tbe 8tate bound to indemnify individuals
for tho damages they have sustained in war 7

We learn from Grotius that authors are divided
on this question Tbe damages under consid-
eration are to be distinguished into two kinds
those done by tbe State itself as the sovereign,
and those done by the enemy. Of the first kind,
some are done deliberately, and by way of pre-

caution as when a field, a house, a garden,
belonging to a private person, is taken for tbe
purpose of erecting on tha spot a town, ram-
part, or other piece of fortification, or when his
standing com or his storehouses are destroyed to
prove .t their being of use to the en3ray. Such
damages sre to be made good to tha individual,
which should bear only his quota of the loss."
Page 402.

But if tbe public law contained no injunction
whatever on this subject, still there is authority
which we cannot disregard. Tiie " man of our
counsel" is the Constitution. It is the guiding
Pbaros streaming across the ea of the9 tronb-kS-

times, showing the path of safety. Tha
primal law of is tha only jus'.i-fipatp-.- n

which can be offered for ths slightest
deviation from its teachings. Tha Constitution
declares that " private property shall not be
taken for public uin wilheut just compensation."
Cor.gTes canr.nt disregard this provision. Tike,
for instance, tbe article of cotten belonging to
citizens, which the mili'ary authorities, acting
by law of Cnugress, destroyed to prevent its
falling into the haads of the enemy, and which,
as tho President correctly observes in his mess-
age, " tbe Government, in effict, took for its
use." The owners of " property" thus taken,
do not present a petition for a mere gratuity,
therefore, but for a constitutional right

It was but the other day that tha mind of
Congress was absorbed in the consideration of
another bill regulating the matter of impress-
ment. The seizure of property aad its appro-
priation by officors of the Govarnment, for pub-
lic use, was a subject of earnest comment
Honorable members spoke eloquently of enor-
mous outrages which the agents of the Govern-
ment had perpetrated when they invaded the
storehouses of flour dealers and produce specu-
lators, to tako a shtre for the support of the pa-

triotic soldiers who are interposing their breasts
between the bayonets of the enmy and his de-

signs to desolate tbe country. Tbey complaiced
not that thoso owners were not paid, but, that
tbey were not paid tbe "market price," which
they themselves had fixed by the creation of a
monopoly to gratify their own cupidity. No-

body charged that the Government had ever
taken a barrel of fliur or a pound of bacon
without paying tha owner ; but its agents had
not eocoursged thi idea that its own currency
had depreciated, and, therefore, it had not, in
tha estimation of earns, rendered "just com-
pensation." This wa the extent of their of-

fending.
Thus the Government pays prcmptly, as it

ought to do. for all its supplies, whether pur-
chased or impressed. If it takes "for public
use" your corn, your flour, your bacon, or your
beef cattle, payment is made; and, if not at
the "market price," a loud clamor is heard,
which is caught up and re echoed in these
hall. Why shall it d!criminaf betwean the
owners of property which it takes for its pur
poses 7

The propriety ot immediate indemnity in
some form to the unfortnnate people whose cot-

ton has been destroyed by its orders, is the
more apparent by the fact that the Government
is now buying c otton and pying for in it 8 per
cent, bonds. Why should it make so unjust a
discrimination in favor of the planter whose
cotton it purchases, and the planter whoso
cottrn it has destroyed T It buys cotton for
one purpose and pays for it; it takes cotton for
another purpose and refuses to pay for it Is
this fair and even-hande- justice 1

If the owners of cotton which has been taken
by the Government for the purposes indicated,
have not claim superior to any class of credi-
tors, unquestionably they are such as to entitle
tbem to equal consideration. On hi cotton,
which was destroyed, the planter depended for
subsistance for means of feeding and elothing
family snl his slaves and carrying on his
plantation operations. Moreover, he is required
to pay his taxes. Confederate and State. Ia
most instances, to meet these obligations, he
has hod to depend upou his cotton.

Tho failure of the Government to perform it
constitutional obligation to indemnify tbe own-

ers of the cotton it ha thus destroyed, bear
with pecalar hardship upon the people of Mis-

sissippi. Many of the sufferers in that State
had pledged their coti on a a security for the
redemption ot notes, which it Legislature had
caused to be issued, and which is serving the
purpose of a local currency.

But it has been said in the progress of this
debate that the Government is nBable to meet
all its obligation at the present time. If this
be true, it is right to demand of the Government
that it creditors should be placed upou equal
footing. Let all receive their pro rata share. It
is cot ja3t to pay oue class the "market price"
and another class.no price at all.

The question arises in this connection, wh9n
is he debt to be paidf Is it to be done now,
or is it to be left unacknowledged and unsettled
till the cloae of tha war, whan it will have be-

come odious, by reason of the dost of years that
will havo accumulated upon it? So far as the
Government is concerned, it is clear that it will
owe no moro at the close of the war by making
immediate payment, in whole or in part (if it ba
not possible to pay tbe entire sum) tban it
would by postponing the debt. In the one case
it will owe only the notes or certificates of in-

debtedness which it may give for the cotton; in
the other it will owe for tbe cotton itself.

No class of the community baa contributed
moro freely to the support of the government
than those to whom these remarks hava special
reference : nor have any experienced heavier
calamities. The producers, f n-- whose protec
tioa tbe impressment bill was passed, under the
provisions of which they will receive "jnst
compensation " for their property, are, for the
most part, beyond the reach of the enemy.
Their homos have not been invaded, and their
fields have not been laid waste. Not e with

btr. Tn manv instances his
family have been driven with a remnant of

worldly good, upon which he is heavily taxed,
housaless and homeless, before tbe implacable
foe, who are profaneiog his hearthston snd his

altars. Thi he willingly endures. He yields
obedience to his Government, and bears all the
privations incident te the war, knowing that the
times the absolute surrender of every
aelfiib feelinir. All be asks is, while he bears
his share of its burthens, that it accord fc him
tho justice which the Constitution was designed
to establish. Let us taka care that our indepen-
dence ba established upon the enduring rock of
the inviolability of public fatth.

Tbe Charleston Roanbarfinaeat.
The result of tbe Charleston affair cannot be

taken as proof of tha inefficiency of iron-cl- I

vessels for war purposes. It may demonstrate
tbe futility of sending small boats, with liraitod
armaments, against the concentric powe' of bat-
tery upon battery, and fort upon frrt ; there to
lis and melt away be 'ore irresistibla st'ength,
without the power to re'urn a tithe of tha injury
done thsm, but as regards the princinle of iron-platin- g

the result is the semei as befora. Th
turrets of the monitors were not pierced, and
their side armor does not seem to have received
material injury. The Ksokuk, which was sunk,
was a poor apology for an iron boat, being half
wood and half iron. Even her turrets were of
th:s flimsy material, being made of alternate
strips of wood and iron set edgewise, and cov
ered, outside and inside, by a shell ot p'a'e iron,
with a thickness in all of but five inches and a
half. She was of conrse riddled, as every per-
son, exept her builder, aod those who con-
tracted for her, supposed she would be. Tha
monitor proper wera not pierced, but wer lit-

erally peucdad and knocked about to such an
extent that tbey heeame useless for any pur-
poses of offsnae. The power of offanso consti
tutes an important element ot tnetr mvu'nera-bility- ,

and when that is taken from them they
are only fit to get on' of harm's way as socn as
possible. Tbnir equipment was two gum apiaca,
and those S3 confined and cramoed as to render
effective working impossible. Yet they took the
firo of over three hundred guns, and wera not
blown out of water or sunk to tbe b ttom.

The statement that the rebels have Whitworth
gur.s may ba true, for they have bad opportuni-tir- s

enough to get thirn. Tl'e possession of these
guns givei them the only effective ordnanco
science has yet produced witb which to combat
iron plating. The gnns are riflel by a hexg
nal bore, and ere made of wrcueht iron. The
project lei a s the erjuare-f- r nted ft el 1 ol, tho
only shot that has practically ovarcome the
Warrior targets. Yet with this ordnance iha
task of poaetraticg eleven inches of iron has
yet to be accomplished and that thickness pro-

tects ths guoners of the monitor fleet.
Had the eighteen guns which the fl;et cf

monitors carried engfg ai twice their own num-
ber, or even three times, the7 might have com9
out victorious ; but when called upon to face the
fire of three hundred or more of the heaviest
ordnance, thoir hopes were hut slight Such a
storm nf iron was poured into them that their
answering shots were lost in tha tumult, and the
only wonder is that they ever camo on, of it
that they were not fairly hammered to pieces.
Iron is strong, and will endure much, but it is
not proof against tbe upheaval of nature, and
such a cannonade is twin-brothe- r to an earth-

quake. W hope the Administration is satisfied
with ths experiment. It is another failure, and
failures, at this stage, are littla short of disas-
ters. Charleston is unconquered, and the iron-
clad monitors he.ve loot a'l their terrors. Foreign
secessionists will hold a jubilee over the event,
and we shall find, presently, that wa have taken
another step toward inviting foreign interven-tirn- .

Io Plymouth, a man having refused to vote the
Abolition ticket, his in his absence, wore
tnrne l out of the house, the fnrniture was
thrown into the street, and a family of negroes
installed.

We m;ght quote bnndreds of similar in-

stances if we had tbe spaco, but these will serve
to show the spirit of New England Puritan
patriots who are now so boistsreu in protest-i- n

g their love for the Union. The eve of Foley
here related is a test of their sincerity, and it
reliefs not a whit more of infamy upon the
overseer who ordered his discharge than docs
the dismissal ot Lieutenant Edgerly rfl-- ct upon
the Administration. Eagerly was a Lieutenant
in the New Hampshire 4th infantry, a regiment
whose ranks have been decimated by disease
and battle, aud which was sent home to recruit,
as was averred, but in reality to vote.

Rye Straw A writer in the Ad-

vertiser gives the following directions tor pre-
paring rya straw for brsding :

The rye meat be cut while in bloom. Cut aa
carefully as possible to prevent breaking, early
in the morning, and bundle it immediately, be-

fore ths sua has much power on it It mus t
then be taken to a kettle of boilirg water, and
each bundle steeped three minutes, then open
the bundles and spread cut to dry and bleach, a
clear suu being almost indispensable to fine
color. After it becomes properly dried, put into
a bundle again to be kept in a dry place, whore
the dust cannot soil it
