LETTERS FROM TICKsBPBG.
gpaelal Conespoadeaca of the Memphis Apfaal.)

Viuksbpro, May 5, 1863.

The affairs about Vicksburg at this time can-

not be regarded as very flattering. Although
safe, it will require the utmost caution, courage

and skill to avert disaster. After having had

a year's time in which to perfect all th defenses

it appears that we are now set npon in tbe very
quarter where we had least expected. It may
be regarded as contraband to say this much,

but it is due to the people that they should know
how affairs stand, and if danger threatens they
are entitled to know in what quarter it is, and
how it was brought about. An observing mind

can easily comprehend the strategy now being
developed, but it being my province merely t

chronicle past events, I will not speculate as to

the prospects for th fat are.
Some few persons, among whom was the un-

dersigned, have for the past twelve month

agreed that the fortifications on the river front,

though strong and able to resist an assault,
could not prevent the passage of the enemy's
iren-clad- But these misgivings were hooted

down by military wiseacres, and ven the slight-

est doubt of their inrfliciency was considered

contraband, and the man who doubted was

looked upon as unsound under estimating the

prowess of the Southern troops, and as too

ehicken-bearte- d to meet the enemy or to reposo

confidence in the supernatural wisdom of on?

military leaders, who wore clo thed with all thu

wisdom necessary for the occasion.

Well, the time has come when the strength
and effectiveness of oar works was tested, and

the seqael was that th boat, whether iron-c'a-

wooden vessels, gunboats or transports,
rnn by the muxale of oar guns almost

with impunity. Another great oversight was

in not making the necessary defense below.

Tbe work on the canal gave us sufficient warn
ing that it was the main objtct of the enemy to

tnrn Vicksburg by getting below and attacking
from tbat quarter When th gunboats a'ad

transports had passed down the people, includ-

ing the military, were again deceaved, by think-

ing that Grant's army was to bo taken down to

operate against Port Hudson, before the at-

tempt would be made against Vicksburg.

Farmer communications of '"Nestor" have fore-

shadowed these movements, and warning upon

warning has been given that this demonstration
would be made, and we have been deceived

into the Vlief that onr preparations in tbat

quarter were being pushed forward with suffi-

cient energy to enable us to meet tbe foe. It is,

therefore, with surprise, that I now learn that

we have no defenses and no preparations of any
kind betwoen this point and the lower portion

of tbe Big Black. This state of things will no

doubt surprise and chagrin tb whole country
when it became known that at the points where

so much had been expected, nothing, was done

to irtercept the advance of th enemy.
I have been endeavoring to And eat further

particulars about tbe Port Gibson affair, bat
haar nothing varyirg from the former reports.

Our troops have fallen back to the north side of

Big Black, and are now bsing disposed in prop
er position to guard the line of that river. It ia

presumed that an effort will be mad by th

enemy to advance eastward toward the railroad,
in the vicinity of the bridge. Whether this
move can be successfully accomplished depends

upon the energy and skill of our Generals.
Oar brigade that were engaged on Friday, are
new r.gatn being organized, and will soon be
ready to take their place in the field again.

This morning there is nothing new from any
quarter. Above, everything seems to have be-

come quiet, and no enemy is now known to be

on the Yaseo. It is reported that the entire

Federal force has been taken down to Grant,
and that there is nothing left with wnich to

make a demonstration above th city.- Th
place for the next fight will bs b?low Vicksburg
or oc the railroad between Vicksburg and
Jaikson. Nestor.

Vicksburg, May 4, 1863.

All has been in darkness and uncertainty
since the news of the conflict at Port Gibson on

Friday last. Enough hai been ascertained to

know tbat it was a desperate affair, and was

fought by oar forces under great disadvantage,
having gone oat of their trenches to meet the

enemy in the open fild. General Bo wen evi-

dently underrated the immense force which was

b'ing broaght against him. The enemy had
landed at Bruinsbnrg, below tbe month of

Bsyon Pierre, and marched to the rear of Grand
Gnlf, on the south sid of tho bayou. General
Bowen seeing the consequences that would
follow this movement, proceeded to attack
them. The largely superior numbers of tha

enemy bore down upon onr small column with
each overwhelming force that it required the
most desperate exertions to hold them in check.

They, however, succeeded in holding their
ground until the enemy retired, after which
General Bowen withdrew to th north side of
tha bayou, and burned the bridges, ia order to

prevent immediate pursuit by the enemy. Find-

ing that the greater part, if not the whole of

Grant's army, was concentrated below.it was
deemed prudent to abandon our position at
Grind Gulf.

It was found necessary to dsstroy onr guns
and part of the stores at Grand Gulf, after
which the troops were withdraws to the north
side of the Big Biack. This movement is not
regarded as a necessity, bnt as a great strategic
advantage, where we can hold the enemy at bay
until our reinforcements are sent forward. No-

thing definite can be learned about th casual-
ties on onr sice, with the exception that th loss
is very heavy, and the death of Gennral Tracey,
confirmed. I hope y to be able to make
out a full list, or at least to obtain such particu-
lars as have not yet bean made public.

This rather unexpected movement of th ene-

my in that quarter has startled some of the more
timid among us, as well as put a new face npon
the prospects of the war about Vicksburg.
There is but one danger to be apprehended,
to-w- : that the enemy may avoid Vicksburg
si1 to and attempt to march bis army
through the country, on the soatt side of Big
Black river, and intercept our railroad ommu- -

nication at some point between Vicksburg and

Jackson. There are strong hopen entertained
that they will not only fail, bnt meet with seri
ous disaster if they should undertake this move.

There is but little prospect ef Grant's ability
to march a large army across the country with-

out any means of carrying forward his supplies .

If he advances eastward toward oar railroad he
will be met by an army sufficient!' stroag to in-

tercept his passage, and his rear being open will

be barrassed by another fores ; and thus his
supplies will be cut off behind, while his ad-

vance will come to a dead halt it. front. He is

thus placing himself between two fires, and his
chances of success on one side are very slim
while the hope of escape on the other is ex-

tremely doubtfal.
It is known of a certainty that his amy
without supplies, and the only msaos by

which he can secure tham is by running onr

batten with tugs and barges. Thia is a very

precarious mode of supplying a large army in a

hostile country. The batteries at Vicksburg are

as vigilant as ever in preventing any craft

carrying contraband goods from passing down,

and the supplies intended for Grant's
soldiers are doomed to find a resting plaoe

in the bottom of tb river in front of Vicksburg,

and will be more uaeful in fattening tho catfish

than in feeding Yankee soldiers.

Last night, notwithstanding the beautiful

moonlight, making the midnight almost as light

as dsy, one of their tags attempted to carry a

cargo of provisions by our batteries. 8he had

two large barges in tow one on each side-lo- aded

and protected with bales of hay. As

she came within rang onr guns opened, and

sent forth their deadly messengers with a spirit

and effectiveness that has hardly been surpassed

by any previous bloskade running. One slteli

passed through the furnaces of the tag and

scattering the fire all over the craft, she was in

aa instant enveloped in flamas, and a minute
or two after another shot struck her stern and
mast have carried away a Isrgi part of her
bottom, as she filled and sunk immediately.

Tha hay on the barges in the mean time wss
blazing in great fury, and the craw who sur
