Ctallnst Coadort of a Georgia Battery.
From tbe KnoxvUle Register

In our ac?oaaU of tho defense of Knoxvillo
fro'a the Yankee raiders, we uniutentioaally
omitted to notice the daring conduct ef, and
'ffioiunt servic rendered by Ca;,t- - Wyly'a
Georgia battery. This bittery is composed
principally of younj, men from Atlanta, Gs.,
and its vicinity, and is attached to Major Lay-den- 's

battalion. On Friday thoy had made b
forced march from this city, ov r roug-- roads,
to Island Ferd, a distance of twenty-fiv- e miUs.
Here a courier overtook the battaiiou with a
requisition for a battery to return to Knoxvilla.
Wyly's battery was solected, and, jaded and.
fatigufd as were both men a id horses, thoy re-

traced their steps with such expedition as to
reach the vieiuity "of the city by 7 o'clock. Sat-

urday morning.' Here they found a large force
of cavalry aad infantry drawn up in line of bat-
tle between them and the city. Several officers
in the rear pe!ito;y saluted the battery with
their swords, and Captain Wyly was at a loss
to know whether they were friends or foes. In
his emergency, a young man of his company
drew a white handkerchief, and rode boldly up
to t jo officers mentioned, and ascertained that
they were the raiders. Upon communicating
the fact to tho Captain, he immediately alsced
his gun in position, aui issued orders as if for
attack. This threw the enemy's lines into mo-

mentary confosiea, taking advantage of which,
the guns wr- - limbered and tho battery dashed
through them and reached the city in safety,
notwithstanding they, were tired upon by our
pickets, who mistook tbem in their headlong
cot' oo, for tbe enemy. This feat has been pro
aouacel oy experienced military men to bo one
anooBg the most daring,' skillful and successful
of tho war.

On reaching the city and reporting to the chief
of artillery, t :e battery was immediately as-

signed a position, and commenced notion, firing
the Hot and iatt gun of the engagement, and
sustaioirisr the principal part of the loss that re-

sulted. Tbe following are the casualties :

Private W. R. Hodson, supposed mortally
WOnaded, leg shot off.

Private Robert Farlow, wounded in tho left
arm by a mini ball.

Allhonor to gallant Capt. Wyly and his bravo
on.
