thoroughly salted, and to increase the stock as
far as can he dor o safely, for every pound of
oacon win ae nee-iea- . ji.it sometb'pg more mnst
bo done. The peop e should abandon their old
system of treatmr t of cattle, which never did
yield a dollar' of profit, and prepare to make
all the beet possible tor tbat too will be its great
demand in such demand that it cannot easi'.v
be met. Let farmers aud planters treasure their
cattle lute gold, tor if well attended they will
prove immensely valuable, and their flesh and
skins are highly essential to the u3cs of ear
cause. Upon the eareass of every cow put on
every pound a! meat that you eaa, for yen will
be rewarded iu money and will be likewise
drag yoar country service.
