The ommittee on Clalmt of the House of
Representative ha made an important report
to Congress on the subject of compensation for
property lost or destroyed during the war
The report interest a large data of citieens,
and include some vitti constitutional ques-¬

tions.
The claims embraced in the report are for

property taken or deatroyed by the enemy ; for
property destroyed by our forces aa a military
necessity, either when in th occupancy of th
enemy, or to prevent it from falling into tbe
bands of th enemy; or for property wantonly
or unnecessarily injured or deatroyed by per-
sons connected with th military service of the
Confederate States ; andpioperty taken by tbe
Government lor public use, or taken and used
by the Confederate troop without tbe authority
of tbe Government.

The committee do not admit, as a general
principle, the Government can be held either le-¬

gally or justly liable for losses sustained by in- ¬

dividuals from the acts of the public enemy.
The doctrine applicable to municipal corpora- ¬

tions, which are held responsible for t he destruc- ¬

tion of private property by the lawless act of a
mob, can have, says the committee, no legitimate
application to belligerent nation. There i no
acknowledged principle of public law, or of po- ¬

litical or moral obligation, wbich render it the
duty of the State to indemnify sufferers by the
casualties ot war. The committee contended
that it it the first doty of the Government to
look to the welfare and preservation ol the whole
body politic, and it may be destructive of this
welfare that it should assume the burden of in-

dividual losses incidental to a great public; war.
Tha committee says "There it no int'auoe

that his fallen under our notic where compen- ¬

sation in such cases ha betn made, except as a
mere gratuity, and from motives oi benevolence
or policy. In the cat of tbe American ioyal- -
iita, above referrad to, Mr. Pitt, then prime min- ¬

ister, while advocating tome iniemuity for the
lottea sustained by tbe claimants, remarked,
emphatically, 'that however stiong might be the
oltim, the relief extended should not be regarded
as due, en tha principle nf right and strict jus- ¬

ia Government debenture, bearing an interest
of ihrea and a half per cent per annum.

"Tha Congress of the United Slates, or tbe
u.h of April, 1816, patted au act to prove in- ¬

demnity for iosts tastaine't by American citi- -

tens, as th consequence l tbtwar with Great
amain, but the relief wae by the express terms
of the ttatute, limited to cases of property lost
whilo actually employed m the military service.

"Befcre referring to the legislation ot the Con--

great of the Confederate States on the subject,
it will be appropriate to pass to the considera- ¬

tion of tbe second olasa ol claims referred to,
via: T!iot for property destroyed by our forces,
as a military necessity, either when in tbe rcca
nancy of tba enemy, to prevent it from falling
into the hacds Gl the enemy; or lor property
wantonly or unneceasaiiiy destroyed by persons
connected with the military tervics ot the Uou- -

ftderata States- -

' This class of claims, it may be remarked, al-

though neither so numerous nor to large at thote
talliLg under the procadiag head, are yet of no
inconsiderable number or magnitude, especially
whero reference it bad to the present ability cl
tbe Government to provide for tbem. in ugh
occupying, as it generally sopposjJ, a more fa- ¬

vorable footing than those ot the first clan con- ¬

sidered, yet, as a general rule it may be safely
affirmed that neither, in regard to them, is there
any fixed principle of law or equity which im-

poses upon the Government any abiolute duty
of recognizing and adjusting them, tbe obllgv
tiju to do to, if it bo an obligation at all, it
known as imperfect obligation, which confer no
right to demand a fulLlment, even in point of
conscience; but for the performance ot whioh
the party affected it responsible only to the
moral law, at, for example, tne nxercite ot tba
virtue of charity, benevolence and gratitude,"
at oater.

Meat of tbe claims of the class referred to are
for compensation for private building destroyed
or iojarod by oar force when in actual conflict
for the purpose of dislodging the enemy, who
was using them ta a covert, or tor the destruc- ¬

tion of tobacco, cotton aud other property which
the owner could net, or would not remove, and
which were liable to fall into the hands ot the
enemy and aid him in prosecuting tbe war.

The committee concludes that the claims em- ¬

braced under the first and teooadead are not
aa a general role, regarded aa either legal or
ttriclly equitable demand upon the Govern-
ment, but aa appeals audresied to the generosity
and sympathy of Congress. It ia not' denied
that exceptional case may exist, growing out
ef the nature of the property deatroyed, the
relative condition ot exposure and peril m
which it wa placed, and other peculiar circum- -

etauces; but, taken a a whole, any relief
granted could not be considered aa the discharge
of an obligation tet ing upon the Qovernrcent,
bat in tba light oi a boon or gntnity.

A to the third and remaining description oi
claim, vit : those for property taken by the
Government for public use, or taken and used by
tbe Government troops without the authority of
ths Government lbs committee adnrit,f;r those
which are for property taken for the ue of tbe
Goverrment and by it authority, th: Govern- ¬

ment is not only bound as a matter of right and
justice, but by tbe paramount authority of tbe
Conati'ntion. The chief, if not the only sotuee
of difficulty in regard to tbem i in determining

qnettiont of liability, not for the use of
the property, but for it value, in case of slave
or other propeity temporarily used by the Gov- ¬

ernment, either by contract or impressment, and
where, in consequence of death oi scm other
caaae, th Government it unable to reator the
propeity to th owner. The fact oi such inabil-
ity will, of course, depend upon tha circum
ttancea of each particular cat, and as tbe num- ¬

ber of such cases may he very considerable, to
avoid the evil of special legislation and to pro-¬

vide a prompt and adeqoatt remedy, it is roc ro
mended by the onuimiltee that a tribunal should
b constituted competent to determine such
cases at tbey arise.
