One rainy day, when local
items Were scarce, tbe young man perpetrated a
letter frcm a showman and signed it Artemus
Ward his sole design, as he avers, being to
fill out a column of the paper. The letter waa
extensively copied, and he followed it up with a
aories, which made bis repotatioo and a book.
This book is said to have been read and laughed
over by President Lincoln at certain cabinet
councils. This may or may net bo true, but
certainly the book is very fanny and very silly.
Mr Ward's indiscreet friends then urged aim to
take the tide of iortuno at iis flood and become
a popular leoturer.
