The European news by the Canada is of a

very important character. The Sehleswig-IIoI- -

stein bagatelle is assuming the proportions of
a continental difficulty, which may be settled
only by gssral war. The invasion of the
soil of Denmark proper by the allied Germans
has roused the British Cabinet from its stupor
to same manifestations of that spirit and reso- ¬

lution which once governed the councils of
England. The British people reeogniss ia the
wife of their future sov. ign those claims of
hospitality which iuvoive the protection of the
King of Denmark against the powerful invad- ¬

ing coalition resolved upon his humiliation. It
is this pressure of public opinion that has
brought Lord Palrneralon to the denunciation
of she course pursued by Austria and Prussia,
and to the significant point of declining to ssy
what her Majesty's Government would do if
the Germans entered Jutland.

That this is equivalent to a warning of Brit- -

ish interventioii is apparent from the fact that
on the receipt oi the news that tbe Germans had
entered Jutland a Cab nct council, hastily sum-
moned, took plsee in London. Tbe result of tbe
council will probably bo a notice to the Ger-
mans to vscato Jutland ; and they may; par- -

baps, discreetly respect the warning, and reopen
the door to a pacific solution of the Sehk-swig-

Holstein imbroglio. Otherwise a British squad-
ron may appear on the scene, and tins may be
the signal for Fiance to move, for Italy to re- -
viva her war cry of Rjma and Venice, and for
Hungary to spring to arms. French policy, it
appears, is setting in favor of Denmark ; and
why not f Is it not the Germans who slt?d be-

tween France and ber Napoleonic boundary of
the Rhine f Uaadortuiately, however, England
has reason to distrust Nspoleoa even as an ally
ol Denmark. England, under the control al
her feudal aristocracy, has a natural dread of
popular progress, popular rights and republican
ideas. Napoleon, in the rnidst of the vigilant
and terrible republican elements of the conli- -

riant, is compelled to be their leader. An abso-¬

lute despot, he thus holds fast his power by as-

suming tho character of the champion of the
people against tho abuses of kingcraft and its
usurpations.

The British aristocracy can regard such a
man, wielding the pew of Francs, only as u

dangerous neighbor to be conciliated, but not
to be trust"-'-. Uenca the difficulty of JS "gland
inviti" France to a march open the Rhine,
tsren as an ally. The humiliating neutrality at
first assnmed by England in reference to the
Danish controversy may be traced to her fears
of France as a propagandist of tbe progressive
ideas of tbe age. The Prince Napoleon, in a
late speech on the question oi tbe Suez canal in
its political bearings, very mrcibly exposed the
contracted foreign policy and unscrupulous self-

ishness of th British aristocracy. We think,
however, that he wss right in saying that tbey
would awt dors to go to war to put a stop to tins
Sots canal, in order to hold France in check its

poiibcal Power in the East, because in such a
war tbe mosses of the English peop - could
havo no sympathy with their rulers. This same
power oi the England's hewers of wood and
drawers ot water has on forced her aristocracy to
a stricter neutrality in regard to this civil war of
curs, when we know that they bitterly regret ths
opportunity thus lost lor breaking ap this coan- -

tty, its commercial power aud tho uvehaaow- -

ng influence of its popular institutions.
Ou the other hand, it is the pressure of the

public opinion of England which is ccmpelling
her unwilling arrlstociacy to rido ith Denmark
in her quarrel with the German r?.atcs. The
English people, perhaps, Instinctively crrmpre--

hsnd tbe fact that another Enropir.u war, how- ¬

ever it may k rmitasie, will be to Qteir advantage.
In this view, and in view of this pmunt tre- ¬

mendous struggle ol ours with tho landed
aristocracy of the South, we can hardly object
to another general shaking up cf old Europe ;

for we believe that from another continental war
the people will so far prevail that even the
drop, ical aristocracy of England will be laid
low in the dust never to rise again.

All tbe civilized governments in the world
use credit instead of cask to carry on the ope- ¬

rations of govermsrent. Barbsnscs have no
honesty, and, thereto: e. tbey have no credit. All
dealirgs with Ihem, consequently, uo in cash
and hard money.

Ths nations of Europe perfectly understand
the value of honesty as on instrument of credit
ante basses. Hence tbe rigid punctuality with
which their engagements are fulfilled. If they
fail to fulfill their engagements in the most
trifling particular, it immediately affects their
capacity to borrow money ; because, as nations
cannot be compelled to obst-rr- their obligations,
their integrity is ail thai the lender has to rely
on to insure lbs payment of their debts. Let
their inteffrity be suspected, and their Gnancial
resource in borrowing money is impaired. Let
it be plainly forfeited, an 1 this resource ends.

The GoverninsBt of the Confederate States, it
appears to ns, in some of its ms&sures, has not
inly ippreciattd tho importance of these truths,
it has not valued the financial importance of
honesty.

Ths vory first thing a man does who is in- ¬

debted, and intends to meet bis sngegemexits,
is to provide means to the extent of his ability
to lake them up.

Now ths Confederate Government neglected
most flagrantly to do tbis simple act of integ-
rity. It bad vast resources, by taxation, to meet
its obligations. Yet, in the midst of a war oc-

casioning an onofmens demand for larger issues
of paper, it neglected, for a whole year, to lay
any taxes to redeem its promises to pay ; and
then only laid a tax collectable one year after.
Thus, for two wholo years, it continued to flood
the country with its treasury notes, without
any income from taxation to absorb them. Is
this the course of a Govcrnmsnt which is in-

tent on preserving its integrity and regards dis-

honor as a wound T

We wiib to ssy nothing about ths late tax
act, for we earnestly desire it to be carried out
by the people, as a voluntary contribution, to
sustain our great cause ; but certately no oco
will diffsr from us in the opinion that it is not
tbe very best exemplification of financial integ-
rity the world contains.

The press generally, in their patriotic desire to
see our currency and finances restored to effi- ¬

ciency and soundness, ore almost unanimous in
tbe opinion, that by the diminution of the cur-
rency, which this act is calculated to produce,
we will soon have a rapid red ration in prices,
and a stable and healthy currency. We hope
that this msy be the result. But there are two
causes whiob cheapen the currency of a coun-
try : 1st.

dence in the integrity of an indivitstL whom
we cannot make pay his obligation.
paper is one thousand, or a hundred thousand,
we are unwilling to taKe or to hold it.

ment unless its integrity is ucipestionabb,
the mere diminuticn of the currency may not
moke it dear. It certainly cannot do so, to the
exact extant of its diminution. Junius says,
speaking of Lord Chatham,' 'oonrMerKw is a
plant oi slow growth."

sult of benssly. Hence, although the currency
may be vastly diminished by tbe late financial
mrsMTirns passed by Congress, the Confederate
Government must vindicate its integrity, to
give it renewed confidence. L. t all its arrange
ments to cany out the tax set, and the funding
oi its treasury notes, be in accot dance with the
highest integrity. Tbe circumstances and the

Daily,
or rather nightly, tileves belonging to loyal citi
sens of Southern Kentucky desert their masters
and join the negro forces being organized on
the border oi Tennessee.
