His
military edecntioa at Weet Point rendered
Mm intimately acquainted wt h tha higher
effi iters of tho army ; and hia post of Secretarr
of War under the old Government brought effi- -

cers cf all ranks under his immediate personal
knowledge' and anpervision. No man could

formed a more accurate estimate of their
r. specriiva merits. This is one of the reasons
which gave the Confederates such an immense
start in the way of generals ; for having formed
his opinion in regard to appointing an offi.-er-,

Mr. Davis ia alwaya mo-- t determined to oarry
out his intention iu spite of every obstacla His
services in the Mexican war gave him the pres-
tige of a brave man and a good soldier. His
services as a stsleman pointed him out aa the
only man who, hy hia uoflincairg d na-

tion and adcrniatrative talent, was able to con-
trol ths popular will Peep 'e speak of any
misfortune happening to him as an irierarabie
evil, too dreadfol to conlemplata.

LIEUT. GEN. LOBGSTKEET
is an Atabamias; a thick-se-t, determined look- ¬

ing man, forty-thre- e years. He was ao infantry
major iu tho old army, aad now commands tho
first corps d'armee. He ia never far from Gan.
L who reliae very much upon hia judgment.
By tha soldiers ha is invariably spoken of as
the "best fighter in the wholo army." While
speaking of entering upon tha ecemy'a soil, he
said to me that although it might be fair in jast
retaliation to apply the torch, yet that so doing
would demoralize the army and ruin its now
cxceliont discipline. Pnvati property is, there- ¬

fore, to be respected. Geo. Lengstreet is gsn- -

r a particularly taciturn ma-.i- . but thia even-
ing he and I had a long talk about Tex, where
ha had been qnartered whan in the old army.
In the course of his conversation he said that
Meade waa aa honorable man, but not so bold,
perhaps, as Hooker.

GEN. LEE.

Gan. Lee is, almost without exception, tha
hsodsomest man of bis age I ever saw. He is
fifty-si- x years old, tall, broad shouldered, vary
w 11 made, well sot up a thorough soldier ia
appearance; and his manners are most courte- ¬

ous acd full of dignity. Ha is a perfect gen-¬

tleman in every respect. I imagine co man
has so few enemies, or is ao universally es-

teemed. Throughout the Seutfc, all agree ia
pronouncing him to bo as near perfection as a
man can ba. He has none of tha small vices,
such as smoking, drinking, chewing or swear-
ing, and bis bitterest enemy never a cased him
clary cf the greater ones. Ho generally
wears a well worn long gray jaejket a high
black felt hat, and blue trowssrs tucked into hia
Wellington boots. I never saw him carry
arm;; and the only mark of his military rack
are the three stars ou hij collar. Ha rides a
handsome horse, which is extreamly well
groomed. He himself is very neat in his drasa
and parson, and in the m at arduous mercaoj
ha always looks smtrt and clean.

In the old army Le was always consider'
one of the bast officers ; and at the outbreak cf
tbero troubles he was lieutenant colonel of the
21 cavalry. Ha was a rich man, but bis fine
estate wai one cf the X to fall into the enemy's
hands, 1 believe be hi . naver slept in a boose
since be has cooi mat. tied the Virtrinia array .and
ha invariab'y decline ail offers of hospitality,
for fear the person offariog it may afterward get
lato tr able lor having sheltered the robe! gene-
ral. The relations between him and Longstraet
are quite touching they are almost alrraya to- ¬

gether. Longitree'.'s corps complain of thia
Eomctimea, as they aay that they acidom gst a
chance cf detached service, which fal.a to tha
lot ot Lowell.

It is impcssiblo to please Longstroet more
than by praising Lee. I boliere theso two gen- ¬

eral to be as little ambitious aud as thoroaghly
unselfish ss auy meu ia ths world. Both long
for a successful tarmint'dou of the war, in order
that they may retire into obscurity. Stonewall
Jacksen (until his death the third in command
of tbeir army) was jast such another simple- -

minded servant of his country. It is nnerr- -

stood that Gen. Lee is a religions man, theu h
not so demonstrative in that respect ae Jacks jo :

and. ualifce bis late brother in arms, he is a
menicer of the Church cf Ecgland. Hia only
faultr, eo lar as 1 can learn, arise trcrn his ex
cessive amiability.
