Whereas, On the 3 lh day ef April, leG4, when
the House of Kepresentatives was in committee
of the whole on the state of the Union, Alexan-
der Long, a .Representative in Congress from
the 3d district of Ohio, declared himself iu favor
of recognisiug the independent nationality ef
the so oallod Confederacy now in arms against
the Union; and whereas, the said Con-
federacy thus sought to be recogstised and es-

tablished on the rains of a dissolved or destroy-
ed Union has, aa its chief officers, civil and mil- ¬

itary, those who have added perjury to their trea- ¬

son, and who seek to obtain success for their
parricidal effjits by the killing of the loyal sol- -

diets of the nation who are seeking to save it
from destruction ; and whereas, the oath re- ¬

quired of all members, and taken by the said
Alexander Lang, on the first day ol the present
Congress declares tnat he has voluntarily given
no aid, countenance, counsel or encouragement
to persons engaged in armed hostility to the
United States, thereby declaring that such con- ¬

duct is regarded as inconsistent with member-
ship in the Congress ol the United States :
Therefore,

Resolved, That Alexander Long, a RVpres en-

tire from the 2d district of Ohio, having on the
ath April, 1664, declared himself in favor oi re-

cognizing the independence and nationality of
the to called Confederacy now in arms against
the Union, and thereby givjng aid, countenance
and Encouragement to persons engaged in arm- ¬

ed hostility to the United States, is hereby ex-¬

pelled.
Xiie galleries were crowded at six o clock,

but very few members were present, aa it was
known no vote would be taken till Thursday.

Mr. uravens, oi Indiana, said ne bad read Mr
Long's speech, and was unable to discover any- ¬

thing in it justly subjecting him to censure cr
dismissal, tie did not believe with the gentle- ¬

man in many of his conclusions, lie hoped he
would never arrive at the conclusion that it waa
necessary to .recognize the Scnthern Crwiado
racy. He would not have made the declaration
the gentleman did in the House, but if the issue
were presented to him whether he would exter-
minate every man, woman and child in the
Southern Confederacy, he would have come to
the same conclusion. The gentleman from
Ohio, as the representative of a free people, had

right to be ueard. Many of his views were
widely different from those of the gentleman.
He was an advocate of the war for the restora- ¬

tion of the I'aion and the suppression of the re-

bellion. He did not believe, however, that the
measures of the Administration were best caleu- -

lated to produce that result. He regretted that
there was a disposition to proscribe every man
who did not agree with the Republicans in their
particular policy.

Mr. Harrington, ot Indiana, in alluding to the
pending resolution, uhaiacteriaed it as a parti- ¬

san proceeding, and not prompted by patriot- ¬

ism. His colleaugue, Mr. Colfax, had not only
descended from his high position, but had at
once become the accuser and the persecutor of
the gentleman from umo. Iu the course ol his
remarks he said the people of New Kogland
have no stomach for fighting.

This called up Mr. Uoutweil, of Massachu-
setts, who asked him what authority he had fer
the assertion.

Mr. Harrington replied he had judged such to
be the oase from the fact that Massachusetts
has agents in Indiana recruiting negroes to fill
up the quota of that State. Indiana would have
nothing to do with negroes. She sends white
men Into the field.

Mr. lioutwcll wished to kuow what proof the
gentleman had.
