Under charge of
Capt. Gist of the navy, the party composed of
iv or ii le crew of the eunboat Ubat
tahoochee, with a company of 50 soldiers com
saauueu oy vapi. mount, together with seven
citizens. lift the obstructions on the5tb, on two
launches, five yawl boats and two scows in all
nine boats and over 120 men. The steamer
Swan followed with provisions. Arriving at a
convenient point, reconnoitring parties were
lent out. They discovered a steamer ia Ease
Pass, aod awe aleamm aad two schooners m
West Past. Patting out on a clear night, it was
found that so much phosporescent light was
created by the oars that it was impossible to ap- ¬

proach the blockading vessels without discovery.
A seoond iittempt, when the bay was very rough
developed the fact that only two of the boats
were seaworthy, aud the ordef to return was re- ¬

luctantly given. In doing so the scow on which
was Captain Blount and his company, was
swamped. Captain Gist took as many as pos- ¬

sible on board of his launch, and tbe remainder
clung to its siies, and thus they wore drifted on
St. George's island, where they were compelled
to remain, on account of the violence of the
gale, two days. The remainder of the boats
r - i Aalaehicola in salty.
