A ooinsaondent of the Macon Telegraph visited the

military prison at on th 23th, 29th and
30th nil., and gives th following description of it t

Stockade.

This la an Inclosur con ainiug about sixteen acres, la
th larm of an oblong square or parallelogram, fenced
in by ttpr ghu, twelve inches square and iwenty-o-

teet long, of which sixteen feet are above ground sxd
five feet under ground. They are tightly packed or
rammed In the ground, and touth each other. A bold
branea runs through th inclcsnre supplying it with an
anundaace cf water for bathing, ete. On each ante of
