excoptiont, bave bean killed or wounded.

Lo8bE8 of Officers. The New York Jim
of tbe 8ih says l

We bave lost a very large number of snort
valuable officers of all grades in the preterit
campaign. We refer not only to general offi-

cers, bnt to eslonels, lientenant-coloneh- , majors,
captains. Toe proportion ot officers who have
failen to the entire lost has been greater than in
any previous campaign.

The Times also contains several telegrams,
elated at Washington, June 7, from which we
select the following items :

ments. Half of these are very severe cases.
One man died on the paatage ap. Eighty of
tbem are officers.

The steamers Lisxie liaker and Gen. Hooker
have also arrived, each with about four bandrod
woanded men on board, including a number of
serious esses.

When these vessels left the White House there
were about 60u0 wounded there, including a
large number ornrebets. Several transports were
waiting to take them on board.

From its
issue of June 9th, we clip the following :

From a trustworthy source, we have the fol-
lowing particulars ol a small figbt that recent- ¬

ly occurred between about eighty of our men,
arsiler Majorarnold, aad six hundred of the
enemy, tutuer a Coiouel of a Michigan reguiMnt.
Major Arnold had all the roads leading Irom
Greenville picketed, bnt the enemy surprised
him, having been led tby the notorious Dave
Fry, and hi gang of murderers, through the
woods to within gonthotof town. We lost six
men four of whom were inhumanly butchered
by tuoe of hell after they were wounded
and lying helplets n the ground. John Hen--
sbaa', one of the four, crawled to the woods, a
distance of about four hundred yards, after he
was wounded, bat was tracked up and .hot.
the pistol being held within a few inches of hit

rae isnxeea naa six suiea ana we
trust they were ail Jajast Tennessee renegades
but the number of Wounded we havo not steer
lamed.

Among thane of our men captured, we bave
beard iLe names of James A. Biggs an enroll- ¬

ing effioer of Greene comity and Theodore
Rattktu, t:.e brave boy who killed the Federal
Capt. Thompson, in toat county, tome timn age.

Fry and Lit renegades have eworn that they
will never take another "rebel" prisoner during
this war.

A rebel deserter, who joined the 11th Mie- -

An extensive picket line of cavalry has been
established between Warrensburg and Kansas
City, by order of Gen. E. B. Brown, to discover
the first movement symptomatic of a rebel raid.

There is a general alarm on account of the
reported movement of Joe Shelby northward
from Arkansas. A call on the enrolled militia
to rendezvous at once at Springfield has been
issued, and is receivlcg a generous response.
