The Longworth
carried a Jamas gaa oa her main deck and a
howifaet cn th barricane deck, which wer
manaed by volunteer a- -J aev rai return thjts
made. While the Longworth t teamed roused
tne bend, tbe rebels urossesl the neck and await
ed ber at Miles plantation.

Th Longworth, Hawser, fell la with th Ma
rin brigade, aad lashed alongside of the Baltic
Major Pre ling, commanding, and in company
with the Diana and gunboat No. 11. The bat-¬

tery opened mrisasiy, bat the Diana, Baiuc and
IN j. 11. replied with vigor, disabling one gem
an! after an hoar's fighting tucoeeded in driving
off the battery. Tbe Baltic received twelve
shots, with one man killed, three wounded, aad
several shots passed through the Longworth,
fortunately, however, doing ao great damage.
The officers of ths Baltic, Diana and Longworth
are highly complimented by the passsngert.

The Monarch and gunboat No. 13, on th
