In assuming our seats in the Genand
Convention of the Church of the Cnited
States, we have taken a step in advance
of those witll whom we have beep, for
year associated. We were aware that

In genoral. while the Blshopnand other
members of tlie convention have in no
wise denied or concealed their sentiments
on the questions political and social
brought by the war to a practical solution,

Thev
have ear. fullv discriminated between the
iKilitieal and the ecclesiastical aspects of
these uuestions. and have eonhned their
expressed judgments and their action to

the latter. They are content with the
assurance that we render for conscience
sake, alleaiance. honest and sincere, to
the government of the United State-- , and
will each others so to do.

We see nothing now to hinder the re- ¬

new al of the relations formerly exi-tin- g

in the church.
We feel bound to acknowledge that we

have liecn greatly indebted to many of
the bishops, tor the warm iraiei i.ai
ing manifested by them, and for their
generous exposure of themselves to cen- ¬

sure, leeause of their efforts to promote
peace and unity : nor ought we to Willi
hold our conviction that the great liody
of the house of deputies have deserved
well of the church, because of the matili- -
ness with which they have encountered
reproach, and perhaps subjected them- ¬

selves to suffering in the cause of peace
and holv moderation.

In conclusion, we desire to record our
deep conviction aud our reverent a.
