'ME TEACHIXCM OF HINTORT.

The policy of the Republican party in
seeking to exclude the people of t he South- ¬

ern States from all participation In gov- ¬

ernment affairs, appeared to he (based
upon the doctrine that prosoriptttm to
a people is not more dangerous to the
public quiet than a policy of concilia- ¬

tion and kindness. Is thew any
pretense for such a doctrine? Does
it receive any support from the UisU- -
mony of history ? If we revert to the
history of modem revolutions it will be
found that this doctrine has been fraught
with more danger, has dismembered
more empires, become a inure pro- ¬

lific cause of convulsions and disasters to

thw governments who have adopted It,
than anv other principle which selfish- ¬

ness and' the love of has suggested
to the rulers of mankind.

It was bv this policy that Philip II.
lost the rlcii and afHuoat provinces of the
Netherlands, when, by an equitable and
tiinelv concession of their ancient privi- ¬

leges, he might have incorporated them
permanently in bis empire. It was to
this policy that Charles L owed the lossof
his throne and his life, when he had but to
adhere to the Petition of Itightto which he
had given his royal assent, and to for-¬

bear from the prosecution of the Puri- ¬

to have reigned prosperously to the
close of his life. It was the inflexible
obstinacy of his descendant, James
II., in adhering to this doctrine,
that produced the revolution of 1(188,

which resulted in dethroning him,
and the accession of William III. to the
throne of Great Britain. It was the
Drevalence of this doctrine in the British
Parliament, in spite of the of
her wi-e- st and most enlightened states- ¬

men, which produced the war of inde- ¬

pendence and lost to Great Britain her
American colonies.
