average number; in the sixth, it was
lees than three. In the present, which
is supposed to be the seventh generation,
the average number of offspring is less
tnan inreeeven, and me uealns exceed
in number tbe .births. Meantime, the
foreigners increase by immigration and
by excess of births over deaths. It is
calculated that if this process go on, the
foreign born population and their de
oeudauts will, in about twenty-li- t .i -

outnumber tbe Puritan slock.
