A father of a family,

au old and resjiectabk-- man, and who

had always been a kind neighbor and a
good citiien, was called to his door one

morning and shot down upon his door-

step, under the eyes of his youug daugh-

ter, by Union men who had been harshly
treated by a county committee.

It was not long before bands of desper-

ate men were roaming Uie country in
every direction, especially in the moun

taiuous region. There were independ-

ent companies In Southwestern Arkan-

sas, claiming to be Confederates, who

went about hanging and shooting ' dis-

loyal ' men, and refusing to nnite with

the regular fcirces, though often ordered

lodoao. On the other side baudsof free-

booters hunted Confederates, robbing all,

and murdering the boy of fifteen and

the old man of eighty alike, and roast-

ing the feet of more than one woman, to

her to disclose where she had
hidden money, to such an extent that

Uev had to be amputated. The Carni
val of hell and Haturnaiia of atrocity
ii. .t reiinied iii half Missouri and half
Arkansas for two years, are indescriba-
ble and almost inconceivable. The
whole, looked back upon, seems but a
) i Idee us dream.

To add to these horrors, bands of men
were sent in every direction to hunt up
deserters from the Confederate armies,
a lid reluctaut conscripts, hidden in the
swamps and mountaina ; so that abun-

dant hatreds grew up among those who
were not I'nlon meu.

The mode in which the war was con-

ducted by the enemy, added to the ex-

asperation and intensified the bitter hate
felt by the Southrons for the Union-me- n

whom they deemed traitors to the cause
of Ktate rights and Independence, in
which they had themselves imperilled
every thinp. When the Federal
authorities refused to acknowledge
those in arms against their Govern-ineu- t

as lielligereuta, aud tried
for piracy, aud refused to

exchange prisoners, they of course en-

couraged their soldiery to disregard all
the humanities of war. This men are.
unfortunately, always too ready to do,
even without encouragement. In-

structed that we were rebels and trait-

or taught so, not ouly by their Gov-

ernment and many of their Generals,
stud most of the subalterns, but still
rooie emphatically exhorted to show no
mercy, but to smite andelay and rob with-

out remorse, by the Northern pulpit, a
portion of which has ever since been en-

listed in the service nf the Devil of
( rueity, Hate and Kevenge, the North-

ern soldiery all the atrocities
of the Huns and Tartars : and even Ma-

son refused to know as Masons those
w ho were in arms against the Northern
Nates.

The Old Testament, and not the New,
is, and always was, tbe Gospel of the
Puritans. We were, to them, the A mon-

ies and Philistines, who were to be

smitten with the edge of the sword, all
their eld women aud the children slaugh-
tered, and the young women reserved for

the Priests who ministered at tbe altars of
f rod. Every saint or snob, transformed
ii, to an officer, considered himself a
Jissilt'A, deputed 10 aduiiuisU-- r the ten-

der mercies of conquest and reap the
lerouisites of victory. The consciuenees
were such outran, s in cold blood as had
not lieen tolerated by Christian com-
manders for a hundred years !efore, ex
.ep--t when humanity shuddered at the
torining of fortified cities.
We BM do justice to a generous enemy,

and surely will not censure a whole people
i.,r atns ities committed by the Taga- -

l.uul, mercenaries and pitiful sneaks, or
the half civilized hyienas, who composed
t'si large a part of their armies. Wltb
but one exception, we have received
courtesy and kiuduess at the hauds of

ucb Federal officers as we have met
since the war. The old intimacies and
sympathies between us and those whom
we knew and loved, or honored aud

before the war, revived as
though we had just wakened from a
sleep haunted only by a horrid dream.
When we surrendered, we were willing
to bury out of sight all I'ue ssd and all
the horrible remembrances of tbe war.
We retained no malice. We held out
the rirrut baud of fellowship to all who
had served agaiust us, except those who
hid difirraced their uniform, and to
whom the Clubs or Messes of officers
never ought to open. No one was bound
to recognize Havnai' as a gentleman
We could not respect the tbief, tbe liar
and the tyraut.

But we could reect and did respect
tbe true soldier, the geutleman. who did
not forget those honorable instincts ami
manly principle, that 1 ays di-ti- n

faithful to the South some of them
after holding civil or military office

under the Confederacy sneaked away
from us, and are now loyalists par ex-

cellence. These have done dog's, work,
and ought to receive dog's pay.

We, also, had sometldug to forget, aud
if we could, to forgive , nor we only, but
many, a multitude whom no man can
number. When one who was very near
aud very dear to us, a son exulting in
the pride of his young manhood, a gene-

rous, gallant boy, with the aspirations
towards excellence aud honor of an eagle
aiming at the sun, had fallen, fainting
with loss of blood aud the pain of a shat
tered arm, on a prairie in Missouri, the
soldiery of the United States returned to
rob him as he lay senseless, plundered
Mm of his riug, Uie gift of his mother,
aud the watch, the gift of his father, and
then, seeing that he still stirred, shot
him iu the chest and abdomen with their
revolvers, and were not humane enough
to end his agonies, but left him there, in
the blazing sunlight, to languish aud die.
While those who loved htm were merci-
fully unconscious of his agonies, he
crawled hundreds of yards on his hauds
and kin is, thirsting unto death in the
hot sunshine, to reach the shade of a
fence that ran across the prairie, aud
there he lay until night came with its
pitying stars, and while the slow, long
hours crept by, until near midnight,
when his comrades, searching for him,
found him hovering on the brink of eter-
nity, and I sire him tenderly to a hovel,
to die. Hi mortal remains, commit-
ted to the earth by bis comrades, in the
middle of au uncultivated prairie, sanc-
tify the soil of a State, to aid in
achieving whose independence he gave up
his young life, his young love, and all
the hopes of a useful and honorable
futureuo monumental stone marks the
lonely spot where hi dust reposes. Tbe
wolves may have dragged his body from
its last resting place, or human wolves in
uniform may have dug it up in the hope
of finding utsm it trinkets, the gifts aud
pledges of affection, for which their
wives and sisters iu the North have im-

portuned them. He sleetM there iu the
prairie, aud the stars look kindly on his
grave, and the grass grows over it, and
the soft winds sigh, orthee dd blsst raves
across it ; while, indiscriminately with
the bone of true heroes who fought for
the Union aud the (lag, and whose mem-oner- -

re, alsi honor a we houoi ine liv-

ing who deserve honor, the lotting re-

mains of miscreants and murderers, of
the bravo and the coward, the brutal aud
the base, the pauei-Uiu.f- , the bully of the
bagnio, the pickpocket, and the convict,
the hireling, the knave, and the sneak,
are exhumed with pious reverence, and
laid by tbe side of tii noble, the gener-
ous and tbe true, and their name writ
ten ukiu the same roll of fame.

The graves of our kindred have been
opened, tbe bodies even of women
taken up and stripped, in tbe hope of
finding jewelry upon them, and then
liung to one side to be devoured by the
swiue. Our churches have been turned
into stables ; Masonic Lodges have lieen
broken open aud robbed, the insignia
worn in mockery through the streets,
and the Bible that lay upon the altar

Libraries have disappeared, paint-
ings have journeyed North, aud it .: sac-

ramental vessels of our churches, ate still
used in Northern temples, the plate
stolen from Houtheru houses is offered
for sale or exchange, or exhibited as
trophies ; and statuettes from our tombs
still adorn Northern conservatories.

No true soldiers aud few officers have
allowed these villainies. Neither do we
impute theui to the larger part of the
rank and file. For in ths war, as in
that of the Peninsula, the brave ami good
on each side respected and admired
each other ; and there were Yankee sol-

diers and Yankee officers who proved
that in becoming soldiers they had not
ceased to lie either christians or gentle-
men.

A war so conducted, must leave acer-Ititie- s,

hatred, longings for revenge: and
under the ashes of desolated homesteads
the smouldering fire that time only can
extinguish. The old opinions are only
the stronger, because overpowered. In
every neighborhood remain the ma-
terials for manyCorsiean Yeudettas ; and
for years there will be occasional acts of
violence. There are, turned loose among
us, a hundred thousand negroes, for
months employed, to the disgrace of the
Northern States that should have scorned
their help, when they themselves num-
bered five to our one, to shoot and bayo
net our people, and who have learnt-- d

There were wrongs aud outrages on
both .ides, during tbe war. The hatreds
so engendered linger yet like discordant
echoes among the mountatns, and they
will linger for years and during more
than one generation. Answer ! you
who rule here in Tennessee and else-
where, is it honorable or jus: or manly
or decent, to charge these violences
growing out of local leuds, to the South
ern iieople at large, aud for them to seek
to substitute a military despotism in the
place of a Constitutional government?
Purely you have not lost tbe feelings of
justice or generosity which do not
wholly disappear even in civil war. if
you had, common sense would teach you
that it is a supreme folly and a miserable
blunder to lay these reprisals of private
revenge aud local feuds to the account of
the eople of the South or of what
you please to call the "reikis," of any
State. You think you are serving the
country. But, upon your system, that
must continue to be the case here which
was the case in Borne, wheu " Antony
had a party aud OpCAVm had a party ;

but the commonwealth had none." You
ought to know that if " revolutions have
long roots in the Past," the cruellies of
civil war bear occasional fruits of vio-

lence and revenge during long years of
the Future ; that these will of course
survive our civil war as they outlasted
the wars of the Koses and tbe strife of
Saxon aud Norman ; ami that they are
always regretted by the conquered, who
alone suffer by them, while they are too
commonly welcome to the victors, to
whom they supply an excuse for glut ling
an unworthy and ignoble vengeance.

Tea Cullnre In Worth Carolina.
A writer in Ihe Southern Cultivator

gives ner experience a raising tea. Hhe
obtained seven plauts in llwiO. These
grew so vigorously afterward that in
October of the same year, lSrtt, she made
a second cutting of young tender nhoots,
and gathered besides nearly two pecks
of nuts from the seven plants. The
amount of tea made was, after drying,
oniy about two and a half pounds. The
next year, 186.), she pursued tbe same
course, cutting tbem, however, much
closer. That year she made five pounds
of tea, pronounced by good judges equal
to tbe imiiorted.

Having no metal plates or chafing
dishes, she used a common cast-iro- n

"spider" heated over a slow charcoal
fire. Wheu it was "just hot enough to
be uueomfortable to the hand " she put
in the leaves, twistiugaud rubbincr them
with the palms of the hands, raising
tliem from the pan, twisting and bruis-
ing them aud letting them fall back.
