They are environed by tall, shagtfv
mountains, most beautiful to liehold.
At Denver the river is as if one
stood in a vast amphitheater. The tall-
est peaks arc reached by a gradual

The beauty of this mountain
scenery is beyond description. One
looks on the mountain chain and is con-
stantly deceived as lo distances. Moun-
tains fifty miles distant seem not more
than ten away the atmosphere is so
clear. In the mountains where the
miners are at work, there are scenes
which one can never forget. 1 n some
places flowers may be plucked that have
pushed their buds through a covering of
le. Ooe range of mountains consists
of borixontai layers of lava, and the
Mountain sides have been cut away by
water and ice, so that in some cases they
are five thousand feet high and abeo- -
lutely perpendicular. The scenery is iu- -
exprtMsibly magnificent here. The Luorn- -

uuiiug uieee uiouuin. nere are three
kind of valleys in that territory. Waken
the mountains are elevated "there are
valleys of depression. Such valleys are
those where Black Hawk, Central City
and Nevada City are located. Then
there are valleys of erosion vallevs cut
out by the action of water. There issucli

valley near Nevada 'ity environed by
perpendicular walls. In 'some places the
water has cut out the rocks mile in ab-
solute depth.

Then there are valleys made by the ele-
vation of the adjoining earth, while the
level of the valleys themselves has re-
mained unchanged. The St. Louis val-
ley is an example. Among the rivers of
Colorado are the Arkansas and the
Platte. They both commence iu the
mountains. At times the water in both
of them is lost to view, sinking in the
sand. A railroad may lie ijuite as easily
constructed in the valley of the Arkan-
sas as in that of the fia'.te, up which one
is now being constructed.

These two rivers will enable agricultu-
rists to irejgate all ti;e laud necessary for
supporting the whole population of Col-
orado. Theu there are the head waters
of the Rio Grande, the White and tho
Bear river.

Ob the vegetation of Colorado, the
BMMt important is the grass, he great
plain east of the mountains is covered
with thin covering of grass, it gtartl
up in the spring, but in the summer
dries up, and an this dried grass or hav
the buflkJo feeds and grows fat.
