Among other articles which are mluseful and which are produced in the
largest amount, is a variely of fruit, most
delicious, ot which greatest variety
of preserves are made and of which we
have hardly any idea. If is curious to
see how, all the World over, the plants
which produce fruit belong to particular
families. If we compare asmouieut, the

trees aud the fruits of the tfnpiaal
regions with ours, there is the most
striking contrast Most of our' fruits
belong to niia aud the same natural fam-
ily or the vegetable kingdom u.
rose family. Cherries, peaches, plums,
apiioots, apples and peats, iu
the clioice'st of our fruits g

to that family. It ia only a few
other kinds uf native fruits which
belong to other families, such as the wal-uu- t,

and then the grape vine; of which
we have a great variety among the na-
tive, while in the old world there is one
king uuiy. Now in tlut valley of the
Amazon the pnncipul fruits !eloog to
me myrtle lamiiy. I nerc is asgreat a va-
riety of fruits belonging lo that family
as we have in the rose family. The
guava, which you may kuow fioiu the
presence of that name which you
frum Cuba, is one of the most common

all over thai region, but they have,
also, numerous fruits similar lo ours.
Plums grow in immense 'iiimitities oil
the binks of all this net work of rivers
throughuut the valley of the Amazon.
And then' other families produce
fruits. You are familiar with the
magnolia, ami know that it pro-
duces a dry fruit that has no taste.

But the great
staples of that country are the dyestuffs
and a variety of medicinal drum, tha
sarsaparilla, the pecac and tlie palm
which Is so extensively used in the man-
ufacture of quinine, sugar, and the moat
valuable of ail the productions is india-rubbe- r.

The ndia-rubber is obtained
tVom a tree w bich grows in the sub-
merged lands, ami which is a kind of
cachoiie. We have hardly a plant i ftha family to compare with it which isat all similar in asiiect. It is nerhanu
more like the mulberry and may becoin-pare- d

to it, though it grows taller and
does uot spread so much. A
wound is mad,, in the bark efthe tree by culling it, and the sap which
Mows from 1 1 Is coUeetad into a number
of cups made of th.. Ifcawoa of trees, and
is lin ii poured into a iarger vessel, dried,
smoked and prepared in the way in
which you see it in commerce. Thus far
iinlia-rubbe- r haa ouly been aaMMted
accidentally; nowhere is it cultivated,
and it is .uie of the mysteries ftthe
