We are not in the least Eurprilcd at the
disclosures contained iu the following ar-

ticle from the New York Tribtne. The
Breoklyn Navy V'ard has been for years,
like the New York Custom-hous- e, the
peculiar booty cf political victories. To its
emoluments J .('. Cochbanis, a mem-
ber from New York, preferred a formal
claim, If we remember aright, in behalf
of his janizaries, in the days of Buch-
anan. It seems that when it became
prize of war to the Republicans, they
also succeeded to the stealage, and
farmed the property so some purpose :

In si; i the notorious mismanagement
and corruption in the navy yards in-

duced Secretary Welles to appoint a
special commission for their investiga-
tion, of which Col. Olcott was made
chief. The inquiry more than aubatau-tiate- d

the charges, and a thorough re-

form was begun. It does not appear to
have been carried out till n centiy. Thu
department ias disorganized, but the
system of coiruption was compact and
difficult to overthrow. Col. Olcott was
succeeded in 186-- by Mr. J. ?. Veeder,
and it is understood that by their efforts
tbe collision between contractors ana
davy yard officials is in a fair way to be
entirely broken up.

The Brooklyn navy yard, it is asserted,
is a good, or had, example of the general
rottenness of the department. It is
charged that the liooks of accounts have
for years been systematically kept so as
to prevent the business of the yard from
being inspected, and to give the fullest
protection to fraud. This was the great
lijiilcuity ol tue commission ; tliat irauos
bad been committed was notorious, but
by whom, when, or how, il was almost
impossible to decide. But catience will
accomplish much, and it is charged that
the system of swindling underlay the
whole business of the yard, aud extended
from the higher offloers co the mere
laborers. Receipts for goods delivered
were signed by officers who knew that
the bills were false, and thlt oue-fourt- h

of the goods had never been sent. In
ferior aud damaged (.roods were
bought without examination. At
none of the yards were regu
!ar inventories of stock taken, t
neglect intended to facilitate open and
wholesale robbery. Goodj valued at
millions of dollars were not placed upon
t
i

used in the navy yards, have been carted
out of .the yards by persons employed
therein, to the amount of n any millions
of dollars. Fictitious names were placed
on the pay-rolls-

, three elergs, It is said,
reewviog t e pay oi iweuU- - men in au
dition to their own. On the pretense of
raising funds for political purposes, tbe
worRmen were rouoeu uy constant as
segments of fifteeu or twenty percent
on their wages. Merchants willing to
make fair contracts with the department
were underbid bv men who atterward
obtained extravagant pr ces for their
.goods. Indeed, the catalogue of charges
is too long to be now repeated.

We art glad to hear tha". the commis-
sion have already saved hundreds of
thousands of dollars to the government,
and that since the beuinning of the year
they Lave established a thorough system
of g in most of the yards.
But much more needs to be done, if these
charges are true, as there seems no rea-

son to doubt. The contract system should
be reformed, and perhaps the best man-
ner In which Congress can aid the secre-
tary of tbe treasury to complete the diffi-

cult work he has attempted, is to
appoint a committee with Instructions to
iiivctigate the matter from beginning to
end, aud to report a biU which shall
provide, if necessary, for the complete
reorganization of thu yards.

The Tannic at Haslilnirton.

just discovareti a new counterfeit on the
ten dol'ar plates of the nhtional bank
notes. The ones discovered represent to
be the issue of the Flour City national
bank of Rochester, New York; but as
the nam? of the bank can be changed at
tbe inst.tnce of tbe counterfeiters, parties
receiving such notes should be on their
guard aud closely scrutinize all national
bank notes of this denomination. The
general appearance of the counterfeit is
very good indeod, and well calculated 'o
deceive any but the most expert. Tbe
vignettes on the face of the note
are exceeelingly web executed,, and
show that experienced engravers have
b.cn et gged in preparing the plate.
The signatures of the register of he
treasury and the I'niietl rotates treasurer
have been well lmitatixl, but Uie signa-
tures of the officers of tbe bank are very
poor, aud plainly show that they have
been printed. The back of the note has
not beeu so well executed as tne face, but
the greon coloring is very good, and
equal to if not belter Iban tbe genuine
notes, lhe copy or tie picture repre-
senting the discovery of the Mississippi
by DeSoto,' whxh Is borne by the get-ui- ne

notes of this denomination, is not
so well done in this counterfeit a the re
mainder of tiie note, out, nevertheless,
shows the skill of an experienced work
man, ar.d will, doubtler, deceive many.
