THE PROPOSED DEMOCRATIC NATIONAL
CONVENTION.

The following letter, which we find in
mauy of our exchanges, is from Hon. G
S. Millard, of Massachusetts :

My JJear Sir: 1 have received your
letter in regard to the proposed demo-
cratic convention, and will say iu reply,
with entire frankness, that I am not in
favor of tbe proposed convention, and I
will state some of my reasons.

Iu the first place, I think the demo
cratic party has not the connuence
of the country; whether rightfully or
wrongfully, I do not say; but of the
fact, there can be no question.

Second, I have no faith in conven-
tions. They are generally controled by
the least wise among their body. Tbey
are excitable mors, and in every con-
vention there are a few men who are
controled, and do not control. The
course of the democratic convention in
1864, in my judgment, lout McClellan
his election. The convention last sum-
mer at Philadelphia did no good at all,
to say the least. And the dangers of the
conventions are increased in times so
excitable and electrical as ours.

Tempos eget. "

What we need now is patience ; inflex-
ible, invincible patience, that endures
and waits. The country is sick with the
disease of radicalism; and that is what
the faculty call a self-limit- disease, and
must run its course, and cannot tie
checked by medicaments. My life upon
it, should this convention meet, it will
uot part without saying, or doing some-
thing to give aid and uomfort to the
enemy.

The country now Is too prosperous for
any change in its policy. Nine men out
of ten have no other test of wisdom of
any set of public measures than its
effect upon their pockets. When the
tide shall have turned from flood to ebb;
when tbe seven years of plenty shall
have been succeeded by seven years of
famine, we may hope for a better day,
but not till then.

A Remarkable Tree.
Dr. Stanley L. Haynes, in a short

pamphlet entitled " A Ramble in the
New Zeland Bush," tells the following
remarkable tree story :

The pata tree is said to have a most re-

markable mode of commencing its exist-
ence. The young plant takes root in the
bead of a caterpillar, which buries itself
before it dies, (or is killed by its strange
parasite,) and so enables tbe young plant
to obtain a legitimate and radical nour-
ishment from the soil. Dr. Haynes pos
sesses four specimens of this lusus natunr.
In three ef them the stem grows from
the top of tbe caterpillar's head ; In the
other It grew straight forward between
the eyes ; on one of them two stems
arise from the head. Tbe caterpillars
are three Inches long, and half an Inch
la diameter, and are quite dry' and
brown, without indications of having
been at all decomposed. On the con-
trary, the true and false feet, and the
eyes and mouth are well preserved.
