A of one vear's growth will, of
course, be a straight shoot, having buds
from tbe base to the extremity. As the
sap always seeks the highest point, those
both w hich are at tbe end will grow
most rapidly. If the shoot has been
strong, this would carry tue iiraos 01 tue
tree too high, and leave the stem very
slender ; therefore it la cut back to the
bight from which it is desired to have
tbe his;hest limb" start, which should be
from two and a half to three feet.

At the close of the second year the
young tree will present a trunk, fmtu
which four shoots or branches have pro-

ceeded, the central one being the high-
est. At the next winter's pruning, tbe
leading or highest branch must be cut
hack considerably, and also the other
three branches, but the lower hrauehes
must be left rather the longest, because
mi" force of the sap tends upward, and
these will elongate slower. The next
summer the buds upon these limbs are
pinched to three or four leaves, except
two at the ends, which are allowed to
grow. At the eud of tbe third there are
one or two additional brauches grown
from the first four brauches. At tbe
third winter these two are to be very
mueh shortened. The same course
should be pursued until the tree has
attained twelve feet, when these
terminal shoots, which are allowed to
gr 1m .luring the summer, to draw up the
sap into the fruit buds below them, are
cut back to one eye every year.

It may be suggested, how can such a

course be pursued with a tree thirty or
forty feet in hight f The answer is, that
a good cultivator will not allow his trees
to attain that hight. While summer
pruning generally holds the vigor of the
tree in check, yet it is sometimes neces-
sary to resort to root pruning, which we
will give some description of hereafter.
After the tree has arrived at full site, all
the pruning which is essential is, cut-
ting back the growths upon the end of
each limb, and trimming the spurs.

The method of pruning the dwarf pea
is tbe same an that unoti the standard or
free stock. By proper training, the lat-

ter can Isi planted near as dwarfs, and
will succeed as well as whet at a greater
distance.

THE CHERRY.
This fruit is so uncertain acrspwhen

left to itself, aud yet so delicious that it
well devise some met hot) of pruning

which shall, if possible, remove the ob-

stacles to its culture. It is of very vig-
